To A 48-Hour War?
Some observers contend that 

i he present stalemate will resolve 
inself by Russia becoming more 
conenative and the U. S. and 
Great Britain becoming more 
socialistic. Logically, such a 
course would result in these three 
nations federating. It alt sounds 
fantastic to me. If it ever comes. 
T forecast that such a "federa­
tion” is far in the future.

Another alternative to war 
would be the emergence in Rus­
sia of a less ruthless, though 
probably still leftist, form of gov­
ernment. In my opinion, there is 
no immediate hope of this hap­
pening. Still ti further alternative 
txi war would be the appearance 
of a strong coalition of nations 
other than Russia and the U. S. 
as a third formidable world force. 
Nassers federation of Arab states 
is not nearly big enough for such 
a task, but it is possible Britain, 
France, and West Germany to­
gether might eventually exert a 
new commanding influence.

Period of Uncertainty 
Will Persist

None of the alternatives to 
World War III or a 48-Hour Rus- 
sia-tJ. S. War, or to a continued 
“cold war”, are likely to happen 
soon. Sr. we must be prepared to 
make the best of what will be a 
more or less prolonged period of 
uncertainty in international af­
fairs. At home. I predict we shall 
endure more inflation, with the 
value of the dollar trending 
steadily, though not rapidly, 
downward toward 25 cents.

In the light of these conditions, 
I favor wide diversification in 
stock market investments at this 
time.

it. I predict that a “48-Hour War” 
with Russia would be fought Dorn 
atomic submarines and airplanes- 
If we are to survive it. we must 
be economically as well as mili­
tarily strong.

The “cold war" cannot continue 
indefinitely. The possibilities in 
new nuclear weapons make a ne­
gotiated “peace” or “arms lim i­
tation:" probably Impracticable. 
Of course, we could make an 
agreement with Russia on exist­
ing weapons. But could we he 
sure the Soviets would respect 
such a pact? And how could we 
forestall new nuclear develop­
ments in and by other nations? 
I do not believe either Russia or 
the United States will abandon 
such research a;id development

Even more distressing is the 
fact that only a closed, bullet­
proof car kept our Vice-president 
from death on the street* of a 
city in South America. The 
shameful incident holds a lesson 
that should be driven home to all 
of us.

It is important to teaeh physios 
and engineering so we can pro­
duce Sputniks that are second to 
none. But it is Just as important

be foredoomed to failure. The 
promise of this temptation could 
never he realized.

There is a groat challenge to 
the American spirit in these 
times. It is to take the initiative 
in finding new and effective ways 
of fostering understanding be­
tween our nation and other na­
tions of the world.

Since World War II, we have 
done much to try to perfect a sys­
tem of defense guaranteeing our 
country against surprise enemy 
attack—the kind of attack the 
Japanese launched on Pearl Har­
bor in December, 19-11.

This effort is both sound and 
necessary. We need, and the 
cause of freedom must have, an 
ever-ready. ever-alert, ever-strong 
defense. We have spent and are

The chuck wagon supper, a l­
ways a program favorite, will 
take place the evening of June 11 
and will be a fitting climax for 
file hard day the 4-H dub mem 
hers will have devoted to judging 
and demonstration team contests.

The evening program on June 
10 will commemorate 50 years of 
4-H club work in Texas. President 
M T. Harrington of the Texas 
A&.M College system will wel­
come the 4-H members to A&.M 
and Director John E. Hutchison 
of the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service will speak on "Where 
From Here". Several 4-H members 
of the past and present will also 
have a part on the program.

On June 11 State winners in 22 
different judging and team dem­
onstration contests will be de­
termined. Winners in several con­
tests will qualify to represent 
Texas in national events later in 
the year.

In commenting on 4-H club 
work, the youth phase of the Ag­
ricultural Extension Service, Di 
rector Hutchison said an estimat­
ed 2.000.000 Texas rural boys and 
girls had been 4-H members dur­
ing the past 50 years. “We have 
letters from some of the first 
clubs in the State”, he said, "and 
ttyey have recalled for us how 
valuable their 4-H training has 
been through the years. We know 
that present day dlibs are differ­
ent from those of half a century 
ago, but then as now. our major 
effort was to help the boy or girl 
to help themselves.” Members of 
50 years ago will attend the 
Roundup and partiiepate in plan­
ned activities.

Control Methods 
For Bagworms Are 
Given By Agent
Ornamental plants infested with 

bagworms must be treated while 
the worms are small if effective 
control of the pests is to be 
achieved, says Extension Ento 
mologist C. F. Garner. Chemicals 
applied after the worms are 
grown give no control.

The worms hatch in the late 
spring or early summer and the 
larvae feed on the foliage of or­
namental plants. The young 
worm spins a silken sack and at­
taches bits of leaves to it as it

feeds. The bag is carried by the
worm as it moved about. A full 
grown worm may produce a bag 
from one and a half to two Inch­
es long and once inside the bag. 
the worm becomes most difficult 
to control.

The female bagworm remains 
in the bag and dies after deposit­
ing her eggs. The bags should be 
picked from infested plants and 
burned because the eggs for next 
season's worms go through the 
winter inside the bags.

Garner recommends the use of 
either chlordane or tuxaphene as 
a 10 percent dust. For a spray, 
he says 40 percent chlordane 
emulsion concentrate or a 60 per 
cent toxaphene emulsion applied 
at the rate of one to two table­
spoons iH‘r gallon of water will 
give good control if used while 
the worms are small. Lead arsen­
ate used at the rate of one to two 
tablespoons per gallon of water 
is a good spray.

The entomologist suggests that 
a copy of L-199. Texas Guide for 
Controlling Insects on Ornamen­
tal Plants, be obtained from the 
local county agent. It lists con­
trols for insects which normally 
cause the home gardner the most 
trouble!

Farm To City Exodus To Slow Down, 
Is Predicted By A & M Economist
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A Texas A&M agricultural 
economist has predicted that Tex­
as exodus from the farm to the 
city will be slower in the future.

Dr. Robert R- Skrabanek says 
that it is highly probable that the 
farm population will continue to 
decline but at a much slower rate 
than the 26.6 percent—about 
369.000—who have moved to the 
city from 1950-57.

In the survey made by Texas 
A&M, In cooperation with the 
USDA, Dr. Skrabanek said also 
that the farm population declined 
more slowly in Texas than in 
nearby Arkansas. Oklahoma, and 
Louisiana where the loss was 30.2 
percent during the same period.

However, compared with the 
nationwide farm to city move­
ment, Texas' 26.6 percent has 
been much higher than the na­

tional average of 18.6 percent 
The Texas farm population — 

1.018,000—made up 11.1 percent 
of the state’s population in 1957, 
with five out of every 100 farm 
residents in the U. S. residing in 
Texas.

There was much migration to 
and from farms during the 19501 
57 survey period, Dr. Skrabanek 
added. An estimated 815,000 
moved from Texas farms during 
that period, but at the same time 
314,000 moved to farms.

There were an estimated 199. 
000 births among farm popula­
tions during the period and an 
estimated 67,000 deaths.

The migration from farms was 
heavier in areas of prolonged 
drouth than in areas where the 

I drouth was less serious.

Weather Calls For 
Changes In Rose 
Garden Sprays
It is time tu change rose fungi­

cides for disease control. Sulfur 
compounds used in coil weather 
can cause burns in hot weather, 
say Harlan E. Smith, extension 
plant pathologist.

For black spot control, he says 
to change to eaptan, zineb, or 
maneb. and for powdery mildew 
control to Karathane or Mildex. 
Applications should be made each 
week especially during rainy 
wea'her.

Smith sal s to avoid wetting the 
foliage when watering the lawn 
or roses and that spraying will 
give better control than dusting. 
A spreader sticker should be used 
with the spray for best results.

Black spots is characterized by 
large, roundish, black spots with j 
irregular or frayed margins. The j 
spots may occur on either or both j 
surfaces of the leaves, and fre­
quently develop unnoticed on th e1 
soft twigs and branches, and i 
also on the leaf stems. When se- j 
verely infected, the leaves may i 
turn yellow and drop off. This; 
weakens ihe plants and m a k e s  j 
them more susceptible to dieback. 
•drouth and winter injury. It also 
results in smaller flowers that ' 
weak in color and fragrance.

FARM LAND PRICES 
HOLDING STEADY

The price of farm land in Tex­
as and elsewhere is more than 
holding its own. Apparently, the 
business recession has not had 
an effect on land prices any 
more than the recent seven year 
drouth.

According to a recent nation­
wide survey, good farm land will 
continue to be a scarce commod­
ity. During the 12-month survey 
period, only 31 of every 1,000 
farms were voluntarily put up 
for sale. This compares with 57 
ten years ago. As recently as 1952. 
more than 55 percent of all land 
sales were made by active farm­
ers; now only 50 percent are.

There Is a possibility that so­
cial security may result in some 
slight easing of the tight land 
supply situation, however. The 
acreage offered for sale by rctir-

ing farmers is increasing.
But competition to buy land is 

becoming stiffen Bulk of the de 
mand is by farmers wanting more 
acres for expansion. The survey 
showed roughly 40 percent of all 
farm real estate purchases were 
made by active farmers for farm 
enlargement. And this percent­
age is increasing.

Not just farmers are bidding 
furiously for farm land. More and 
more city folks are in the market 
too. Thirty-six percent of buyers 
were non-farmers, up from 32 [>er- 
eent five years ago.

Other findings showed the av­
erage value of farm real estate 
increased 6 percent from the 
spring of 1957 through the spring 
of this year. And values in two 
regions of the country climbed 
substantially more—the south­
west (up 10 percent, largely be 
cause of Floridai and the north­
ern plains states (up 9 percent (.

Total value of all farm real 
estate in the U. S. is now figured 
at $116 billion—up $109 billion a 
year ago. $74 billion 10 years ago. 
and $35 billion 20 years ago.

Want to know how to get a

We hope you will have an op­
portunity to read the Farm Bu­
reau’s cotton, feed grain and rice 
proposals to the Senate Agricul­
tural Committee. A brief explana­
tion will be presented to the pa­
pers this week. This proposal has 
been mentioned parenthetically 
in several news items in compar­
ison with other proposals. In 
these articles, it has been stated 
that milo would be priced at $1.35 
per hundred. This statement is in 
error. It is known that the price 
under the Farm Bureau proposed 
program would have been ap­
proximately $2-18 per hundred in 
1957-58. and will be about that 
figure in 1959 if the program Is 
adopted by this session of cong­
ress.

You will be sure to note that, 
unless a program similar to Farm 
Bureau’s is adopted, regarding 
cotton and feed grains, under the 
Agricultural Act of 1949 cotton 
farmers will be drastically cut in 
acreage for 1959, and in Texas 
alone it Is likely that three mil­
lion acres more will go into 
grain sorghums. Anyone can 
guess what would happen to the 
grain sorghum market if that 
should happen.

The agriculture committee has 
already stated that it will not 
give serious consideration to any 
single commodity program. Ttiat 
is because they can see that cir­
cumstances regarding one, will 
inevitably effect some others. 
This has always been the case 
since acreage allotments have 
been in effect on "basic commod­
ities". A tying together of the pro­
gram is necessary to maintain a 
balance.

Quick Outdoor 
Meal On A Stick
A quick, easy way to prepare the 

main dish for a picnic or outdoor 
meal is to cook on skewers. 
'‘Shisk-kabobs" are delicious and 
different.

There are many possibilities, 
according to extension foods and 
nutrition specialists. You may 
have all vegetables or all meat 
on the skewer, or alternate the 
meat cubes with a combination 
of vegetables such as tomato 
wedges, chunks of carrot, mush­
rooms, piece of green pepper, 
onion, etc.

A basic “shisk-kabob" is made 
with boneless meat, cut in l*v or 
2-inch cubes. Beef, pork, ham or 
pork may be used

With lamb or veal, u.se the 
shoulder or leg; with beef, use 
the round, chuck or rump. Allow 
d to Ji pound per person.

Prepare the meat by brushing 
with lemon juice and olive oil, or 
marinate from 2 hours to 2 days 
in the following mixture: 1 part 
of lemon Juice to 3 parts olive oil 
seasoned with crushed garlic, 
salt and pepper, and if you wish, 
add some thyme, oregano, bay 
leaf or cumin.

Now string the cubes on your 
skewers—If you like the meat 
rare, push the cubes closely to­
gether. For all-around crispness, 
separate the chunks on the skew­
er.

Broil over coals. It will take 
from 10 to 16 minutes, depend­
ing on how well done you want 
the food. Sene Immediately.

Weather Calls For Changes 
In Rose Garden

It Is time to change rose fungi­
cides for disease control. Sulfur 
compounds used in cool weather 
can cause burns in hot weather, 
say Harlan E. Smith, extension 
plant pathologist.

For black spot control, he says 
to change to captan, zinc or 
maneb, and for powdery mildew 
control to Karathane or Mildex. 
Applications should be made 
each week especially during 
rainy weather.

Smith says to avoid wetting the 
foliage when watering the lawn 
or rosesand that .spraying will 
give better control than dusting 
A spreader sticker should be 
used with the spray for best re­
sults.

Black spot Is characterized by 
large, roundish, black spots with 
irregular or frayed margins. The 
spots may occur on either or both 
surfaces of the leaves, and fre­
quently develop unnoticed on the 
soft twigs and branches, ar.d 
also on the leaf stems. When 
severely Infected, the leaves may 
turn yellow and drop off. This 
weakens the plants and makes 
them more susceptible to dlebacR, 
drouth and winter Injury. It also 
results in smaller flowers that 
are weak In color and fragrance.
Powdery mildew Is characterized 

by a white, powdery coating that 
occurs on the leaves, buds and 
young stems. Immature leaves 
may' be curled, distorted and light 
in color.

For a spray, he 
says 40 percent chlordane emul­
sion concentrate or a 00 percent 
toxaphene emulsion applied at 
the rate of one to two tablespoons 
per gallon of water will give good 
control If used while the worms 
are small. Lead arsenate used at 
the rate of one to two tablespoons 
per gallon of water is a good 
spray.
