Hens in high production should
not be wormed, according to the
commitiee recommendations, but
pullets not yet in production and
hens in full molt or in low produc-
tion should be treated.

Mr, Abbott said that the com-
mittee recommended the wuse of
sodium floride, sulphur, sulphur
and rotenone, or nicotine sulfate for
lice. Since lice reproduce faster in
winter than summer flocks should
be examined carefully and treated
if necessary.

To rid a poultry house of external
poultry parasites, carbolenium or
some other disinfectant containing
anthrecine oll is very effective.

And there too was
the story of the battle. It is_ an
interesting story, even though it is
now discounted by historians,

Semiramis was queen of the an-
clent country of Assyria, which,
according to Mr. Peter Parley, “was
the first of the nations of the
earth.” It lay along the banks of
the Tigris and the Euphrates rivers
and between the two streams. In-
cluded within its boundaries during
much of its history were both the
cities of Nineveh and Babylon.

Al one time in the early history
of the country a guy named Ninus
was king of Assyria, and Semiramis
was his wife, When he died she be-
came ruler of the entire empire her-
self, according to Mr. Parley.
