An estimated 80 to 85 million 

acre feet of water still lies in 
storage, available for pumping, 
in the water hearing sands of the 
13 counties in the High Plains
interested in improving h is land, 
while retaining his top soil in the 
face of wind erosion.

Underground Water Conservation 
District.

How long will this amount of 
water last?

No one knows.
Too many factors depend on 

other things to get an accurate 
answer. But hydrologists know 
that the water table Is contin­
ually dropping.

In order to give south plains 
residents and farmers a lietter 
picture of the actual water sit­
uation under this area, directors 
of the High Plains Underground 
Water Conservation District have 
had the hydrologic staff prepare 
thr«-e <sim|»osite maps of the wa­
ter district in color.

These maps, about as large as 
a single newspaper page, are in 
four colors. The first map was 
printed in the November issue 
of "The Cross Section” the mon­
thly newsletter of the water 
district.

This first map shows the thick 
ness of the Ogallala formation— 
the entire section of the sedi­
ments from the ground to the 
bottom of the water-bearing 
sands—the Southern High Plains 
principal source of underground 
water.

The second map will be print­
ed In the December issue f The

Cross Section, and the third mal 
•ho January i'-ue The secon 

map «ill show the thickness 
the saturated part of' t he  Oga
