In Your Home!

Though many people give it little  
thought, the harmless-appearing 
moth you ' sometimes see in your 
house is probably the most de­
structive insect with which you -  
have to contend. The moth destroys 
or badly damages thousands of 
dollars worth of fine clothes in 
Lynn county alone each year.

And, this is moth time----- right
now!

There are many families of 
moths, but the clothes moth in­
habits almost every Lynn county 
home, and is known to housekeep­
ers best because the adult moth 
habitually lays its eggs in woolen 
fabrics, furs, and feathers, upon 
which the larvae fieed. That means, 
your finest clothes make the fav­
orite nesting place for the moth.

The most common moth is the 
case-making moth, so-called be­
cause its cattrpiller spins a small 
pupating case out of pieces o f cloth 
made from your clothing.

Ikilled along with the caterpill^ 
since it deposits the eggs from 
which the-larvae hatch. Another 
common moth is the webbing moth, 
distinguished by having unmark­
ed, pale-yellow forewings. The cat­
erpillars mark their trails by spin­
ning cobwebs, and they pupate in 
silken cocoons.

Frequent airing and vigorous 
brushing o f garments will help 
keep them free of eggs or larva^.— 
Moth balls and similar hydrocar­
bons help keep our adult moths.
