! Be I, Resolved By The Legisla-
imre Of The State Of Texas:

the Veteran's Land Boara, wnich

The  Legislature shall provide
by law for the issuance by said
Board of not to exceed Twenty-five
Million Dollars ( $25,000000) in
bonds or obligations of the Siate
of Texas for the purpose of creal-
ing & fund to be known as the
Veteran’s Land Fund.

of the State of Texas; or (¢) own-
ed by any person, firm_ or corpora_
tion.
