Carey, a tall, typical West Texan,
is quiet and un-assuming. “I'd had
my name in the pot for a new car
for some (ime, when the Veterans
administiration came along and
bought it for me, I was réally hap-
py. Becaus, of all the walking to and
from classes, I might have had to
drop out of school, but now tha: I
have my car I am assured of con-
tinuing”, he said.
