The Texas State Teachers Asso-
clation has just compieted a sur-

condition in the public schools of
Texas. Replies were recelived from
1,038 superintendents representing
35,874 teaching positions or about
T8% of the total In Texas. The
turnover in the teacher personnel
in the public schools for this year
is the greatest In our history; 9.272
teachers or more than 25% were
new In their job when school open-
ed this fall

Of the teachers included In the
survey, 5730 were listed with sub-
standard qualifications, which re-
presents 1| out of each 6§ In the
state. Superintendents reporting
stated that they had In their school
systems 2,187 classes with & - stu-
dent enrollment of 40 or more. The

pi’hununa. was sn AWOL

national standard for enroliment is
27 students in high school classes
and 30 in elementary classes. This
overcrowded condition has resulted
from the shortage of teachers and

quate classrooms,

Today, Texas needs at least 9,000
qualified teachers (o relileve our
overcrowded classrooms, to add to
the curriculum many subjects thatl
have been eliminated during the
war years, and to replace sub-stan-
dard personnel.

Superintendent Charles M. Rogers
of Amarillo. retiring president of
the Texas State Teachers Associ-
ation commented that: “Today f
our public schools oould employ
immediately all of the students in
the colleges and universities “of
Texas that are preparing to be
‘eachers, we would not relieve our
great shortage. I am sure that we
do not have In our Texas institu-
tions of higher learniag 9,000 peo-
ple today who are vreparing Lo be-
come teachers. We must raise salar-
fes In Texas high enough to en-
courage those now in - college to

Tests Support Theery of
Gaseous Origin of Earth

Recent chemical experiments at
high temperature in laboratories on
the Berkeley campus of the Uni-
versity of California have thrown
new light on the probable origin of
the earth and planets. Dr. Wendell
Latimer, dean of the college of
chemistry, says that a study of
chemical reactions at about 5,000
degrees absolute, the temperature
of the sun's surface and probable
temperature at which the earth
and planets were formed, supports
the theory that these bodies origi-
nated as hot gaseous masses thrown
off from the sun

He-says that the common origin
of the earth and planets can, ‘be
reconciled with their present differ-
ences by considering their different
sizes and gravitational fields and
the variations in rate of cooling
with size. In a large planet, such
as Jupiter, Dr. Latimer says the
heavy gravitational field prevented
the escape of light elements from
the hot mass. Jupiter cooled to a
composition similar to the sun, he
explains, except that at lower tem-
pegatures the light elements have
formed gaseous compounds such as
ammonia and methane which do not
exist in the sun. _

In the earth.and small planets,
Dr. Latimer continues, the mole-
cules of light elements had suffi.
clent energy to escape from the
lower gravitational field. Thus, he
' says, the earth cooled to a great-
er average density than any of the
planets. At a later stage in the
earth’'s history, he adds, a chemical

Tests Show Eight Amine
Acids Essential te Diet

Tests on human volunteers show
that engm of the amino acids-—~the
“bricks”’ in the protem molecule—
are éssential in man’s diet, accord-
ing to Dr. William C. Rose of the
University of Illinois. The experi-
ments shawed that the 13 remaining
known amino acids in the protein
molecule are not required for main-
tgining nitrogen balance in man,

Healthy young men have served
as the experimental subjects, Dr.
Rose said. The diets were com-
posed of mixtures of purified amino
acids, starch sugar, concentrated
butter, inorganic salts, and vita-
mins. The amino acid mixtures fur-

Trichinosis is a fancy word, but
it's also a serious disease that can
affect human béings.

Hamburgers also frequent-
ly contain some pork, and when they
are not sufficiently cooked, this dis-
ease may be acquired. It should '
be remembered that large pieces of
pork require much more cooking
than small ones because heat pene- |
trates slowly into meat in the proc-
ess of cooking. Large pieces that‘
are well-cooked on the outside may
be imperfectly cooked or almost en- i
tirely raw in the center. Care should '
be taken that pork is “done" thor-
oughly, and throughout.

Preserving Dahlias
Proper digging and storage of |
iahlia tubers has a great deal to |
do with their keeping qualities. If |
they-are injured in digging, decay |
starts in the wound and spreads to?
the healkhy roots. Digging should |
be done about a week or 10 days‘
after the first killing frost. Before
digging cut off the stalks to about
two inches above the ground. In
removing the tubers there are two '
precautions that should be remem-
bered. First, be careful not to break
the clumps apart and second, don't
pull the clumps out by the stems.
Store upside down in a dry cellar
for about two weeks. At the end of
this time cut off all loose and broken
roots. Powder the crowns with a
fine dusting sulphur and the roots
are -ready to be stored. The ideal
temperature for storage is 40 to 45
degrees.
