of Hale Center and made their get­
away with $3,300; but within two 
hours they «nd their loot were In 
the custody of officers of the law.

TO a mad rushing public what la 
taking plaee along the telephone

no mote. As we passed along not­
ing them lying along the way, short 
fellows sdth decayed bottoms, some 
no more than tlx feet In length af­
ter being reset jwverai times thru 
the years, but now replaced with 
sturdy new posts, we were almost 
brought to tears.

During the early part of the cen­
tury this line of precious public 
service ran diagonally acroaa the 
great open space between Oall and 
Tahoka, thence to Luboek, ahnoet 
due north. Every one of them was 
slick as glass up to a height of 
some five feet caused by cattle rub- 
btog on them. In thoee years It wlD 
be remembered that 
raxote cattle of west Texas ware 
carrying a disease then known as 
ezxonla, causing them to require a 
dipping m a solution of black leaf 
40 at least once ^ year.
