1859, Colonial "pye bilkers" ri 
duced the size of the hitherto

huge mince pies They began to 
make them smaller and baked 
them within a crust shaped lika
a manger.

This was too much for the 
Puritans They outlawed Uie ob- 
ervance of Christmas because 

they thought that the manger- 
shaped pies were sacrilegious. 
But mince pie survived, and 
Christmas managed to outlive 
the controversial stor.n.

In 1789 a resolution w as pre­
sented by a m em ber of th e  new  
Congress proposing th a t a d ay  be 
set aside to g ive th an k s  for the 
C oastitutlon. T he resolution w as 
fina lly  adopted, bu t there  w as 
m uch opposition by those who 
believed th e  Federal G overn­
m ent w as m eddling  in  a m atter 
th a t should be th e  concern of the 
ind iv idual sta tes. T hom as Je ffe r­
son called  such G overnm ent-pro­
claim ed holidays a “M onarchi­
cal practice" and  ignored th an k s­
giving during  h is eigh t y ea rs  in 
office.

Mrs. S arah  Hale, ed ito r of 
G odey's L ady 's Book, w orked for 
30 years to  prom ote th e  idea of 
a na tional thanksg iv ing  day. 
Mrs. Hale had a double-barreled  
a ttack  — she  p rin ted  ed ito ria ls  
prom oting th e  idea and  also  in 
eluded tem p ting  recipes f o r  
T hanksgiv ing  delicacies.

In 1863 Lincoln proclaim ed that 
the last T hursday  In November 
would be T hanksg iv ing  Day 
Each y ea r afterw ard , the P resi­
dent of th e  U nited S ta tes  fo rm ­
a lly  proclaim ed tha t T hanksgiv  
ing should  be celebrated  on the 
last T hursday  In November.

However, som e descendan ts of 
the o rig inal New E ngland  Puri­
tan s  refused to  observe th e  holi­
day, c la im ing  th a t T hanksg iv ing  
should be inspired  by the Deity, 
not by politicians.

The m ost recent T hanksgiv ing  
controversy arose w hen F ranklin  
D. Roosevelt sw itched th e  da te  
of the holiday from th e  fourth to 
the th ird  T hursday  in November. 
He hoped to  h e lp  b usiness by 
m aking th e  shopping  period 
longer betw een C hristm as and 
T hanksgiving.

N ew spapers and  m agaz ines c a r ­
ried ed ito ria ls  adv is ing  readers 
to ignore the President and  some 
G overnors fla tly  advised  their 
s ta te s  to ce lebrate  T hanksg iv ing  
on the trad itional day. Three 
years a fte r the  change w as made. 
Congress off icia lly r e s t o r e d  
T hanksgiv ing  to t h e  fourth 
Thursday.

In view of th is storm y history, 
it m ig h t be w ell to  have a 
thanksg iv ing  to  give th a n k s  for 
T hanksgiving.

Peanut b u tte r w ill be in great 
plenty as w ill vegetab le  fa ts  and  j 
sa lad  oils.

Tips On Care Of 
That Thanksgiving 
Turkey Are Given

R efrigerators w ill soon be 
bu lg ing  w ith ex tra  supp lies of 
tu rkey  and  a ll the trim m ings for 
T hanksgiv ing  dinner. Extension 
foods and  nutrition  specialists 
pass a long a rem inder th a t s a n ­
itary  han d lin g  and proper storage 
a re  of u tm ost im portance to  th e  
safety, appe tite  appeal and  f la ­
vor of m e a t

Uncooked tu rkey  should  be 
w rapped loosely In a lum inum  
foil o r w axed paper and  .stored 
in the refrigerator at 36 to  38 d e ­
grees F. W hole birds m ay be 
kep t th is  w ay for th ree  days; 
cut up  turkey  for two days.

W hole cooked b irds w ithout

stuffing, s u c h  a s  barbecued 
turkeys, should be refrigerated 
at 36 to 38 degrees F. Wrap;>ed 
loosely in foil or w axed paper, 
they m ay be kep t up  to  three 
days.

Proper care  of left-over stuffed 
roast turkey 1s especially  im port­
an t. Specialists suggest rem oving 
all s tu ffing  from the bird. W rap 
m eat and  stu ffing  separately  in 
w axed paper and store  at 36 to 
38 degrees F. Use gravy and 
stu ffing  w ithin one or tw o days 
and heat thoroughly before serv ­
ing.

Q uestions are  often asked on 
freezing uncooked stuffed  birds. 
This is definitely  not recom m end­
ed by specialists.

It is best to  thaw  a frozen bird 
before roasting  it, specia lists  say. 
To do so, loosen the  w rapping, 
but leave it on, and  p lace turkey 
in th e  refrigerator to thaw . T his 
m ay take tw o days o r more, d e ­
pending on size o  fthe turkey.

The th ird  T exas High P lains 
Cotton Q uality  Report for the 
1958 cotton crop continues to

fow th is y ear 's  crop is one of 
e best quality  cotton crops as 

w ell as one of the  best yield ing 
crops in m any years, George W. 
Pfeiffenberger, executive vice- 
p resident of the P lains oCtton 
Growers, said  on release of the 
Q uality  Report th is  week.

G innings on the  High P lains 
passed th e  m illion-bale  m ark 
Novem ber 11, and th e  cooperative 
Q uality Report of the PCG and

t e U. S. D. A. c lassing office 
ows th a t m ore than  8 7 '; of the 

cotton harvested th u s far is w hite

cotton. This Q uality  Report cov­
ers only about th ree-quarters of 
a m illion bales of cotton h arv es t­
ed as th e  s ta tistics run  about a 
week behind actua l g innings, 
Pfeiffenberger explained .

W hite cotton accounted for 
85.2% of the crop w ith 42.9''} 
being m iddling w hite and above. 
L ight spotted cotton totaled only  
14.4% w ith 11.6% being m id ­
dling  ligh t spot an d  above. Full 
spotted cotton w as only  0.2%.

The average stap le  length  w as 
31.6 thirty-seconds, w ith 51.9% 
being one inch and longer. Only 
2 9% fell below 15/16 inch. Ml- 
cronaire  average w as 4.3 w ith

95.7% above the tenderab le  ml- 
cronalre lim it of 3.5. The m ajo ri­
ty of the crop, or 71.2% fell be­
tw een 4.0 and 5.0. Pressley fiber 
streng th  averaged 76,000 pounds 
per square  inch, w ith 51% be­
tw een 75,000 and 90,000 pounds.

The Cotton Q uality  Report 
w ith correlations betw een grade, 
stap le , m icronalre' and  Pressley 
is being m ailed  every two weeks 
to tex tile  m ill officials and co t­
ton buyers th roughout the nation. 
It is published to  g ive buyers 
and  m ill officials up  to date  in ­
form ation on the k inds and  type 
of cotton produced in th e  Texas 
High P lains area.

Bench Leveling At 
High Plains Farm 
Begins This Week
C onservation of soil and w ater 

is receiving m ajor attention  in 
the research program a t th e  High 
P lains station of the Texas Re­
search Foundation. A new phase 
of th is program w as initiated 
last week w ith bench leveling 
of the sloping land around the 
lake getting  underw ay.

Tire project is designed to  com ­
pare th e  efficiency of w ater 
usage on irrigated slopes (1 to  
3'< » in contoured rows, level 
benches, and rows runn ing  down 
the slope. M easurem ent w ill be 
m ade of applied w ater (both 
ra in fa ll and irrigated) and  w ater 
lost by runoff. Cost of production, 
yield, soil erosion loss, and  the 
effective use of w ate r w ill be 
factors considered in th is experi­
m ent.

The advisory council of the 
High P lains station considers th e  
use and conservation of w ater 
a s  th e  "num ber one” problem of 
th e  irrigated High Plains. Harold 
Hinn, chairm an, stated  th is week. 
A soil and  w ater eng ineer w ill 
be added  to  the  s ta ff a t th e  s ta ­
tion a fte r  January  1, 1959, to  im ­
plem ent th e  w ater study  program  
recently adopted for th e  station.

As the harvest progresses and  
more and more farm ers a re  f in ­
ish ing a hard y e a r’s work, it is 
tim e to th ink  about keeping our 
land productive.

One of the m any w ays to  keep 
land producing is to prevent soil 
loss due to w ater erosion. O ne of 
the most effective w ays Is by 
using terraces. T erraces hold w a ­
ter on the land, allow ing it.m ore  
tim e to soak into the soil. T e r­
races also prevent good topsoil 
from w ashing to the bottom of 
the slope.

T his spring, heavy ra in s  fell 
around Stegall, resu lting  in 
m any large gu llies  and the be­
ginning of m any sm all ones. 
Continued concentration of w ater 
in these sm all gu llies m ay resu lt 
in uncrossable ones.

Th'-re arr m any  types of te r ­
races and variations, but large, 
level closed end retention type 
and sm aller level dosed  end 
field terraces are  best adap ted  to 
B liley county.

Diversion of retention types are  
usually  placed a t th e  top of the 
slope t i intereept and  hold out- 
i to w ater. E. W. Ray of Bula 

w ill build  a retention  type. Be­
f a l l s -  of large am ounts of o u t­
side w ater, two diversions w ill be 
built on the Clifford H am ilton 
farm  northw est of Goodjnnd.

Ray C arter is bu ild ing  stand-1 
ard terraces on h is farm  so u th ­
east of Baileytioro. The H alls a re  j 
p lann ing  to  terrace land  they  
farm  west of Enochs.

The Federal governm ent pays 
as m uch as  2.1 cen ts per foot 
cost-share for terraces. T his is 
about 70 percent of th e  to tal 
cost.
