INegro Kills Deputy,
Takes Own Life

Tragedy struck Lynn coun-

ty Sunday at about 5:50 p. m.

at Wilson, when a3 Negro man

wrested a .38 caliber revolver
from the person of Deputy

Sheriff Frank Henderson, 52,

and shot she officer to death.

The Negro, R. C. Stansber-
ry, 27, of Tahoka, fled the
murder scene in the deputy’s
new red 1954 Pontiac car.

Possibly a half hour later, the

Negro took his own life with

the same gun in 5 field 12

miles northwest. of Tahoka.

There were several witnesses
to the shooting at Wilson. No one
saw the Negro take his own life.

Stansberry was accompanied
by his brother, H. B. Stansberry,
Harvey Shields, Willie Mae Payne,
and Amie Lee Payne, all of Ts
hoka.

H. B. Stansberry was Ilater
charged with drunkeness, and the
other man and two women with
disturbance of the peace,

Sheriff Norvell Redwine, aad
other officers, County Attorney
Mitchell Williams, and District
Attorney Karl Cayton conducted
a thorough investigation, and
their findings were presented te
the Lynn county grand jury Mon-
day but no. further grounds - for
indictments were found.

Justice of the Peace A. L. Duna-
gan, following inquests, held that

berry, and that Stansberry's death
was from a gunshot wound in the
head, self-inflicted.

County Attorney Williamg and
Sheriff Redwine pieced together
the following account, in sub-
stance, of the murder and suicide:

Saturday night, the three Ne
gro men went to Slaton. As they
were returning to Tahoka, Deputy
Henderson, on duty at Wilson,
stopped the men near the stoo
light there and searched their
car. He found an iron pipe in
the car, one end of which was

end weighted for possible use as
a club. He took the pipe away
from them and threw it away. R.
C. Stansherry claimed the pipe
belonged to his boss and threat
ened that he would get the pipe
back.

In 1883, he bought the herd

ed at Double - Lakes, Lynn coun
ty. Taking charge in 1884, he be
came the first permanept ranch
er on the lower South Plains, and
established the Tahoka Cattle
Company—the T-Bar— a ranch
that was to graze 6,000 to 10,000
head of cattle on 160 seetions he
bought and filed on. That l'amch1
remained in his hands mbre years
than any ranch on the Plains,
possibly in Texas, ever remain
ed in the hands of any one man,
“Uncle Cass” lived to 90 years
of age, passing away in ‘April,
1941, and at the age of 86 rode
in the saddle all day at a round
up here, a feat that many men
30 to 50 years younger could not
do.

A score or more of old T-Bar
cowboys still live here today who
respect the name of the fine old
gentleman. “Uncle Cass” was 1
cowman of the old school--ever
thrifty and saving on anpy _ busi
ness deal, but with a heart as
big as all outdoorg for a friend
in need or some unfortunate soul,
a kind regard for women and
children. Though he saw little
of a school room, he wag a man
of much acquired learning, plain,
honest and just. He was a great

factor in the development of
Lynn county dnd the South
Plains.

“Miss Mollie” was his devoted
companion many years of his
life, and carried on as a fine lady
of the old school, a gracious
hostess, kind and considerat-,
full of joy of living, and interest
ed in the new generation. She »n-
joys the company of her sisters
and of two nephews, the Bibb
boys, one of whom has just gradu.
ated in architecture at the Uni
versity of Texas.

Her brother, the late 'Dave
Childers, whose widow lives in
Lubbock, was foreman of the T-
Bar for many years.

Spanish or English dictionaries
The women, particularly, may L¢
interested in her description of
it, and the men too. So here goes.

“The China Poblana 1s attrac
tive at first sight. Like the poppy,
her bright colors attract all eyes
The spangles of her dark red and
green skirt shine like gparks of
fire—green satin about shapely
hips and then the flair of intense
dark red which falls in heavy
spangled and embroidered folds
to slender ankles. The skirt is
usually flowered in yellow, white
snd black. Above the waistline 2
biouse of fine white: or light
cream-colored cloth, also beau.

tifully embroidered in brilliant

silk, leaves bare slender arms
and graceful throat—a blouse
such as is used today in the
hot southern part of the

country, Around the throat are
necklaces of coral or of lockets
and bright beads. Many brace
lets adorn smooth brown arms.
A ‘rebozo’ or thin shawl is wound
around the waist, the ends cross
ed at the back and hung over the
shoulders. Sometimes it may be
unfolded and used to cover the
head of the wearer, as is the
custom when attending mass.

Conserva-
tion District stimulated much in
terest in regard to planting cover
crops “and soil building crops
Very fine examples of soil build
ing crops. such as guar and peas
planted in different arrangements
were noted with interest..

District Board of Supervisor;
s hopeful that many farmers in
our area Wwill plant winter cover
crops ‘afd winter legumes, Many
benefits are to be received from
such’ plantings. Vetch and winter
peas are legumes, and put nitrc
gen into the soil, as well as re
duce wind erosion and help the
land to hold the rainfall. A grow
ing crop will keep the ground
open with its root system and al
low water to go into soil that
would ordinarily run off of un-
ing cover crops which will re-
protected soil. ¢

Vetch and peas may be planted
with a legume seeder that plants
two rows of the legume in the
cotton middle. The planting rate
for both peas agnd vetch ig about
15 pounds per acre. The seed
should be innoculated with the
proper innoculant, and an ao
plication of 200 pounds of 0209
fertilizer per<acre, or its equiv-
alent should be applied for each
acfre planted.

Several farmers have indicated
that they would like to sow peas
or vetch in their milo stubble ai
ter combining. Very little prepa
ration, if any is needed. The le
gume may be sown with regular
drill and fertilizer attachments »l
a rate of 25 pounds per acre with
