The District sponsored a tour
during which farmers and busi-
viewed ., conservation
work being applied in Lynn coun-
ty. Because of the success of the
tour, the Supervisors have plan-
ned several farmer get-togethers
for the coming year. A Grass
Clihic will be held February 17
in the Lynn .County Courthouse
by J. C. Ebersole, Management
Agronomist for the Soil Conser-
vation Service. Other activities
planned are the Farmer-Stockman
Tour in June, Annual Soil Con
servation Tour in August, and
Soil Evaluation School "to be
geld’ in October.

Many results of conservation
practices were reported by the
District. Plantings of improved
pasture grasses drew consider-
able attention thig year with Blue
Panic grass proving to be suc-
cessful both dryland and under
irrigation. . Leroy Davis, Price
Thomas, and G. . Wells report
ed good stands -and excellent
grazing from their Blue Panic
grass pastures.

A complete terrace system on
tke L. A. !-‘m-sythe farm has re-
duced runoff of raimfall and stop

ped ipn. Forsythe stated ‘that
his m definately increased

his grain sorghum yield.

Bench levelmg on irrigation
land was a  ma jor conservation
practice this year. N. B. Han-

cock completed bénch léveling on
his entire 160 acre farm and also
installed underground pipe to de
liver water to most of it. Han
cock produced approximately one
and three-quarters bale of cotton
per acre on 50 acres of bench
leveled land. He attributes the

high production. to the bench
leveling which enabled him to
water the land more efficiently

rainfall.

The use of soil building crops
was more widespread this year,
Kay Moore interplanted field
peas with grain sorghum on 40
ivres of bench leveled land. The
field peas acted: as soil builders
snd also shaded the row middle
to prevent evaporation losses of
nrigation water, Moore states that
the yield of grain sorghums
was increased and also the large
quantity of residue left on the
surface after harvest will aid the
soil condition and oprotect it
from wind erosion.
The Board of Supervisors ex-

Sanitation and Water Departments

Pat Hines, City water and sew-
er smperintendent, told of pro-
gress made by the Tahoka water
and santitary facilities during the
32 years he has been here in'a
talk at the Rotary Club- Thurs
day noon of last week.

When he came here in - 1909,
Mr. Hines said Tahoka was 5 pio
neer frontier town of wooden
buildings with no water or sew-
er systems. ‘Outdoor toilets lined
the alley, and these, together
with three wagon yards, a livery
barn, and numerous cow, = hog,
and chicken pens, contributed to
the breeding of flies and rats.

People thought little of sanita-
tion in those days, but just let a
stock4railor stop in the residéntial
section today and there will be a
dozen calls at City Hall from peo-
ple complaining that the odor is
terrible and that flies are eating
them up.

In 1929, 5 private company in-
stalled a sewer system here.
This system was bought by the City
in 1940, and has been enlarged
to serve most of the town. At the
time the City bought the sys-
tem there were only one hundred
connéctions. Today there are 700,

However, there still are see-
tions of Tahoka that have ngy sew-
er, and there are outdoor toilets,

'hog pens, chicken pens, and un-

covered slop barrels where -flies

As long as this situation exists
Tahoka will be troubled with
flies,

There are occasions whén lit.
tle can be done about the mos
quitoes. Last summer for ex-
ample there was a sudden infes-
tation of mosquitoes which hatch-
ed out over-night. He says the

experts have found that these
hatches possibly happen in this
manner. Eggs previously laid,

even the summer before in dry
lake beds and barrow ditches,
suddenly hatched out following a
rain. These eggs - may lay dor-
mant throughout the winner.

Pat went to work for the City
power plang Jan. 1, 1923, and
transferred to the water depani-
ment in 1926 with the sale of
the power plant.

When he went to work, the Qity

had two windmills and ‘three orl

four electric pumps on small
wells. The open wells and the
open ground reservoir were not
at all conducive to a heéalthful wa-
ter supply.

In_ the late 1930's the -~State
Health Department sponsored the
passage of legislation regulating
city water supplies and requiring
water superintendents to have an
operator’s license, After several
years’' study, Mr. Hines got his
license in 1042

Since then he and the. City
councils have developeq the Ta-
hoka water system to where it has
100 percent approval of the
State Health Department.

When the new reservoir pipe
lines and booster stationr were e
rected in 1946; all wells weré

closed in, and a chlorinator in-
stalled. Every well drilled is
flushed with chlorine, as are al)

pile lines .and reservoirs before
being put in use,

Four water samples are taken
each month, and periodically
they are sent to the State Health
Department for analysis. Tests
have ever since been perfect, he
says, and Tahoka is crediteq with
having ‘one of the most health
ful water supplies in Texas.
