Shaver was first employed by
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service as county agent of Lynn
County. He served in this ecapa-
city from 1929 until 1932 when
he left the Service to become as-
sociated with the Texas Board of
Control.

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College Station, Sept. 6—Seems
there is no end to where cotton
méiy go as a modern textile, with

-serious efforts being made to im-

prove its quality and markets.

The latest study to be announced
deals with how cotton is affected
by radiation. The work will be
done at the Massachusetts Institute
of Technology this fall, reports the
U. S. Deparment of Agriculture.

Under a contract recently sign-
ed with the Department, M. 1. T.
scientists will seek to learn wheth-
er atomic or electrically-generat-
ed radiation can be used to make
useful new textile products from
cotton or to improve the value of
cotton in its present uses.

Among the things to be studied
are the effect of radiation on the
durability of cotton, its strength,
elasticity, and ability to absorb
dyes. Cotton has already been
much improved for certain uses by
treatment with various chemi-
cals. How radiation will affect
these chemical treatments will al-
s0 be studied under the M. 1. T.
contract.

Edward Noble
Rotary Speaker

Edward Noble of O'Donnell, stu
dent in Texas Tech, told Tahoka
Rotarians Thursday of last week
of his summer of travels in 11 na-
tions of Europe.

The son of Mr. and Mrs. J.
Mack Noble, he made the trip with
a group of Tech students taking
the European History Field Course
under Dr. C. D. Eaves, They flew
to and from Europe from New
York City, and used various means
of transportation while on the
continent.

In his rapid-fire talk, he present-
ed a graphic description of the
countries visited, each of which
impressed him deeply from scenic,
historic, and cultural angles,

He was impressed by the beau-
tiful green countrysides in Scot
land and England; the hospitality
shown by English people; in Lon-
don, Westminster Abbey, the crypt
of kings and queens; St. Paul’s
Cathedral, the burial place of
famous Brittons; Buckingham
Palace, Windsor Castle, and Strat-
ford-on-Avon, the home of Shake-
spear, all picturesque, quaint, in-
teresting, and beautiful.

He told of Amsterdam, Holland,
the Zuider Zee, the Peace Palace
built by Andrew Carnegie and
government buildings at The Ha-
gue.

Next was Brussels,
and the Gothic architecture of
the government buildings on the
square, said to be the most beau-
)tiful in the world. He says the
people of Brussels and environs
speak French, while in other parts
of the country_Flemish is the pre
dominent language.

Next came Germany. Cologne
he thought a tragic city, destroy-
ed in the war, still much of it in
rubble not cleared away, but now
has many modern buildings, also.

She could have gotten
an “education” at any one of seve-
ral high-standard Negro colleges
in %labama and other near-by
Southern states. But I guess that
she succeeded in accomplishing
her purpose. She helped to stir
up a lot of prejudice in the North
against the South, and then went
off and married an under-gradu-
ate Negro preacher without hav-
ing done anything more about an
“education.”

I think that every Southern
State in the Union has provided
some educational institution of
higher learning for Negroes. Some
-of these may not be as broad nor
as thorough as they might have
been but neither have they been
as crowded with students as they
might have been. The South is
making progress in the education
of the Negro, and most of the pro-
gressive white people of the South,
I believe, favor better colleges and
bettcr‘ public schools for the Ne-
groes than they have ever had.
But public education has always
been a matter for the respec-
tive states to handle. Nearly every
state in this Union has a state uni-

versity and a state Normal or

Both at the Democratic Con-

He enlarg-
ed and explained the statement by
adding, “They have certain inali-
enable rights; that among these
are life, liberty, and the pursuit
of happiness”—a true declaration
that 'has overthrown kingdoms,
set up countless courts of real
justice, and practically revolution-
ized half the world.

But Thomas Jefferson had
sense enough to know that there
is no such thing as equal oppor-
tunity among men. There can not
be for the reason that they are
not equal in mental endowments,
in natural intelligence, in their
passions, in will power, in* their
desires an ambitions, in their
respective environments, in racial
characteristics, in the possession
|or inheritance of wealth, in the
{ability of the lack of ability to ac-
quire wealth or station, in nearly
everything that it takes to make
up life. If you are still unconvine-
ed I suggest that you look around
you a bit, visit a hospital, a school,
one of the settlements in your
town over on the other side of
the tracks, the main street of any

you do as President, as Governor,
or as a social worker ‘to equalize
the opportunities of the citizens
of New York, for example? Or

.any other city made up of scores

of nationalities, speaking differ-
ent languages, having conflict-
ing backgrounds. Yes. by the ex-

you may mop up the slums, you
may multiply and improve the
schools, you may revolutionize
living conditions “over across the
tracks,” all of which is within the
range of possibilities and would
be a commendable goal for any
city to reach—but after you had
done all that you would soon find
that you had not brought equal
oppoftiunities to all men. Some

all the chiggers in Texas and then
corral and brand them. They
know too that it would be just
as impossible to give equal oppor-
tunities to the Negroes _of
country as it would be to-perform
either of the other miracles men-
tioned.

As for those Northwesterners, |
am guessing that many of them
never saw a Negro and know
nothing about one or their ways
of life. They are just about as
competent to give advice to the
people of the South regarding the
race problem as an Eskimo would
be qualified to -advise President
Eisenhower on how to win an-

In other words, the people of
the Southern States do not be-
lieve that they need the help
either of Northern Republicans
or Northern Democrats in run-
ning their own public schools,
colleges and universities.

Leroy Davis of Grassland har-
vested his blue panic grass seed
last week. This is the second cut-
ting on this field this season. Le-
roy said the seed were ripe enough
in seven weeks from the carlier
cutting. He: plans to water and
see if it will make a third cutting
of seed this season, This is the
same field that was grazed early
this spring. The blue panicpwas
planted-last year and produced the
grazing and seed from the old
grass plants. The first cutting
was made from one watering and
limited rainfall: Besides grazing
and seed production blue panic
grass improves the physical condi-
tion of the soil. Once stands are
obtained blue panic remains for
several years. So far no insect
control is necessary. After stands
are obtained very little cultiva-
tion is necessary.

Rye, wheat or othér small grain
may be planted on plowed up land
or in cotton land for wind erosion
control. Some have adepted small
grain seeders to cultivators and
planted rye just behind the front
cultivator sweeps the last cul-
tivation. Last watering will secure
stands. On dryland, rye may he
planted in cotton middles by using
adaptors to cultivators at about
thirty pounds per acre with any
rain this method has given satis-
factory control of wind erosion.

The« planting of Sesbania on
Weldon Bailey's farm north west
of Wilson is a little over six feet
high and still making growth as
Weldon is watering it now. Indica-
tions are that seed production will
be good. Nitrogen fixing nodules
continue to farm on the root
system.
