Breeder Hen Project Is Proposed 
For Tahoka Area By Hatchery

Tahoka (Hkamber of Commerce 
directors in a meeting Monday 
night heard a propoMl for a breed­
er hen projert for Lynn county. 
\oted to contribute $150.00 to the 
Boy Scouts bus fund, and attend­
ed to routine business.

Dale Thuren, local feed dealer, 
and Ken Looper of Lubbock told 
of Western Hatcheries propoMl 
to place 50.000 breeder hens on 
the South Plains in November 
to produce hatching eggs for their 
network of 34 chick hatchertea. 
The SMM firm also plans a new 
hatchery in this arM by January 
1st.

’The firm desires at least ten 
breeder hen projects of IJXK) 
hens each near Tahoka. Western 
would take the eggs produced at 
65 cents per dosen. or the Lob 
bock nurket, whichever is high­
er on the basis of 75 percent 
hatchability. An additional one 
cent per dosen per percentage 
point would be paid for eggs test­
ing above 7$ percent.

Mr. Looper Mid the average 
operator atemld be able to make 
about $2,000 on each 1,000 hsn 
flock.

Each fanner Joining the pro­
ject would need about $1,000 
cash, or be able to nuke arrange­
ments for the Mme, but his total 
outlay per unit would be about 
$5,000. -  •

The 1,000 bird building, cost­
ing about $3,(X)0 can be erected 
under a Title 1 FHA loan of five 
years, repayable at about $65.00 
per month. About $500.00 would 
be necessary for equipment. Spec- 
ally bred pullets would be fumisb

The Hay and Roughage Pro­
gram was worked out between the 
Governor and the Secretary of 
Agriculture to provide emergency 
assistance to farmers and ranch­
ers ia the State’s designated dis­
aster counties. Under the program 
the local county FHA committee 
will determine each applicant’s 
eligibility and will issue a certifi­
cate g o ^  for $730 per ton on 
roughage actual^ pnrehaaed. The 
appUeant srill then apply the 
Certiflc4te on the pureliM  priec 
of roughage from any dealer he 
chooees. The dealer endorses the 
certificate and drasrs a draft on 
the Emergeacy Drought Comsait- 
tee’s account.

AppUcatioos may be filed 
throuifl) December 3. 1366 for a 
supply of roughage needed to 
late th ro u ^  December 31. 1966. 
Roughage under the program in­
cludes hay either baled or loose, 
eotton seed hulls, peanut bulk, 
corncobs, ^sorghum bundles or 
ensilage.

Recently when Eva .and 1 came 
home from Waco and Chilton, 
where we had been visiting, we 
brought home with us a mutilat­
ed old book which was written 
eighty years ago, which even in its 
mutilated condition, contains more 
Texas history than any other book 
I have ever read. George B. 
Erath, who is himself a strange 
and remarkable character, for 
srhom Erath county and one of 
the streets of Waco are named— 
a survevor in his day and time— 
srho took pains to learn about that 
region which we now call Central 
Texas than most Texans learn in 
a life- time, he personally wrote 
anich of the contents of this old 
book or furnished the facts to 
other writer? who have presers-ed 
them as a part of the history of 
Texas.

This week I propose to give you 
tiro strange or important and little- 
known episodes that I found in 
this old book, one being a tragic 
ladian story, and the other con- 
alituting an important chapter in 
the history of this country. Some 
at you may have seen both of 
them in print, but as tor me 1 
had never heard of either of them 
nntil I read them in this old book; 
bat I am convinced that both of' 
them are tnie; and doubtleu you 
will be too after reading this Col­
umn I shall present the human- 
interest story first.

Ha ana found by relatives some 
years later dressed in the garb 
of an Indian. It is not explained 
what disposition was immediately 
made of him but in some way at 
some time he had come, to be 
known as “Bosque John,” but ap­
parently he had remained in the 
possession of the Indians; for 
we are told that in December, 
1845, when Texas was going 
through the process of being an­
nexed to the United States, the 
last of the prisoners held by either 
side( the Whites and the Indians) 
were surrendered.

Of the exchange of prisoners 
after the treaty with the Indians, 
and of “BosqW John's return to 
the McLennans, Mr. W. J. Stokes, 
a pioneer of Ellis county shows 
the action as seed by an eye wit­
ness:

American parents, stolen by the 
(Comanche Indians at the age of 
six, nurtured and trained in the 
culture and the cruelties of sav­
ages. so dwarfed mentally and 
morally as to prefer that kind 
of life to the life of cultured 
and well-to-do white kin-folks.

It is true t)iat one must con­
clude that that boy must have 
been injured physically and men­
tally by hte Indians who kidnap­
ped him. but obviously he had 
mentality enough left to make 
choices and to know what the re­
sult of any such choice might be.

Sad, sad, too sad to contem­
plate, is the fate of this unfor­
tunate boy, of whose misfortune 
comparatively few people seem­
ingly have ever heard.

Farmers are no longer required 
to file Social Security returns on 
a quarterly basis, according to 
Mr. H. O. Nichols, Administrative 
Officer of the Lubbock office. 
During 1866 farmers were requir­
ed to file a quarterly Social Secu­
rity return with the DIstriet Direc­
tor of Internal Revenue. Due to a

change in proeedure, farmers now 
file one return in January covering 
all taxable wages paid to farm sas- 
ployes during the preceding cal­
endar year.

A farmer must file a Social 
Security return during the year 
when be quits fanning before the 
end of the year and has paid tax­
able wages during the y ^ .
