Sesame yield test contain­
ing thirteen released varieties 
and thirty-seven experimental 
strains was conducted at the 
High Plains Station of Texas 
Research Foundation during 
1958.

Seed yields among the fifty 
varieties a n d experimental 
strains ranged from 384.36 to 

: 1564.19 pounds per acre. One 
' Benner experimental dehis- 
I -ent strain R 55-833 1 produc­
ed a significantly higher yield 
of seed than any of the other 
strains or varieties included in 
:he test. This same strain was 

' also one of th«j three top 
yielders in the test conducted 
during 1957.

All of the experimental 
] strains and varieties were 
planted in single-row plots 22 

| feet long with four replica­
tions. The test was planted on 
June 10 at the rate of 1 
pounds of seed per acre. All 
seed were treated with Arasan. 
The experimental area consist­
ed of a Pullman clay loam 
soil, which received three irri­
gations of about 4 inches each 
during July August and Sep­
tember, making a total of 12 
inches of applied water.

A total of 29.90 inches o f  
rainfall was received at the 
Station from January 1 thru 
October 1, so 11.90 inches of 
water could he considered 
available during the growing 
season. Forty-five pounds of 
phosphorus 11*2051 in the form 
of 20'- superphosphate were 
applied in the row at planting

All plots were cut by hand 
at physiologic maturity, bund­
led, and placed on drying 
racks in the Held.

Inde 
hiscent types were threshed 
with a Vogel Head Thresher at 
Renner.

This especially means that one 
should not carry stocks on 
margin if the majority of such 
advisors are urging "caution” . 
Stocks held should be paid for, 
and should he kept in one's 
safe-de[>osit box.

One other fact to remember: 
Don't Judge any Investment 
Advisory Service by its adver­
tising only. It advertises in 
order to get "leads" for sub­
scribers. It is hard to get such 
leads without some optimistic 
hope in the advertisement.

Getting Something 
For Nothing

The farmer is justified in 
hanging a carrot over his 
mule's head.—some feet from 
the mule's nose. Blit ultimate­
ly the farmer must give the 
mule the carrot. Threefore. al­
though most investment ad­
visors hold out hope in their 
ads. they will give you their 
honest opinion—which may be 
either bullish or bearish— 
when you subscribe to their 
Service. Hence, it might be 
wise when answering such an 
advertisement to tell the ad­
vertiser that you do not have 
money enough to subscribe to 
his service, but that you would 
appreciate a short letter from

him telling you whether it is 
bullish or bearish or “on bal­
ance.” Ask him to send you a 
bill for such an opinion, which 
should be definite.

The first lesson which every 
investor should learn is that 
he canr.ot "get something for 
nothing" from an investment 
advisor, or a broker, or any­
one else. You ask a banker for 
an opinion on the stock mar­
ket and. if you are a good de­
positor. he will invite you to 
sit at his desk and will try to 
give you some honest advice. 
If. however, you expect to get 
good free advice from him at a 
cocktail party, you will find 
you are mistaken.

Have you ever stopped 1 
t ) think how happy sjsirts fans 
have been made because their j 
opponents’ team wasn't work­
ing hard?

Or take business. Say there , 
are four service stations, one 
on each corner at tin intersec- | 
lion, in a spot where there’s j 
business er. nigh for only iwo. 
It’s true the ones that hustle 
the most will get the most bus­
iness and stay solvent, but 
have you ever stopped to think 
what would hapi>en if they all 
four hustled at full blast, 
equally the same? The way I 
figure It is, you'd have four ] 
busted service stations.

I tell you laziness has got 
to be thought about a long i 
while and turned over and ex­
amined on all sides before you 
put it down as useless. Of 1 
course this doesn’t always j 
work out that way. I know j 
some Intersections in some i 
towns where there's a service j 
station on all four corners, 
not enough business for more 
than two, and all four are still 
there. Have been for years.

I don’t understand this, any 
more than anybody under­
stands the world situation 
either.

Dear Friend:
We have, we’re told, ade­

quate military capacity to ans­
wer any eventuality in Berlin. 
But our problems go far be­
yond the border of that troub­
led German city. Communist 
nations now threaten us with 
the capacity of a dozen Ber­
lins.

We must make a decision.
We must balance tax dollars 
against the defense needs of 
the Nation. If the necessary 
money can be obtained by cut­
ting other spending, t h i s  
should be done. If not, the 
money must be found.

In the important field oi 
missiles, this Nation now rates 
second-best to Russia. To be­
gin to catch up will cost an 
estimated $7(X) million in ad­
ditional expenditures t h i s  
year. To continue to close this 
gap. this Nation needs to add 
to its spending between $500 
million and $7(X) million for 
each of the next four years.

The Army Chief of Staff— 
the man who leads the ground 
farces — has recommended a 
strength of 925.000 men. But 
the Administration wants the 
Army cut back to 870,000 men. 
Paying the difference would 
cost about $235 million more 
than the Administration wants 
to spend.

The Marine Corps is now at 
a strength of about 183,000

well as we do our Muleshoe 
neighbors. Other Saturday nite 
he put up at the Harold King 
residence, and they invited 
some of us to come have coffee 
Sunday and talk to the Hol­
lander.

Actually, Edward does most 
of the talking, which suits 
everyone to a T. It,’s most in­
teresting to learn how differ­
ent living in an older civiliza­
tion like that of Holland is 
from thiit of living in a young 
country like this. Among other 
tilings we remember that Ed­
ward said:

Divorce In 1934!
Sassenheim, a town of some 

8.000 had a divorce back in 
1934, and it’s .still the talk of 
the town. Apparently when a 
man has a family in Holland, 
it’s his business to take care 
of the same, and he better do 
it. Many girls of the working 
classes take up domestic work; 
and by the time they are ready 
to marry at 22 or 23 they are 
capable of running a house­
hold and a family.

Well, Edward said there is 
no lawyer in the town of Sas- 
senheim. What would they 
want a lawyer for, he queried. 
All legal work, such as con­
tracts. deeds, abstracts, etc., 
are prepared by the Notary 
Public, who is a salaried man 
and represents the Grown. He 
keeps all abstracts, etc., in his 
office.

Now. Edward says, there are 
three doctors in Sassenheim; 
they work every day, have the 
third Sunday off. They make 
house ealls until about noon, 
take office ealls in the after­
noon. He thinks three doctors

are sufficient for 8.000 people. 
Most children are horn in the 
home. Dutch folks arc healthy 
folks, take care of their health, 
he thinks, and therefore don't 
have to visit the doctor as o f­
ten as we do.

What, Randy Johnson want­
ed to know. Is the chief killer 
among the dread diseases in 
Holland? Cancer, said Edward. 
Heart disease, he said, is less

prevalent than here, he thinks 
perhaps because of the slower 
temjKi of life there.

Well. Hcrold said, how did
they go about repairing the 
terrific destruction wrought by 
Hitler's Germans when they 
bombed defenseless Rotter­
dam? First, the visitor said, 
they repaired the harbor, then 
the center of town where so 
many buildings were demol­
ished. But they did such a 
good job of fixing that harbor 
and its freight handling facili­
ties, that Rotterdam now 
ranks second only to the port 
of New York, among the ports 
of the world, ahead of Hous­
ton, London, etc. And Rotter­
dam is a dream city as re­
built, beautiful beyond de­
scription.

What about crime, we won­
dered. In the first place, Ed 
ward says, since the police 
just altoul know where every­
body is at all times, it’s very 
difficult to get by with crime. 
If he wanted to move his fam­
ily from Sassenheim to Rotter­
dam, he'd be required to noti­
fy authorities in his home 
town; all papers relating to 
him. who he is, what lie does, 
everything about him will be 
mailed to Rotterdam.

He will have 7 days to re­
port to p r o p e r  authorities 
there; if he doesn't in that 
time a policeman might in­
quire why.

Remonstrances broke out at 
once. We're free, white, and 
21, and this is no police state, 
which reaction Erward expect­
ed. But it seems salutary in 
Holland. I wouldn’t want to 
see such a system in the U. S., 
but I don't like our high crime 
rate either. Holland is no po­
lice slate, and. although it’s 
a monarchy, we suspect that 
things arc run on a democrat­
ic keel in Holland, just the 
same.

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Farm Organization Scores Labor 
Regulations Issued On March 13
The L'. S. Department of La­

bor issued a re\ ised pn>[Kts- 
al on farm labor regulations 
on Man.li 13.

The new regulations—pur- 
P*rti‘d to be a softening of! 
those originally proposed o n , 
Kebruary 7 are. according to 
farm leaders more far reaching j 
and more drastic than the 
earlier ones.

In brief, the proposals would ! 
require any farmer or rancher! 
who uses live service of the 
Employment Service to recruit 
either domestic (other than 
1'M.al) or foreign workers to: 

Provide farm labor housing 
acceptable to the Department 
of Labor.

Pay prevailing wages, or 
wages paid by other farmers 
who have successfully recruit­
ed and retained farm workers.
(This last provision would 
mean that all farmers would 
have to pay wages equal to the 
highest paid in the area, thus 
result in escalation of wages.)

Pay transportation to work­
ers on same basis that farmers 
in any area have found to be 
successful in recruiting work­
ers. tSi ce Michigan berry 
farmers pay round trip trans­
portation to workers from 
south Texas, then, farmers 
every where would have to pay 
round trip transportation com­

"The employer must comply 
with non-dis rimlnatory prac­
tices established by law or 
public policy.” (This provision 
could mean that a farmer 
would have to employ work­
ers regardless of race oven if 
he had to mix them in the 
same camp*.
According to J H. West, pres­

ident of Texas Farm Bureau, 
these new proposals of the De­
partment of Labor are. "just 
an underhanded attempt, by- 
executive order, to bring farm 
and ranch workers indirectly 
under the Wage and Hour 
Law. something that Congress 
has repeatedly refused to do 
by law.”

American F a r m Bureau 
states, "It is the position of 
Farm Bureau that the regula­
tions are not based on legal 
authority and should be with­
drawn in their entirety."

Joe Sooter. president of the 
Baile\ County Farm Bureau, 
has been working on the farm 
labor problem for several 
months and has this to say of 
the new proposals. "During 
recent months the Department 
of Labor has exhibited a con­
tinuing tendency to go from 
tile unreasonable to the com­
pletely irrational. I'nder these 
regulations farm wages could 
be forced higher than the min­
imum wage for industry, and 
since Mexican Na'ional wages 
are hitched to the top bracket 
of "prevailing dome-tic wage” 
they would travel right along 
with them. Thi- would mean 
ruin to those segments of our 
agriculture that .are dependent

on volume labor such as cot­
ton, vegetables, and fruits.

Early, midseason and late i 

I maturing varieties were plant- 
F ed April 8 and 24. May 5 and
r21. and June 19. In this test 
Ith e  April 24 planting proved 
I to be the most satisfactory 
Ldate, for the lodging was only 
18.75'<. Lodging increased pro- 
Bgressively upward with the
■ later planting dates to 58.68' e 
Ion  the June 19 planting. The
■ average yield for the 5 varie- 
Ities  used in the test that were| 
| planted on April 25 was 93.2
■ bushels. T!ie same varieties
■ planted on May 21 had the
■ highest yield <>f 119 6 bushels
■ per acre but with 58.38'i- lodg- 
plng on that date, and the in-
■ creased harvesting cost, made
■ the yield from the April 2 4
■ planting more profitable.

By using early or midseason
■ hybrids and planting early, a 
Ffarmer can harvest his corn 
■with a combine using a corn
■ header attachment before too
■  much stalk breakage occurs..
■ Combines work best when the
■ corn moisture is from 20 to 25
■ iK-rcent which makes artificial
■ drying necessary.

This operation is profitable
■  because it permits harvesting
■  earlier, eliminating much less
■  from lodging and normal pick- 
Bing operations. The increased
■  yield from combine harvest
■ would probably pay the drying 
C cost.

Fertilizer Use 
Up Over 1958 
By 4.2 Percent
The total tonnage of ferti­

lizer sold during the last half 
of 1958 in Texas was 4.2 per­
cent over the same period in 
1957 but 20 percent above the 
tonnage sold during the same 
period of 1953. State Chemist J. 
F. Fudge also revealed in his 
bi-annual report on distribu­
tion of sales of fertilizer that 
the trend toward the use of 
higher analysis fertilizers con­
tinued at a rapid pace.

The average composition of 
mixed goods was higher than 
ever before with the average 
for the state near the 9-18-9 
level. The average nitrogen in 
materials was significantly 
higher—over three times above 
the 1953 average. On the 
other hand. Fudge pointed out 
that the percentage of avail­
able phosphoric acid continued 
to decrease. Sales of 10-20-10 
were 30 percent higher than in 
1957 and accounted for 71 per­
cent of the total fur 1-2-1 ratio 
and 55 percent of all mixed 
fertilizer sold.

Sales of materials were up 
3.6 percent from a year ago 
due almost entirely to the 
great increase in anhydrous 
ammonia, especially in West 
Texas, said Fudge. Tonnage of 
this material used was seven 
times more for 1959 than for 
the same period in 1953. and 
accounted for a third of ail 
materials sold during the past 
fall season.

Sales in East Texas ac­
counted for 48 percent of the 
total tonnage of mixed goods

and 56 percent of the goods , 
with a 1-2-1 ratio. West Texas 
bought 91 percent of the an- I 
hydrous ammonia, 74 percent j 
of the nitrogen solutions and j 
32 percent -of the ammonium 
sulfate. The Gulf Coast area 
used 40 percent of the am­
monia sulfate and 30 percent 
of the 16-20-0. Large differ­
ences in the fertilizer use pat­
tern in the various regions of 
the state are apparent, said 
Fudge.

To further emphasize the In* 
fluence of anhydrous ammon­
ia, Fudge pointed out that ni­
trogen in materials averaged 
38.1 percent last fall compar­
ed with 19.39 percent in 1953. 
Total nutrients in all fertilizers 
increased from 28.69 percent to 
43.38 percent during the same 
period.

Swine Course 
April 6-7 at A&M
“Good profits can be real­

ized by Texas swine producers 
in 1959 if their operations are 
made more efficient and grain 
prices remain favorable.” said 
T. D. Tanksley, Jr., extension 
animal husbandman, in com­
menting on the program for 
the upcoming Swine Short 
Course scheduled for Texas 
A&M College. April 6-7.

The specialist said that 
swine production in Texas in 
1958 was 33 percent higher 
than in 1957—this is much 
higher than the national in­
crease— but despite a forecast 
of much lower prices this fall, 
he believed that more e ffi­
cient production of faster 
growing, meatier hogs would 
bring growers some profits. 
Major emphasis has been di­
rected toward these produc­
tion objectives on the short 
course program.

Two nationally known swine i 
experts, Dr. J. L. Lush, geneti- I 
cist, Iowa State College and | 
Dr. C .E. Barnhart, professor I 
in charge of swine, University ! 
of Kentucky, head the list of 
speakers. The geneticist will 
discuss the most practical 
breeding program for commer­
cial swine producers. Dr. Barn­
hart will discuss tiie feeding 
and management of sows and 
gilts during gestation and also 
the care of sows and pigs from 
farrowing to weaning. Tlte 
breeding herd at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky is one of the 
outstanding college herds in 
the nation.

The first sale of production 
tested boars in the southwest 
will be held as a part of the 
short course program. It will 
be held at the A&M Beef 
Cattle Center, beginning at 
7:30 pm. on April 6. Eight 
breeds will be represented in 
the sale, Hampshire, Duroc. 
Landraee, Poland China. Spot­
ted Poland China, Tamworth. 
Yorks lire, and Montana No. 1.

On the afternoon of April 6. 
the Texas Swine Breeders As­
sociation will hold its annua!

PROTECTION FOR THE 
1959 COTTON CROP

Cash value from cotton and 
cottonseed in Texas far 1958 j 
has been estimated at a j 
whopping $756,655,000 by agri­
cultural economists .

This means that last year 
Texas cotton growers received 
an average gross income of 
$140.12 for each harvested acre 
of cotton as compared with an 
average of $39.73 from all 
other crops.

This year, then, cotton will 
again be the best cash crop 
for farmers capable of produc­
ing high yields of good quality. 
But it is a challenge calling 
for quality production in an 
efficient and economical man­
ner.

For most farmers, this goal 
was achieved in 1958. They 
harvested 4,350,000 bales from 
5,400.000 acres with an aver­
age yield of 387 pounds of lint 
per acre. This was the higest 
acre yield since production 
records started way back in 
1866. The yield was 121 pounds 
higher than the average of 226 
pounds for the previous five 
years.

During this past winter how­
ever, conditions have been 
generally favorable for the 
buildup of many insects in­
jurious to cotton. This is es­
pecially true in sections where 
the 'boll weevil and the pink 
bollworm are a problem. Last 
year, the farm cleanup and 
stalk destruction program were 
hampered by a late harvest 
and continued wet weather.

Complacency concerning the 
insect threat could easily 
prove disasterious to many cot­
ton growers in 1959. No oet- 
ton producer should ever for­
get that when conditions are 
favorable for making good 
yields, conditions are also 
favorable for a buildup and 
damage from cotton insects.

A bulletin entitled “Texas 
Guide for Controlling Cotton 
Insects” is available to all 
farmers from the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service at 
Texas A&M. It can prove vain-

This legislation has 
features that indicate a great 
desire, on the part of its sup­
porters, to control American 
schools. It would empower an­
other bureaucracy to toll 
schools how, when and what 
kind of buildings to build, 
what books to use, how to 
teach them .etc. We have ac­
tually heard of no one outside 
the halls of Congress, except 
leftist and Communist groups 
that want this kind of thing. 
We hope there are enough 
Congressmen who will oppose 
it. Your letter can help in­
crease the number.
