Dryland farmers with soil 

that Is reasonably tight may 
want to leave stalks standing 
as long as possible, then use 
a shredder followed by a disc 
to tuck the residue into the 
top 3-1 inches of the soil. A 
dryland farm with .soil that is 
easily eroded may want to 
leave the stalks standing until 
almost time to plant. A chisel 
can be used to start prepara­
tion of the land while stubbles 
are still standing.

Irrigated farms with sprink­
ler systems would normally 
follow the course of the dry­
land farmer with reasonably 
tight soil. An exception would 
be if the soil is so sandy that

end* w o u l d  allow erosion. I 
The residues produivd under j 
irrigation In most cases are »o ' 
great that they must be
tucked Into the surface of the 
soil in time to decay.

Furrow Irrigated farms can- ' 
not leave the stalks standing 
as long as on sprinkler Irri• j 
gated farms. The stalks musi 
be partially decayed by the 
time the land is prepared for j 
pre-irrigation. The s t a l k s  
should be shredded and disced 
in lightly. A chisel may be 
used to loosen the soil.

Nitrogen fertilizer should be 
applied on irrigated land to 
balance the amount of nitro­
gen used to decay the residues. 
The advantage of leaving the 
stalks standing is that it caus­
es the wind to rise and the 
velocity Is greatly reduced at 
ground level. When the wind 
velocity is reduced at ground ] 
level, of course, fewer parti- j 
cles of soil will be thrown into ' 
the air and creeping erosion of 
larger particles rolling along , 
the ground will be reduced.

Proper residue utilization I 
also helps prevent water eros- : 
ion. The stalks add organic | 
matter to the soil to improve J 
structure and fertility. Soil 
maps are now available on all j 
farms in the county so dime 
bv the local Soil Conservation ' 
Office and get recommenda­
tions on residue management 
for your farm.

Constant efforts are 
being made on the part of 
some to bind the farmer with 
more restrictions of operation 
and controls that make it 
more and more impossible to 
operate at a net profit. Farm 
Bureau will be busy watching 
and stopping as many of these 
movements as it possibly can. 
If you. a member, have any 
ideas that you think might 
help, your advice is earnestly 
solicited. You will find your­
self welcome at any meeting 
of directors, or talk to the di­
rector of your community, if

you had rather not attend the 
meetings. Above all, if you 
know something, don't keep it 
to yourself. Call It In to the 
office, and we will relay it to 
the directors for you.

Unfortunately, Poland was 
torn asunder during World 
War II and Hitler gave it a 
terrible and unnecessary beat­
ing, principally — so he 
claimed — because of the 
large number of Jewish people 
who had escaped from Ger 
many into Poland. As a re 
suit, nearly 800,(XX) innocent 
people perished in Warsaw 
between September 1. 1939
ami January 17. 1918. This
was not only the result of 
ruthless bombings, but of 
great fires and massacres, all 
under Hitler’s directions. As a 
result the population of Po­
land dropped from 35.(XK).(XX) 
before World War 11 to around 
28.000.000 In 1958.

Polish People Continue 
To Be Courageous

Notwithstanding the barbar­
ous treatment by the Ger­
mans. Poland’s people con­
tinue to be happy and cour 
ageous. The people are poor, 
there being very few automo­
biles and almost no bicycles. 
Living costs and taxes are 
high; but the people are very 
industrious and saving. Look 
ing out of my hotel window 
this morning. I counted only 
three automobiles, but saw 
five home made wagons with 
the shafts made of poles cut 
from forests and the harnesses 
of the faithful horses made of 
worn-out iron tires from brok 
en cartwheels. Yet Warsaw is 
now mostly rebuilt and I 
should be proud to Five in it.

Last week, in Germany, 1 
was amazed at the energy of 
the Germans and noted their 
great activity. I wondered why 
this energy was not used to 
curb Hitler in his wickedness. 
It almost seems as if a vast 
number of Germans — in their 
own minds — hoped that Hit­
ler would win I further feel 
that many Germ arts believe 
another “Hitler" will arise 
who will have all of his en 
ergy but who will be without 
his sins!

Eaeh of my readers — many 
of whom are loyal United 
States citizens, even though 
perhaps of German descent — 
must decide for himself; how 
ever, this ts my reaction: Al­
though I came to Central Eu­
rope an optimist, hoping to 
find some attractive German 
stocks and bonds to recom­
mend. I am returning home 
pessimistic. The fire Ignited 
by Emperor Wilhelm II and 
his Prussian followers may be 
yet smoldering. Wise are 
those who now Invest their 
money only in the United 
States of America or In Can 
ada.
