110 oil wells and 604 irrigation 
pumps. Lyntegar now furnishes 
power for more than 2,000 small 
irrigation wells in the ten counties 
into which its lines extend.

"n  County warrants are issued, 
the iaterett rate will be higher 
than on bonds. Also, the warrants 
sad laterwt would have to be paid 
out of the Road aad Bridge Fuad. 
In order to do this, the Commis- 
•ioaerf* Court would have to ratee 
the county valuatioua, which would 
cauM tha taxpayers to pay more 
State tax. Such would also affect 
the EcMomic Index of each of 
the schools in the county."

With funds from a previous is- 
«ua, about one-third of the rlght- 
df-way has been purchased oo 
the north lector. If the county 
refuses to go aheed with the pro- 
gram, this money will be loet. Al­
so loot will be the proposed expen­
diture by the State and Federal 
geuarnasanU of about a oUllion and 
•  iMdf doHars in eomptetifg this 
roetf.

Appointment of Roy E. Ehrerett 
of 01>onnall as crew leader for 
the I960 Cenaui of Agriculture 
waa announced today by Field Di­
rector James W. Stroud of the Cen­
sus Bureau’s regional office at 
Dallas.

Mr. Everett will direct a force of 
census takers who will canvau all 
farms in Lynn, Dawson and Bor­
den Counties. Before assuming his 
post, he will go to Lubbock, where 
he will receive five days of train­
ing by s member of the Census 
Bureau’s staff. Topics to be cover­
ed include procedures for recruit­
ing of census takers, census taker 
training, canvkssing methods, prep­
aration and submission of reports, 
and the supervision of census tak­
ers to insure a complete and accu­
rate county.

The crew leader is one of the 
key people in the field operations 
of the Census of Agriculture. It is 
his resptmsiblllty to recruit and 
train the census takers and super 
vise their work; plan and allocate 
work assignments; review the work 
of the census takers and take re­
medial action where necessary, 
and to conduct difficult interviews.

After completing his training. 
Mr. EvereR will return to his dis­
trict where be will spend several 
weeks recruiting census takers, 
and training them in preparation 
for the start of the field canvass 
on November 18.

Roberts farms 6,000 of the 8,000 
acres he owns in the San Joaquin 
Valley at McFarland, north 'of 
Bakersfield, Calif., and from what 
he and Kagler says, the farm is 
quite an operation. Incidentally, 
Kagler is a Texas boy, reared near 
Hillsboro.

The farm is watered partly by 
deep wells, partly from ditches 
which bring water from 140 miles 
away to the valley. Their princi­
pal crop is cotton, but due to acre­
age restrictions they have gone in­
to other crops to make the $1,000 
per acre land pay off. They raise 
from a bale and a half up to three 
bales per acre, and much bf the 
cotton is picked with 15 mechani­
cal pickers.

They have a half section of 
roses, 22,000 bushes to the acre. 
Believe it or not, Roberts says 
most of the roses are shipped to 
Tyler, Texas, and many of them 
are sold back to Californians from 
Tyler distributors.

Other cropa Include peaches, 
oranges, quinces, grapes, and al- 
paragus, each of which is a large
