Tests conducted recently on the
High Plains indicate that a com-!
mercial flocculent, Separan AP-30,
may prove successful for removing
sediments from playa lake water
used for groundwater rechirge.'
Application of the flocculent re-|
duced the amount of silt plus clay
entering a recharge well in a 24
hour period by 49 percent. |

During the test, which consisted
of a 24-hour recharge period, the
flocculent was added at the con-
stant rate of 0.7 ppm to the water
at the inlet pipe in the lake. The
irrigation pump was operated for
one hour at the end of the recharge
period. Samples were taken Yot
the , unflocculated water at the
pipeline instake and of the fluccu-
lated water at the well inlet, Allr
samples were mixed for a minimum

2

of 3 minutes, and no dispersant was j§*

added. The sediments in the floccu-
lated samples were determined in|
only two categories: sand and silt|
plus clay. ,

There was an increase in sedi-
ments in the untreated water|
2hout 4 hours after the test was
started. This sediment increase |
was caused by ap increase in wind |
velocity. A correspondingly small-
er increase in sediments occurred
in the treated water. The smaller |
increase in the sediments in treat-
ed water indicates that the floecu
lent may be more efficient when
used in water containing higher
amounts of sediments, The to
tal silt plus clav f'>cevlated from
the water that entered the well,
using Separan AP-3C, was 1576
pounds, or 49 percent of the total
sediments in the water, |

Results from this test indicate
that, under more favorable condi-
tions, Separan AP-30 may prove
to be successful flocculent for re-
moving sediments from playa lake |
water used for groundwater re-%H
charge. More tests are planned for
the future in which conditions |
will be veried to determine ifl
more efficient results can be ob-|
tained. g '

If the vote is two-thirds favor-
able, farmers who stay within their
allotment will be eligible for the
full annmounced support price on
their entire production. Those who
exceed their allotment will not
be eligible for price support and
will be subject to marketing quota
penalties if (1) they have more
than 15 acres of wheat for har
vest, or (2) they have not signed
applications for exemption under
the feed wheat program. If farm-
ers do not approve quotas, the law
provides a wheat price-support
level at 50 per cent of the July 1,
1961, parity for producers: who
stay within their allotments, and
there will be no penalties for
excess production.
