Lynn county is faced with the 
choice of furnishing a Jail which 
will meet provisions of a new state 
law passed in 1957, on which the 
deadline is' May, iM l, or housing 
its prisoners in nearby county Jails.

The court, if the jail is built, 
proposes to issue warrants over a 
period of 20 years to be retired 
with funds from the 10-cent levy 
for the permanent fund.

ANSWER: There.are those 
who tesch, “What is going to be 
is going to be whether it comes 
to pass or not.“ Hits doctrine 
is Kainst the scriptures of God. 
There is a doctrine of predes­
tination taught in the Bible but 
it if not the type that teaches 
that inan can do nothing to be 
lost or savfd. If this is true 
then God is a reapector of per­
sons to save one and damn an­
other on the grounds of nothing. 
But He is not a respector of 
persons (Acts 10:34). 2 Thess. 

'2:13 **. . . God bath from the 
beginning cboMa you to aatva- 
tioB through aanctifleation of 
the Spirit and belief of the 
truth." This is predestination. 
God knew from the beginning 
who it was that he would choose. 
It is those who are SANCTI­
FIED. How are we sanctified’ 
Paul tells us in this passage of 
scripture. We are sanctified by 
the Spirit and BELIEF of the 
truth. Man who believes then

has the power to be saved. This 
is-the -belief that tays, “Speak 
Lord, thy servant heareth." We 
do not believe if we do not ob.y. 
Wc are told that we are sancti­
fied by ' “Obeying the truth’’ 
(1 Pet. 1:22). Since “by the 
Spirit and belief of the truth" 
and “obedience to the truth" 
are both equal to the same 
thing (sanctification), they must 
be equal to each other. There­
fore, he who obeys the truth of 
God ia “foreknown" of God and 
was “chosen from the begin­
ning” to be saved. By the same 
token, they that do not obey 
the truth will be lost. This was 
also "known from the begin­
ning." Many of the parables of 
Christ and with the statement 
that “maSy arc called but lew 
are rhoafn." The eantog takes 
place when we hear the Gospel 
(2 Thess. 2:14). The choosing 
takes place when we obey the 
Gospel. This .is why “many are 
called and few are chosen’’ be­
cause the Gospel goes to many 
but few are obedient ,o It. Too 
many want to be saved on their 
terms and not upon the Lord’s. 
This is futile.

bringing better understanding be-, 
tween the peoples of Europe and 
America. , |

He thinks the program is goodj 
for the students visiting here andl 
for their home countries, but he 
thinks “it is a little good for' 
you to know us and the French 
thinking.”

cowboys. He was surpised at the 
friendliness of the people, how 
they take a stranger in right from 
the start. In contrast, he. Mid, 
Europeans are moderately friendly 
but not pverly so until-they know 
a person perhaps two or three 
weeks.

He finds our life easier and 
freer in every way, but parents are 
not nearly so strict as In Prance. 
We place more importance on 
meeting and mixing with people. 
He said Ke especially appreciated 
our attitude 'in -being willing to 
Rive help to poor people of the 
town.

France has been close to three 
wars In 80 years. In one, 300,000 
Frenchmen were killed, in the 
next 2,500,000, and In the last 
800,000. Each family has lost mem­
bers iii wars. Under such condi 
tions, it is hard to be friends with 
ether peoples. Thl is especially 
true of the older folks.

With the younger folks, it is s 
little difference. This war is talked 
little different. The war is talked 
the last conflict, didn’t know who 
Hitler was when he asked her about 
him.

Young people are trying to unite 
Many favor a federation of Euro­
pean states, and Adrsnt thinks i t ' 
is only a matter of time until this 
comes into being. “If we are not 
united, we will be eaten by the 
cemmunist," he declared.

He does not think France is in 
any danger of going Communistic.! 
About 20 percent of the people | 
vote Communist. But, he declares,' 
these are the very poor who have 
nothing to loae anyway. They are 
led by few ’intellectuals,'' the 
elite of the Communist Party, who 
worship Communism as a sort of 
religion, but he says there are no 
more of these so-called Intellectu­
als than in any other country.

Gen. Charles DsGusl (?) is 
somewhat socialistic, but Ardant 
says he is s very strong man^and 
France feels that she needs hm  at 
the bead of the government..

He frankly declared that France 
sometimes gets aggravated with 
the United States but actually it 
loves us. He said the position is 
somewhat like a parent who slaps 
his child, but he sitll loves the 
child.

The French guest can better ap­
preciate the exchange of students 
between nations because his-family 
has entertained an American stu­
dent in their home in Limonges.

Ardant is the sixth student guest 
the Rotary Club has brought here, 
the others being from France, Aus- 
t’’ia, Switzerland, Belgium and 
Sweden.
