Work was started iMt Thuraday
by E. E. Hood ^  Sons, San Antonio 
contractor, on the new four-lane 
divided U. S. 87 highway from a 
point two miles north of Tahoka 
to the Lubbock county line.

Most taxpay­
ers never hear from the Internal 
Revenue Service folks except to re­
ceive a tax form in the mail. In 
spite of the success of voluntary 
compliance,'the highly skilled tax 
men continue to work on enforce­
ment to keep our tax system fair 
and just.

The arrest of Ralph L. Kirkpat­
rick of Sherman, Texas on June 6, 
1961, ran the total number of Dal­
las District taxpayers arrested for 
income tax evasion to eleven for 
1961. Kirkpatrick was indicted on 
three counts covering the years 
1954. 1955. and 1956. He is charg 
ed with having evaded $6,255.89 
taxes for the three year period.

Pose Problems

Blowing sand, wind, haU. seedl­
ing disease, and thrips have caus­
ed extensive damage to young cot 
ton in the area, report Extension 
Service personnel. Billy C. Gunter, 
Extension Area Agronomist, states 
“ For maximum cotton yields, heal­
thy seedlings are essential. Seed­
lings stunted by wind, sand, hail, 
disease and insects require days 
and even weeks to recover; taking 
valuable time from our abort grow 
ing season.”

Thrips populations increased 
rapidly in many cotton plantings 

louring the "past weekr reports 
John G. Thomas, EAt^sion Area 
Entomologist. Little can be done to 
prevent damage by wind, sand, 
hail and seedling diseases; for this 
reason severe thrips injury should 
be prevented or reduced as much 
as possible to allow rapid, healthy 
growth of young cotton, Thomas 
added.

Hard rains will normally reduce 
I thrips populations, but careful field 

inspection is necessary to deter-

Government Aid

Again it makes news when an 
individual does something for him- 
■elf or a group of people get to­
gether to accomplish what they 
want without governmental aid.

Up in the Willamette Valley of 
Oregon a group of farmers has 
demonstrated how to cut comers 
and save money fqr themselves and 
every other taxpayer in the na­
tion.

A cutoff channel was needed 
to eliminate a horseshpe bend in 
the Molalla River. Because of the 
bend, the stream was eroding 
away N^kable farm land.

EverybOTy, including the Army 
Engineers, agreed that something 
should be done. The Engineers 
Corps proposed a $188,000 pro­
ject which could be started next 
spring.

’The fanners came up with their 
own plan for a $1JW0 project 
which could be completed In a 
couple of weeks. And complete It 
they did within the prescribed 
time.

The Army plan, of course, in­
cluded more than a simple cutoff 
There were levees, revetments, and 
the like. There also were added 
costs of some $12,000 to the land- 
owners for rights-of-way and such. 
But the $188,000 remainder of the 
bill would be paid all federal t^x 
payers.
‘ Would that there were more in­

dividuals like those individuals 
up in Oregon who pitch in and do 
a job when it needs doing with­
out asking for help from some gov­
ernment bureau.

Would also that somewhere, 
sometime, a top government offi­
cial would remain the people: 

“Sure, the government can do it. 
But you can do it better and cheap­

behalf of the church. She was pres­
ent when the church on
July 5, 1903, in s tent which was al­
so being used at the time for cele­
bration of the organization of the 
town and county.

.Mrs. Garland (Robbie Millikan) 
Pennington told the story of Mrs. 
McDaniel’s life.

She was bom on June 11, 1867, 
in Missouri, and came to (Jooke 
county, Texas, with her parents at 
The age of 10. She and Mr. Mc­
Daniel, were married—in -1666 in 
Jack couihty. and thay moved out 
tp Lynn, then unorganized, in 1902.

The couple had a hand in the 
organization o f the county and 
town the next year, and Mr. Mc­
Daniel became the ' flzat county 
clerk of Lynn county. She helped 
him in the office, and many of these 
early day records now on file in 
the court house were written in 
longhand by Mrs. Mac.

She and Mr. McDaniel engaged 
in the coal and grain business, 
later in the dry goods business. 
They had a modest little home, 
and in 1917 built the present home 
on the same lots. After acquiring 
the entire half block across the 
street south of the First Baptist 
Church, they alM had a tourist 
court for several years, and finnally 
two duplex apartment buildings.

Back in the early days the Mc­
Daniel home was the scene of many 
parties, singings, and other happy 
communKy (fet-togethers. The home 
was ever open to lonesome cow­
boys, as were the homes of such la­
dies as “ Aunt Becky” Roberts, 
who sat at Mrs. McDaniel’s side at 
the party. Mrs. W. T. 'Petty, and 
Mrs. Jack Alley,, and others. •

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Tells Wonders Of 
Portland Cement

“Portland Cement” was the sub­
ject of a talk and a color-sound 
movie presented at the Rotary 
Club la^ Thursday noon by Marvin 
Lee of Lubbock, representative of 
a cement manufacturing plant.

Cement has been in use for cen­
turies, dating back to early Roman 
days when slaked lime was mix­
ed with volcanic ash from Ht. Ve­
suvius to build such structures as 
the Forum, Collosseum, Basilica of 
Constantine, and the Roman Aque­
duct.

“ Portland” cement was discover­
ed by an English bricklayer in 
1824 and received its name be­
cause of its resemblance to natu­
ral stone on the Isle of Portland, 
off the cost of England. First 
Portland cement In the U. S. was 
used in 1871.

It is made from limestone, silica, 
alumina, and iron oxides from 
shale, clay and sandstones, pulve­
rised. baked and pulverized again 
until it is much finer-grained than 
face powder.

Cement, the speaker said has be­
come so essential that we can 
hardly live without it today.

The picture was an interesting 
presentation of how cement is 
made and the many uses it can be 
put to in the form of concrete.

as a source of power is, in some 
power source, but fadure to take 
proper preciutions in its use ero- 
ates conditions whic'i are cenaio 
to result in bodily harm or dam­
age to prope'.ty, or both.

Overloading an electrical cir­
cuit is an example of improper use. 
Not only is there a drop in efficien­
cy as a result of an overloaded 
circuit, but it is unsafe, warns the 
Texas Farm and Ranch Safety 
Council. Overloading causes over­
heating of wires which, in turn, 
causes the wiring insulation to dry 
cut,- get brittle, and result in a 
possible fire hazard.

If the correct size fuse for the 
circuit is used it cannot be over­
loaded, because it will blow before 
the wiring can get too hot. The 
fuse is the “ safety valve”  of the 
electrical circuit, the Council ex­
plains.

In order to determine the cor­
rect size fuse, a simple guide to 
follow is: No. 14 wire, which is 
about the size of a 3-penny finish­
ing nail, requires a 15 amp. fuse; 
No. 12 wire, about the size of a 
3-penny common nail, requires a 
20 amp. fuse. In other words, the 
wire size determines the correct 
fuse size.

Observe the three C’s— caution, 
care, and common son.so -  to pre­
vent overloaded electrical circuits, 
the Council adds.
