Much Lynn county cotton, rank 
and fruiting heavily, is already 
badly in need of rain.

Water Rate Study Indicates 
Increase May Be Necessary

Walter B. Slaton, 73, president 
of the First National Bank of Th- 
hoka and a pioneer South Plains 
banker, died at his home here 
Thursday morning at 8:40 o’clock.
He had been a resident of Tahoka 
for 54 years. Stanley Funeral 
Home said services are pending 
but probably will be on Saturday.'

Mr. Slaton suffered a stroke in 
Maroh, 1656, and had been in ill 
health since. Although ab}e to 
come to the bank on occasions the 
last few years, his health had de 
dined further the last few months.
He had a bad night Tuesday, and 
became critically 111 Thursday 
morning. A doctor was called, but 
he passed away a few minutes later 
when falling to respond to medical 
treatment.

Mr. Slaton was bom in Wise 
county in March 18, 1888, the eld­
est son of Mr and Mrs. W. R, 
Slaton. He came from C^lcq, WUe 
county, to Lubbock In 19Q5. Ho 
attended Southweatern University. 
in Georgetown, and in LubboeSf^ 
was associated with his uncle in the 
First National Bank of Lubbock.

When the proient bank bought 
out the old First State Bank and 
became the Flril National, Mr. 
Slaton, at the age of 19, came to 
Tahoka as a clerk in the new bar.lT.' 
Thus, he has’ beeh :::oc:ated with 
the First National ever since it 
was organized under the p*^ent 
name.

From the first, he served as 
secretary of the bank’s board, and 
became a director on August 10, 
1009. He was elevated to cashier 
on January 9, 1912, which position 
he held until April 11, 1950, when 
he became vice president. In 1956 
he became president of the insti:, 
tution and Mrs. Slaton became a director and vice president. Over 
the years, Mr. Slaton had increas­

come to agree that 'insurance a- 
gainst such losses is smart busi­
ness.

In the last five years, 1956 
through 1960, fire losses in Ta­
hoka have totaled $149,221.00.

More than a half million homes 
catch fire in America every year.

New Trailer License Law Will Save 
Fanners Money, Officials State

^  House aiid Senate agricultural 
lenders have announced that the 
new farm trailer law will save 
larmers and ranchers of Texas mil- 
Uons of dollars annually by re­
ducing the license fee.

' They said many fanners do not 
inderstand how the law benefits 
hem and were protesting the pay- 
nent of the annual license fee re- 
luireil under the new legislation.

Farm tra itfrR p to 4 000 pounds 
gno.ss are not ! required to have 
license tags. arWi all farm trailers 
up to 10.000 miinds gross are ex­
empt from b r » e  requirements.

.Senator A. J. (Andy) Rogers of 
Ouldress and Rep. Grainger Mcll-

liany of Wheeler sponaora p t the 
trailer bill, said many legislators 
have encountered mass resentment 
on the part of farmen the
$5 licenae foe.

In a statement to the Texas Farm 
Bureau legislative office;* the two 
I.ntmakers said they wanted farm 
ers to understand that without pas 
sage of the trailer law this year, 
the cost of operating farm trailers 
would have been prohibitive.

They said, for example,' that be­
fore the new law was passed, the 
license fee for a 10,000-pound 
trailer (gross weight) was $55, or 
$50 more than is required by 
the new law. They pointed out 
that the Department of Public 
Safety had warned that if a farm 
trailer bill were not passed this 
• ?ar, the department would begin 
strict enforcement of laws on trail­
er licensing and brake require­
ments. '»

10,630 billings were mailed out.

Originally planned to serve 
Lynn. Terrj', and Garza counties, 
the Lyntegar system had spread 
out to the rural areas of Dawson, 
Borden, Martin, Gaines, Yoakum, 
and Hockley counties.

There are 66 full time employees, 
most of them at the headquarters 
offices and warehouse here in Ta­
hoka, which had started out under 
the leadership o f John Heck of 
Wilson as president, the late Tom 
Garrard, attorney, and Garland 
Pennington, manager.

There are 4,109 miles of 7.200 
volt distribution lines anci 69 miles 
of 69.000 volt transnistion lines. 
19 substations and metering points, 
63.989 poles.

The last few years, irrigation 
wells have been a big factor in the 
growth of the cooperative.

Lyntegar is recognized as one 
of the outstanding electric coope­
ratives.
