The most peculiar gubernator 
iai campaign in Texas history is 
rapidly approaching the stage 
for definite action, without any 
action to speak of, and with pub­
lic interest still apparentl-y black 
ed-out entirely by world-shaking 
events in Europe.

Real contenders in the Govenor 
race include Ixie O’Daniel, the in- 
cumbi'nt, who, while he has ad- 
mitU'dly lost much stn*ngth 
since his record-breaking no- run 
o ff victory two years ago, is still 
regarded by best observers here 
as an odds-on favorite to be high 
man. Xext in line is HarryHines, 
Highway Commissioner, who nt 
this stage is probably easily sec­
ond man; the Fergusons doubt­
less would place third at this 
time, with only a shadow of the 
strength they have shown in some 
past years; Jerry Sadler the rail 
rtiad commissioner, and Albert 
Derden, anti-sales tax legisla­
tor, probably rank in that order. 
Ernest O. Thompson, railroad 
commissioner, while not yet an 
announced candidate, is univer­
sally expecter to get in by June 
.3, the closing *late. His race two 
years ago, and his ability a.s a 
campaigner, w’ill probably drop 
him into a spot immediately be­
hind Hines at the start, and of 
course, with seven weeks to go, 
the relative position of atvy of 
the candidate may untlergo .re- 
voluntionaiy changes. The chief 
question now is whether the com-; 
bined strength of the other can 
didate will prove sufficient to 
force O’Daniel into a runoff, and 
the prevailing opinion of politic 
al observers now is that this is' 
quite a likely prospect.
