Poverty

The first loan to help a Texas
low-income rural family raise their
income and attain a better stan-
dard of living under President
Johnson’s War on Poverty Pro-
gram was explained-today by Les-
.ter J. Cappleman, State Director
Jor the Farmers Home Adminis-
tration.

Mr. Cappleman gave details on
a~loan being made to a family
who ‘~c:pentes a small farm near
Long Branch, Panola County,
which Secretary of Agriculture
Orville L. Freeman today an-
nounced as one of eleven such
loans being made throughout the
country.

The loan was made to a 57 year
old farmer and his wife, parents
of 8 children, living near Long
Branch, Panola County, Texas;
$2,500 for 15 years to refinance
a .mortgage which is overdue
against his small 25acre farm,
purchase a milk cow and a mule,
carry out some land development
work and pay operating éxpenses
on his 1965 truck crop which_ will
| consist of 2% acres of tomatoes
| and cucumbers. The family of ten
| also will raise a large garden and
| some pigs to meet their family
food needs. Improvements made
| with the loan will enable this fam.
ily- to make a 50 percent increase
in their gross income which .last
| year totaled $1.540
Cappleman said

portunity loans have been re-
i ceived

The loans are authorized by the
Economic Opportunity Act of
1964, which ‘includes a rural
credit service involving $35 mil
lion in Federal funds

In addition, three other loans
have been approved in Texas; one
to a 51 year old farmer who lives
in Harrison County near Marshall,
Texas

There are five children in this
family. The total amount of the
loan is $2.500. The funds will be
used-to purchase 12 acres of land,
and ‘move and repair a house to
be located on the 12 acres being
purchased This will provide a
more adequate dwelling for the
family :

The third loan made this week
in Texas, according to Mr. Capple
| man, was one made to a widow
living near Hempstead in Waller
County.

Program Emergency Loans
Explained By FHA Administrators

The Farmers Home Administra-
tion County Supervisor for Wash-
ington and Waller Counties, Tem-

ple Evans, has developed a farm-

ing program on the small acreage
which should result in an in-
creased gross income of approxi-
mately $400 per year.

The fourth loan was made to a
couple living in Bell County who
operate a small farm. The loan
funds will be used to enable them
to add an additional source of
income through the construction
and equipping of a small tractor
and farm implement repair shop.
With this additional source of in-
come, the family will be able to
raise their lével of living from
$1,200 per year to approximately

$2,000 per year after the business

is in operation. This will amount
to a 50 percent increase in their
gross income from all sources.

Pooling Law Would
Benefit Landowner,
Oil Executive Says

Citizens of Lynn County, pro-
ducer of sonmie $1.7 million worth
of oil and gas a year, have " a
special interest in the “pooling”
bill now before the Texas Legis-
lature, James L. Sewell, Dallas,
preslder.\f of Texas Mid-Continent
0il & Gas Association, reported
this week.

“Although Lynn County has
production, the oil men who oper-
ate here, as well as the landown-
ers and governmental officials,
are interested in securing maxi
mum development,” Sewell said.
“A pooling law will encourage a
more efficient and more equitable
approach to development of our
oil and gas resources.”

A measure, supported by all
segments of the Texas petroleum
industry after two years of intra-
industry conferences and study,
was recently introduced as Senate
Bill 2 by Senator Galloway Cal
houn, Jr., of Tyler, and as House
Bill 2 by Rep.

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Practically everyone who has
any interest at all in farming and
farm programs has seen fit to
comment on the farm section- of
Budget Director Kermit Gorden's
article in the January 9 issue of
the “Saturday Review,” perhaps
because that section of the article
is so richly deserving of criticism.

Much of Director Gordon's dis-
course is given to a rather astute
analysis of the difference befween
economy, parsimony, and proflig-
scy, and since his thinking ap-
pears to parallel that of Merriam-
Webster, no one seems to take of-
fense. But in his discussion of
farm programs he is on no such
familiar ground.

In a nutshell, Mr. Gordon finds
fault with current government
farm programs because — since
they largely operate by support-
ing the pricés of virious commod-

‘with, nor. charge to, agricultural

ities—80 percent of government
assistance goes to farmers who
produce 80 percent of the nation’s
food and fiber. Why this fact is
so onerous to Mr. Gordon is ex-
plained by pointing out that only
1,000,000 (27 percent) of . the
3,500,000 #irmers now are produc-
ing 80 percent of our agricultural
products. Enough, he-says, to sup-
ply “all of the nation’s farm
needs, including our large com-
mercial exports.” Gordon bemoans
the fact that 80 percent of govern-
ment assistance goes to 1,000,000
farmers while the remaining 20
percent of assistance is spread
thinly among the remaining 2.
500,000, and that farm programs
are therefore “not welfare pro-
grams.” '

It'is our opinion that they were
not meant to be welfare programs,
but programs to prevent the col-
lapse .of the farm ecomomy and
the subsequent consequences to
the nation in general. Without de‘
bating the advisability of welfare
programs, we would submit to
Mr. Gordon that welfare programs

should in no way be connected

To date, only one thread of con-
tinuity runs through the resolu-
tions passed by these various
groups.
