Fire Demonstration 
In  Loegl Schools

Firaa don’t  Juat happen—they 
are cauaed, Joe Smetana, Safety 
Director of the Texas Farm Bu­
reau, pointed out in a graphic fire 
demonstration held Wednesday at 
Tahoka High School. He went on 
to name the three causes for most 
fireg: “men, women and children.*’

In the 45-minute program Srao 
tans used s variety of demonstra­
tion equipment and materials 
placed on tables 16 feet in length 
to dramatize seven- basic facts 
about fire, it* use, and control. 
(T) what fire is; (2) how to con­
trol fires; (3) the fact that noth­
ing is fire-proof; (4) kitchen fires 
and their control; (&) fuel vapors; 
(6) the power of petroleum piyk 
ducts; Slid (7) household wiring 
and overloaded electrical dm iita

Using a “fire triangle board,” 
Smetana illustrated that fire is 
like a three-legged stool—It can’t 
work with one of the legs missing. 
The “leg*”" fire depends #n“ are 
(1) #nel.M2> heel and (2) He 
stated that in Am cricu heine> 
these three things come together 
in <^adly and destructive combin 
alion every 17 seconds—an aver 
age of 1,500 home Tires every day, 
causing more than 5.000 deaths ir 
home fire* every year.

Creating quite a loud exploaioii 
for 2 single drops of, gasoline, 
SmeUtpa stated that one gallon of 
gasoline contains approximately 
155.000 drops and under ideal con 
diUona, could produce an expio 
sion force equal to the power of 
at least 90 sticks of d>*namite. •
' After demonstrating how fires 
can be caused by overloaded elec 
trical circuits and improper fut 
ing, Smetana pointed out that 
many fire* of this type arc blamed 
on faulty wiring. He suggested 
that “faulty thinking” is involved 
more often than “faulty wiring".

The demonstration, which was 
brought to the Tahoka High 
School under the sponsorship of 
the Ljmn County Farm Bureau, is 
part of a long range fire preven 
tion program now being conducted 
by the Texas Farm Bureau Safe 
ty Department.

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PASTURE MANAGEMENT
The early spring is a very crit­

ical period for pasture grasses. 
This is the period the plants 
emerge for growth. Plants must 
rely upon food stored the prev­
ious year for this initial growth. 
Strong, healthy plants that were 
not overgrazed will be the first 
to emerge.

I t is important that the newly 
emerged plant be allowed time 
for sufficient growth before graz­
ing is begun. Healthy, vigorous 
plants always produce more for­
age becauM of the larger leaf and 
root area. ’This is why it is espec­
ially important tha t' the initial 
growth be protected.

After grazing is begun, no more 
than appio^imately one-half of

the growth should be removed at 
any time. The plant’s vigor will 
not be adversely affected if this 
rule bf thumb is practiced.

In order to control the grazing, 
a system of rotating and deferring 
is .very helpful in obtaining pro­
per use of the pasture. The prin­
cipal of good pasture management 
is that a healthy plant will re­
cover faster from the effects of 
grazing and produce more forage 
throughout the year.
