Demonstration Tour was held
Tuesday morning.

Farms toured during the one
half day tour were as follows:

Carl Williams farm where the
group looked at parallel terraces
and a waterway designed to spread
outside water into the lerrace
system. |

Other stops on parallel terraces
were on Dr. Emil Prohl farm
which is farmed by Marshal Barl
ton, and Larry Hagood farm
Parallel terraces looked at here
were on flat ground as well as)
very steep land.

Cotton variety stops were made
on Bertice Askew, Arlys Askew.
and Howard Moore farms where
the latest varieties of cotton were
being grown dryland.

On the Harold Sanders farm a
cropping system of two rows,
sorghum and two rows Chinese
red peas was looked al. Sanders
has had good results on sorghum
production and soil improvement
from this system.

A stop was made on the Julian
Pirtle farm to observe & diversion
terrace designed to spread oul
side water over a flat area on the
farm and also to look at cover
planted on diverted acres for soil
improvements.

The last stop was on Weed
Control in dryland cotton . and
sorghum on the D. B. McMillan
farm. The weed control was very
impressive to the group and had
proven economically feasible on
the area treated.

The weed control test was car
ried out on the D. B. McMillan
farm prior to the rains. Four acres
were treated with Treflan, and as
a result McMillan had to knife
the field once, plow it with a
cultivator' once, and walked over
hoeing twice for a total time of
2 hours and 15 minutes. In the
untreated plot, he knifed twice,
plowed with cultivator twice, and
spent 22 hours and 40 minutes
time hoeing. The untreated plot
will have to be hoed and plowed
since the rains.

Cap Rowes Tell
- 5
Vacation Trip

Mr. and Mrs. Cap Rowe have
retufned from Arkadelphia, Ark.,
after attending the 82nd camp
meeting at  Davidson Camp
Ground. Following is an account
of this year's experience in
Arkansas:

and had no water in our
cabin. No one panicked—in fact
old and young were wading and
swimming all over the ground.

Cap’s nephew was one of the
boys manning the boats and he
came up and said, “Load in,” so
we did. The boat was pushed to
the porch and then to a pickup
away up the road—they pulled the
boat close and we had not one
wet foot. Of course, the Meth
odists said too many Baptists were
camping.

In 82 years, this was the firs!
time water got so high that peo
ple had to get out. A few people
stayed, including the preachers
who used eur cabin.

The preacher was Rev, Joe Mec
Clain from Mt Ida and the sing
er, Paul Castle. Both were ole
Louisiana boys and were well
atquainted with our own local
boy, Rev. John Sewell of Arcadia,
La.

The water crested and went
down during the night, Monday
morning early people were clean-
ing and drying and all settled
again.

Grows In Shade

College Station — Agricultural
researchers have found a dark-
green turfgrass that actually
grows better in moderate shade
that in the sunlight

It's called “No Mow"” and thrives

in moderate shade, says Dr.
George McBee, turf specialist at
Texas A&M University.
. Most lawn grasses do not grow
well in shady areas such as under
trees or along buildings, he says
In A&M tests, No Mow, a variety
of Bermudagrass, grew better un
der low light levels than ordinary
St. Augustine; Bermuda, Tifway
and Bahiagrass.

Part of the reason it grows bet.
ter under shady conditions, says
McBee, is its short internodes,
An internode is the distance be-
tween nodes or the joints in grass.

Ordinary grasses, with Jlonger
internodes, usually become spind.
ly and weak under shade. But No
Mow grows to just the right
height and density under low
light levels.

No Mow will not grow without
some light, however, cautions Mec-
Bee. It needs about 35 percent of
the sunlight to do its best, he
says. This means it grows well
under trees, since some light fil-
ters through. It also grows well
along shady sides of buildings,
where thé sun may shine for only
a short time each day.

The grass offers possibilities
for shopping centers that may
want. grass along malls or other
indoor areas, says McBee. It could

also be grown in parks or recre I

ational areas where there’'s too
much shade for ordinary grasses.
The grass was developed in
Florida and it supposedly needs
mowing less often than other
grasses. However, in the shade,
says McBee, it has to be mowed
as often as any other grass.
Many nurseries have, or can
get the No Mow grass, he says.
