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Vote Date Set On
Cotton Promotion

Producers of upland-cotton will
vote Dec, 59 to determine wheth-
er a reséarch and promotion or-
der should be issued for upland
cotton,

Officials of USDA’'s Consumer
and Marketing Service said the
referendum will be conducted by
mail baMot through county Agri-
cultural Stabilization and Conser-
vation Service (ASCS) offices in
conjunction with the upland cot-
ton marketing quota referendum,
but in a separate ballot.

Approval by two-thirds of the
producers voting, or by a majority
of producers voting if that ma
jority accounts for two4thirds of
the cotton represented in the
referendum, is necessary for the
order to become effective.

The proposed cotton research
and promotion program would be
administered by a cotton board
composed of members nominated
by cotton producing organizations
and selected by the Secretary of
Agriculture.

The program would be financed
through assessments of $1 per
bale from upland cotton produc-
ers, to be collected by cotton
handlers designated by the Cotton
Board. Collections from any pro-
ducer who did not wish to contrib-
ute would be refunded upon writ-
ten application. Assessment would
start at fhe beginning of the gin-
ning season for the 1967 crop.

Producers are eligible to vote
in the referendum if they were
“engaged in the production” oﬁ
the 1966 upland cotton crop dur
ing calendar year 1966. The term
“engaged in the production” is de-
fined to include planting an up-
land cotton crop even though the
crop is mot harvested if the fail
ure to harvest is not caused by
the neglect of the farmer.

Prepare your gift list early
The earlier you do your shopping
the better chance you have to get
exactly what you want while the
stores are still full of merchan
dise. That way, you can mail ear
lier too.

Be sure to have enough boxes,
tape, string and wrapping paper
on hand

Wrap your packages well. In-
clude sufficient padding. Remem-
ber, that your parcel may be ship-

A seriously injured missionary
couple arrived in Dallas Monday
night after a strenuous three-day
journey from WFast Africa. The
couple, Dale Dennis, a Church of
Christ missionary, and his wife,
Elnora, both from Amarillo, were
hurt in an automoblie accident
near Mebya, Tanzania Friday
night.

The mission doctor, Ronald
Huddleston, performed surgery on
Dennis to remove his spleen and
save his life. Mrs. Dennis was
found to have a brain injury. Dr.
Huddleston "'then made ‘his decis-
ion to bring them back to Texas
to the Parkland Hospital. It was
possible he could have gotten the
facilities he needed in Nairobi or
London, but the couple wouldn
have their folks with them, and
he thought that might be more
important to them. _

They arrived at Dallas Love
Field about 9:00 p.m.—none of
the trip was easy. The group left
East Africa on a bush plane they
managed to hire, later switching
to an East African airline. Ronald
wired ahead to New York to ar-
range special beds in the plane for
the Dallas trip. The Pan-American
flight that brought the Dennises
home came as near to having pro-
per hospital facilities as was hu
manly possible, an airline official
explained.

The big problem was Mr. Den-
nis. It was possible that he had a
pericardial effusion (blood leak-
ing around the heart) and had to
be watched closely. Mrs. Dennis
seemed to be much better upon
arriving in Dallas. When the
group left Africa she didn't know
what was going on, but by the
time they reached Dallas she was
coming to herself.
