New Coal-Fired Electric
Power Plant Being Built

Bluc steel reaches high in
the air at Southwestern
Public Service Company's
lolk Station ncar Earth,
I'exas. The coal-fired plant in
Lamb County is becoming a
rcality--no longer just blue-
prints or a large hole in the
ground surrounded by huge
construction equipment,
piles of blue steel, a few
temporary construction
buildings.

Although still a year and a
halt from scheduled com-
plction, the unit is taking
shape. In the plant itself, not
including the stack nor the
coal handling facilities,
42,360 yards of concrete have
been poured with 2,600 tons
of rebar in the concrete. The
majority of the steel has been
crected, 7,535 tons so far.

I'he boiler construction is
continuing on schedule with
high pressure piping now
being welded.~ The siding is
being put on the boiler and
turbine buildings. All con-
crete has.been poured on the
400 foot high stack with the
baghouse structure about
half complete

be a coaltfired plant and will
usc a baghouse filter system
for ¢mission control which
operates on much the same
principal as a vacuum
cleaner.

Folk will be equipped with a
Dircet Digital Control (DDC)
system. Harrington Ill has a
DDC System and is one of
only five or six DDC systems
in operation.in the United
States today. The DDC

In fact, Student College Aid
is s0 surc that it can find
sources of funds for students
ready to enter college or
students  in undergraduate
college that it makes a mon®€y
back guarantce. They guar-
antee to find at lcast five
sources of financial aid for
which the student is eligible

o .apply. Otherwise their
payment is refunded along
sources of funds
discovered for the student.
Maost students receive 10 to
15 listings mluad at $10,000
to $15,000.

I'he computer print out that

the student receives lists the
names and addresses of the
donors, the "amount and
length of time of the awards,
matching qualifications, etc.
Everything the students
needs to know in order to
apply for the funds.

AUSTIN-- Agriculture
Commissioner  Reagan V
Brown has some good news
for consumers who find a
delicious roast leg of lamb to
be an arresistible treat:

AUSTIN--Fewer  pecans

this year means bad news for
pecan
‘Agriculture

lovers in Texas,
Commissioner
Reagan V. Brown has
reported.

After last vear’s bountiful
pound . harvest,
Texas pecan growers will only
pick around .22 million
pounds-of the crop.

Brown said the hugedropis
due to several factors
including the drought and the
pecan trees' natural
inclination to produce a small
crop after a banner year.

According to Texas Crop
and _divestock Reporting
Service, the decline is even
greater than anticipated in
October when 25 million
pounds were projected for
harvest.
