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IN THE LUBBOCK newspaper, T.J. Harris is 

always writing about someplace he has been, like 
Africa or Europe or some island nobody ever heard 
of, and I always enjoy reading what he says, 
especially if it is someplace I also have visited, so I 
can compare his impressions with mine.
Of course, I get the impression that he gets his 

impressions from rubbing shoulders with impress­
ive people. On my own trips, we didn't iiobnob 
with any heads of state.
Then sometime ago Jim Cornish of the Post 

Dispatch wrote a column about a nostalgic drive 
into South Texas down Texas 36, and I really 
enjoyed reading that one because like most folks 
around here, I've been down that road a time or 
two. __
So now I'm gonna tell you folks about driving to 

Dallas down scenic, romaniic U.S. 380.
If you're going to the north or northwest part of 

Dallas, and don't need to go downtown or through 
Fort Worth, U.S. 380 is the closest way to go, 
providing you leave it for Texas 114 t̂ Bridgeport.
I didn't say that 380 is the best way to go. The 
scenery and roads are better on 1-20, or even on 
U.S. 180, but 380 is the closest.
.The best way to go to Dallas is by plane, if you 
have some way to get to the airport and some way 
to get around once you get to Dallas.
Anyway, you head east on 380 from Tahoka, if 

that's where you live, and you drive straight as 
you can. The first place you come to is Post. After 
going through downtown Post, you stop and check 
the springs on your car and theji head east again. 
Be sure you have a full tank, a ju  ̂ of water and 
some beef jerky, because if anything happens out 
there you won’t be found for four days.
Just when you think there's nothing east of Post, 

you come to Clairemont. We stopped there once 
and went into the old jail off the road just north of 
the highway. Kind of interesting, especially when 
you consider that all forms of life started from a 
celt.
Unless you take a wrong turn, you never get to 

see Jayton, and next you pass a sign that points off 
to the south and says "Peacock 2". We even 
drove off down there once out of curiosity, and. 
discovered that it apparently used to be a much 
larger community than it now is. There's a big tree 
there and a square of what used to be business 
buildings, A few miles further down the road is 
Swenson, and a few hundred yards off the road to 
the north are an old bank building and former 
grocery, another town that ain't what it used to be. 
Then you come to Aspermont, not much there to 
see as you go through, and on to Old Glory, Rule 

' (where the sign says if you stop, you’ ll stay, so I 
try to just barely slow down), and finally to 
Haskell, where you can use the Dairy Queen's rest 
room.
As anyone who has made that trip knows, it’s a 

long way between places out on 380. By the time 
you finally get to Jacksboro through Throckmorton 
and Graham, you feel like you’re maybe going to
make it after all.
Eventually you get to Bridgeport, cut off on 114 

and dodge gravel trucks for awhile and finally roll 
into Big D by way of the edge of Dallas-Fort Worth 
airport.
Dallas, of course, is not such a great place to be, 

but you have to go there to do a lot of things. So 
driving on 380 is a really fun way to get there. 
Sometimes the scenery can keep you enthralled for 
as long as 10 minutes.

The perennial fight for more equitable loan pro­

gram discounts on Texas High Plains cotton qualities 
already is heating up for 1982 as preparations are 
made for moving to a new battleground, say"officials 
of Lubbock-based Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.

For more than two decades PCG has confronted 
USDA with facts and figures to prove that micronaire, 
grade and staple discounts in the government loan 
schedule consistently discriminate against West Texas 
and Oklahoma cottons.

“ And since discounts, especially those applied to 
low micronaire cottons, almost every year have been 
lower than they would have been without our efforts,” 
states PCG Executive Vice President Donald Johnson, 
“ we have been well rewarded. But,” he continues, 
“ we can’t say we’ve ‘won the war’ because discounts 
still reflect values for our cotton well below actual 
market prices and relative demand.”

In the past PCG has argued its case one-on-one with 
USDA against the opposing views of other interest 
groups and other cotton producing areas. The results, 
Johnson says, have always been a compromise that 
afforded some relief to the High Plains but always 
fell short of rendering true justice.

In 1982 the debate will move to a “ study com­
mittee” established by the Agriculture and Food Act 
of 1981. Tilting for their respective special interests 
in committee meetings will be two producer represent­
atives from each o f the four major U. S. cotton pro­
ducing areas and' one representative each from the 
merchant and textile manufacturing sectors. They 
are to be appointed, along with an alternate for each, 
by the Secretary o f Agriculture.

From the "Texas-Oklahoma region, . the Texas 
Association of Cotton Producer Organizations and 
the Texas Farm Bureau have joined PCG in submitting 
to USDA a single slate of four people to serve as 
committee members and alternates.

Lloyd Cline of Lamesa and current PCG President 
Gary Ivey of Ralls have been nominated to represent 
the High Plains as member and alternate, respectively. 
Wiley Felty of Altus, Oklahoma, and A. D. May of 
Rule, in the Rolling Plains, were nominated to 
represent those areas as member and altem^Iie.

“These people have the background, the know­
ledge and the ability to speak for the short staple 
cottons,” Johnson states, “ and while actual appoint­
ments are yet to be made, we will be disappointed 
and a little surprised if the Secretary does not agree 
to our selections.”

PCG, however, expects to work closely with 
whoever the committee members may be, Johnson 
adds, “ supplying all the data we can gather to support 
our case for more equitable treatment.”

Tax Deadline 
Nears
An important deadline oc­

curs this n\onth for property 
owners in Texas.
Kenneth Graeber. ex­

ecutive director o f the State 
Property Tax Board, today 
reminded Texans that local 
property-taxes assessed for 
1981 by cities. counties, 
school districts and special 
districts must be paid by the 
end of January.

"Taxes not paid before Feb.
I are delinquent and penalty 
and interest begin to accrue" 
Graber said.
The state tax administrator 

noted that delinquent 1981 
taxes will incur a 6 percent 
penalty and I percent inter­
est charge on Feb. I.
Combined penalty and in­

terest charges will total 9 
percent in March, 11 percent 
in April. 13 percent in May, 
and 15 percent in June.
Total penalty and interest 

on delinquent taxes reaches 
18 percent in July, 19 percent 
in August, 20 percent in 
September. 21 percent in , 
October. 22 percent in No­
vember, and 23 percent in 
December.
If not paid until January 

1983, delinquent 1981 prop­
erty taxes would be subject 
ut a combined 24 percent 
penalty and interest charge. 
And. Graeber noted, the 
interest would continue to 
increase by I percent per 
nMnth.
In addition, if a taxing 

jurisdiction or appraisal dis­
trict has contracted with a 
delinquent tax attorney, its 
governing body may add an 
additional penalty to any tax 
delinquent on July I .
The additional penalty may 

not exceed;-15 percent o f the 
taxes, penalty and interest 
due.
