Focus

By Harriett Pierce

Combining printed or
textured fabrics is the idea
behind an exciting current:
fashion trend. These
fabrics can be combined in
a single garment, or
several garments of con-
trasting fabrics may be
worn together to create
the effect.

Practice is the best way
to get a feeling for which
fabrics and prints work
well together. There are
no set rules for this techni-
que, but here are several
suggestions.

For Prints

1. Use a common color
when mixing prints. Try to
select the strongest or
most dominant color or
shade.

2. Fabrics using the
same design in different
sizes work well in com-
bination. A wide stripe
and a narrow stripe may
be used together, for ex-
ample.

3. A positive-negative
effect can be created by
using two calico prints
that are identical except
the print and background
colors are reversed.

4. Related or similar
prints often coordinate
well. Just remember that
overwhelming prints or
prints with no predomi-
nant color scheme do not
mix easily.

S. When mixing dif-
ferent patterns--like
stripes with plaids--
remember that each pat-
tern should be about the
same size and color.

6. Consider using a dot
or stripe with small scale
print in the same color.

For Textures

1. A ‘fuzzy’ fabric will
often mix well with a flat-
ter surfaced one.

2. Consider the weight
of each fabric if you are
mixing them in one gar-
ment and make sure that
they are not too different.

3. Arrange the fabrics
with the most delicate on
top and the heavier fabrics
toward the bottom, for a
more pleasing appearance.

4. Be sure to select com-
patable fabrics with the
same care requirements.

Prinits and textures can
be tied together with bind-
ing, bias details, com-
patable lining, piping or
foldover braid. Use ac-
cessories like belts, ties or
scarves to accent color for
a finishing touch.
