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Taxing Units Question 
Vaiue Set On Stocks

Lynn County and the City o f  
Tahoka this week joined the Tahoka 
independent School District in re­
questing that stock o f banks within 
their taxing jurisdiction be put on a 
supplemental tax roll for this year, 
meaning that no taxes would be col- 

''lected on bank stock this year.
It possibly could mean that taxes 

would be collected on the stock 
retroactive to  this year provided the 
courts^ legislature or mutual agree­
ment between banks and taxing en­
tities in the state result in an accep- 
Uble method of determining how 
much bank stock is worth.

All three o f the above taxing en­
tities formally protested to the coun­
ty board o f review the value set by 
the review board on bank stock in 
the county, with members o f each 
goveniag group contending the 
values were set too low after one 
bank protested the value set by the

ONE LAST NOTE about the un­
fair tax situation I wrote about a 
few weeks back: A cousin in 
Dallas wrote to me that she had 
the same kind of thing happen to 
her, only a whole lot worse, 
regarding a small piece of land in 
Arkansas, where they also don’t 
have to notify you about how 
much tax you owe, either current 
or delinquent.

In Arkansas, believe it or not, 
they don’t even have to notify you 
they are selling your property for 
back taxes. She said they sold 
her piece of land at an auction to 
get $2.67 in delinquent taxes.

When she was told it had been 
sold, she went up there and 
bought it back at a much higher 
price than it had been sold for. 
and also had to pay some attorney 
fees. Altogether, It cost her 
$2100 to get her property back.

Also, in my case, the Lubbock 
County tax extractors sent me a 
check the other day for 49 cents, 
which I overpaid, hoping the extra 
amount would louse up their 
bookkeeping forever.

Anyway, the law still needs to 
be changed to require that all tax 
notices on a piece of property In­
dicate any delinquent taxes on 
that property.

Thotmaada at tom at sell are 
lost every year due to ahreddlng and tandemipg of cotton 
fields on the high plains. CUseUng or hoenM does leave 
the cotton stalks standing and aUowa gronnd ridges 
rough enough to keep winds and rain from eroding the 
land.

Harvest
Explodes
High Plains cotton har­

vesting reached peak mo­
mentum before general 
but light showers Tuesday 
and Wednesday halted 
field work.
Most gins expected har­

vest would be completed 
by Dec. I, if weather 
cooperated. Much of the 
unginned crop is field 
stored in ihodules. Gins 
can continue operating 
from modules unless wet 
soils prevent transporta­
tion.
About 102.000 samples 

were classed at USDAs 
Marketing Services at 
Lubbock during the week 
ended Wednesday, Nov. 
23. This brought the sea­
son's total to 250.000 ac­
cording to Mack Bennett. 
Area Director at the 
USDA facility. This com­
pares with 192,000 class­
ed by the same date last 
year.

Predominant grades dur­
ing the week were grade 
42 as 13 percent, grade 52 
amounted to 30 percent, 
grade 43 was 12 percent 
and grade 53 accounted 
for 23 percent. Below 
grades amounted to 13 
percent while 57 percent

was reduced one grade 
because of bark.

Predominant staples 
were staple 30 at 12 
percent, staple 31 amount 
ed to 24 percent, staple 32 
was 23 percent, staple 33 
accounted for 18 percent 
and staple 34 was 12 
percent for an average of 
32.0 thirty-seconds of an 
inch.
Mike 35-49 was 63 per­

cent. 33-34 was 12 per­
cent. 30-32 amounted to 
15 percent 27-29 account­
ed for 8 percent and 26 or 
below was two percent for 
an average of 36. High 
Volume Instrument break­
ing strength averaged 
25.3 grams per tex during 
the week.
This week's U.S. textile 

mill cotton buying con­
tinued at a fairly steady 
rate. Demand was fair to 
good for medium and 
higher grades while selec­
ted lower qualities con­
tinued to seek lower 
priced qualities to reduce 
new material costs. Buy­
ing was largely Memphis 
territory and Texas cot­
ton.

Farmers should not wait 
until next spring to begin 
planning their crop fertili­
zation programs.

By collecting samples 
now and having soils test­
ed. farmers can get a 
jump on next year's pro­
duction.
Testing soils this fall 

offers several advantages: 
—Samples often can be 

collected when fields are 
dry and more accessible. 
In the spring, it's often 
difficult and sometimes 
impossible to collect sam­
ples because soils are wet 
or even flooded.

-By testing this fall, 
farmers avoid the typical 
spring rush in the Soil 
Testing Laboratory. 
—Applying fertilizers in 

the winter minimizes 
spring planting delays be­
cause of tight dealer 
schedules and reduces the 
potential for moisture loss 
just prior to planting. 
Also, fertilizers usually 
cost less in the fall than in 
the spring when demand 
is greater and supplies 
tighter.

Fall testing also elimin­
ates the risk of not getting 
fields sampled. If soils are 
not tested until near 
spring planting time, 
chances are good that 
fields will not be tested at 
all.

SELECTING A HOLIDAY 
HAM-Selecting the ’’per­
fect” ham for your holiday 
dinner can require some 
careful label reading. Vari- 
ations in moisture con­
tent, style, cut and brand 
of ham affect its price and 
the quality of the product 
you put on the table, says 
a Texas AAM University 
Agricultural Extension 
Service foods and nutri- 
trition specialist. But 
these variations are clear­
ly stated on the label so 
consumers can compare 
features and costs. The 
first choice you have to 
make is between a fully 
cooked or a oook-before- 
eating ham. The two types 
of hams are processed for 
different amounts of time, 
but both are pre-cooked 
long enough to make them 
safe to eat. The words 
’’water-added” means 
that more moisture was 
added to the ham than 
was removed during pro­
cessing. But the weight of 
the finished, water-added 
ham cannot exceed the 
weight of the fresh ham 
by more than 10 percent. 
The choice of a bone-in, 
semi-boneless or boneless 
ham affects the number of 
servings. Consumers 
should also remember 
that the weight of canned 
hams will include the 
juices in which the ham 
was packed, the shank or 
butt portion hams may not 
be a good value because 
they are ham ends with 
center cuts removed.

Before taking off on a 
trip in your car, always be 
alert to  trouble in the brak­
ing system.

Strange noises from the 
wheels and unnerving sensa­
tions in the brake pedal o f­
ten are early warning signals.

Most noises, are the re­

sult of wear. If brakes 
squeal when bringing the 
car to  a halt, it could be 
due to  glazing o f the lining 
on brake pads o r shoes. 
Glazed linings d o n ’t grab 
effectively and drum s or 
discs can become damaged 
and scored.
, A metallic grinding sound 
\ie a n s  tha t brake lin in g  
are worn down to  the metal 
backing and the pressure of 
m etal-against-m etal is all 
tha t’s stopping the car. This 
can damage drum s or discs 
beyond repair.

If the pedal m ust be 
pumped before the brakes 
take hold or if the pedal 
sinks to  the floor under 
steady pressure, there p rob­
ably is air in tlie system or 
leakage in one of the hy­
draulic cylinders. The same 
symptoms can occur when 
the brake fluid level is low.

Brakes tha t pull to  one 
side are another hazard.

A thorough brake inspec­
tion can stop problems be­
fore they oqpQr, says the 
Car Care Council, which em ­
phasizes tha t quality brake 
work is the car ow ner’s best 
investment in safety.
