The base station of the 
Emergency Response System 
(E.R.S.), a service that provides 
for 24-hour assistance at the push 
of a button, is being moved this 
week from the Contact Tele­
ministries of Lubbock to The 
Lutheran Home of West Texas, 
announced Susan F arrell, 
Lutheran Social Service of Texas

Out of the 130 clients served in 
a six-county area, two Clients are 
Tahoka residents.

The service is designed for 
elderly or handicapped in­
dividuals who wish to live in­
dependently but are not able to 
care for themselves in case of an 
emergency.

specialist. “ Normal home wash­
ing is not a problem,*' says Alma 
Fonseca, "but several research 
studies indicate that using fabric 
aoftners will reduce the effect­
iveness of flame retardant fin­
ishes.*’ The best performance 
for fire retardance in 100 percent 
cotton sleepwear occurs when 
repeated laundering takes place 
without the use of a fabric 
softener at all. Sleepwear treat­
ed with a dryer fabric softner 
still meets standards for flame 
retardance, although it will not 
perform as well as those without 
fobric softner.

CHILDREN CAN CHOKE ON 
FOOD"Parents who consider 
safety when buying their child­
ren’s toys often forget to use the 
same caution in preparing child­
ren’s food. "Food asphyxiation 
accounts for as many childhood 
deaths annually as posioning but 
has received much less public 
attention," says Dr. Mary Ann 
Heussner, a health education 
specialist. A recent nationwide 
study of children's food related 
choking fatalities found that 
children choked most often on 
hot dogs. Other foods on the list 
were candy, peanuts and other 
nuts, grapes, cookies, meat, 
carrots, apples, popcorn and 
peanut butter, she notes. Foods 
such as peanuts or hard, round 
candies should not be given to 
children younger than four or 
five, she advises. Foods that 
must be chewed should not be 
given to children until they have 
developed a complete set of 
teeth at around age two.

HOLIDAY CREDIT SPEND­
ING — Beautiful merchandise 
and liberal credit arrangements 
can encourage consumers to 
spend — and overspend — for 
Christmas. Many department 
stores now invite their customers 
to charge merchandise without 
having to pay the bills until 
January or February. These “ no 
payment’’ plans can work to your 
advantage if you are already a 
good credit manager, says Texas 
AAM University Agricultural Ex­
tension Service home economist 
Nancy L. Granovsky. If you do 
not have to pay a finance charge, 
extended c r^ it amounts to a free 
loan, she points out. Then during 
the time you postpone payments, 
you can save up the cash to pay 
the bill. “ But if you are already 
overex tended , postpon ing  
payments may only add to your 
money woes,’’ advises Granov­
sky. “ Delayed spending can give 
consumers a false sense of securi­
ty or encourage them to spend 
more than they would have spent 
when paying cash.’’

T exas-grow n  
trees were specially developed for the 
state's soil and clim ate.

“ Because these trees are grow n right 
here in T exas, c lose to  the people w ho  
buy them , they’re truly fresh, and they  
keep looking great right through  
Christmas,” says T exas A grkuhure  
Com m issioner Jim  H ightower. “N ow  
T exans don't have to  buy trees shipped  
in from  O regon, Vermont or som e 
other far-flung state, and w onder how  
long ago they were cut.” There are a 
number o f  farm s where you can take the 
fam ily, choose your tree while it's still 
grow ing and cut it yourself. A  guide to  
these “choose and cut” operations is 
available from  the D epartm ent o f  
Agriculture.

Once you buy your T exas tree, 
follow ing these sim ple directions will 
help keep it look ing its best for the 
holidays.

If you aren't setting the tree up right 
aw ay, keep it outdoors or in a cool 
place, out o f  the wind and sun. M ake a 
straight cut across the bottom  o f  the 
trunk and stand the tree in a container 
o f water.

W hen you bring the tree in to  
decorate it, n u k e  another straight cut 
an inch up~tfiis helps the tree u k e  up 
water. Keep your Christm as tree in a 
stand that holds water and add water 
daily. A  tree may drink between 2 pints 
and a gallon a day, and if you let the 
water drop below the trunk, a new cut 
will have to  be made so  it can still U ke  
up water. A fresh tree with adequate 
water s u y s  flam e-resisunt. For further

safety, place the tree aw ay from  heat 
outlets, avo id  com bustib le dccoratioas,' 
and check your Christm as hghtt. D on ’t 
use lig h u  with frayed or warm cords or  
cracked sock eu . Turn o ff  the ligh u  
when you're aw ay from  hom e and a ^ n  
you g o  to  bed a t night.

T exas growers offer primarily 
Virginia pines and in the southern part 
o f the sU U , Eldarica pines. Christmas 
trees u k e  from  3 to  16 years to  grow  to  
market size, and over 30 m illion are 
sold lu tion w id e.

T he use o f  evergreen as part o f  our 
Christm as began in Germ any 400  years 
a go , based on  the Egyptian and R om an  
traditioiM o f  using evergreeia in 
seasonal celebrations. T he first reu il 
Christm as tree lot opened in IS 3I, and 
the first tree in the W hite H ouse was set 
up by Franklin Pierce.

A fte r  the holidays, your tree can still 
be put to  m any uses. S u n d  the tree in 
your yard and hang fruit slices in  it for 
the birds. C ut-up trees make excellent ̂  
mulch for your garden, and stacked ' 
trees m ake good  erosion barriers.

T his helpful tree inform ation com es 
from  the N ational Christmas Tree 
A ssociation , the T exas Christm as Tree 
G rowers A ssociation  and the T exas 
D epartm ent o f  Agriculture.

GET A TEXAS-GROW N 
CHRISTMAS TREE-Texas- 
grown Christmas trees should be 
available in most areas of the 
state this year, says a forestry 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 
Texas-grown Christmas trees are 
mainly of the Virginia pine varie­
ty. These trees are fresher, more 
fragrant and usually less expen­
sive than those shipped in from 
other states. Texas currently 
boasts some 3,200 acres of 
Christmas trees, with some 1,000 
trees per acre. A number of 
“ choose and cut" operations cjm 
be found in eastern counties in 
which the shopper selects the 
tree, cuts it and takes it home.

Texas oottoo ftfinen  should 
have the abllily to cover modules 
of cotton. cotton will be
left on the turn row for an 
appredsble period, fanners are 
gambling with the. weather if the 
modules are not {Rotected. Light 
showers do little damage, but 
prolonged or heavy rains are 
major problenu. On the High 
Plains, snow is a hazard if it is 
allowed to meh into and around 

■ modules.
.Module covers are not pro- 
hibhiveiy expensive. In fact they 
can be viewed as reasonably 
priced insurance for quali^

preservation. The initial capital 
outlay looks large, but when 
■ownership coats are calculated 
per pound of cotton protected, 
the figures are reasonaUe.
The current price for suitable 

tarpaulin coven ranges from 
about S80 for vented weave 
polypropylene tarps to $102 for 
cotton tarpaulins. Metal pins are 
about $1 each, and the ^-dow n 
straps sell for 95 cents. Manu­
facturers recmnmend 20 pins 
and straps per module, but some 
West Texans think that as many 
as 36 pins and straps may be 
needed for each module when a 
high wind is contemplated.

Considering the mote expensive 
cotton tarp, and using 36 pins 
and straps, the total investment 
to cover a module is about $172. 
The investment would be $31 
less if only 20 pins and straps 
were used. The task can prob­
ably be accomplished in less

The life of a cover depends 

upon several fectors. The major 
one is the care exercised in using 
and storing H. If modules are 
property constructed to shed 
moisture, if the cover is not 
accidentally tom, and if it is 
properly cleaned, folded and 
stored; four or five uses per 
cover is a very reasonable ex­
pectation. Costs of % to one cent 
per pound of cotton stored 
should be expected with reason­
able care of the tarpaulin covers. 
The primary protection of 

module covets is from deterior­
ation due to moisture. Thd 
amount of deterioration that a 
wet module would incur is 
impossible to predict. It depends 
upon how much moisture is 
absorbed into the module, tem­
peratures, and the length of the 
storage period after it is wet. If 
the cotton is thoroughly soaked, 
temperatures ate relatively high 
and the storage is reasonably 
long, and quidity deterioration 
can be disastrous. On the South 
Plains, an experimental module 
was soaked during wet weather 
and left in the field for nearly a 
month. The grades dropped 
from SLM to Below Gradel In 
addition, turnout was very low, 
staple was shortened and the 
seed had ruined.
Ordinarily, damage of this 

severity is not expected, but it 
can occur. Assuming deterior­
ation from SLMLS (42) to LMS 
(53), (one inch cotton) the loss 
would amount to 9 cents per 
pound based on th 1982 loan 
rates. With this conservative 
estimate of loss and using a cost 
of $.01 per pound for costs of 
covers, one year of loss out of 
nine would justify covering mod­
ules. Wet weatliCT during cotton 
storage, only 11 percent of thw 
time, is all that is required to 
breakeven on owning tarpaulin 
covers.

In addition, 
foe site for module Storage 
should be careftilly selected a ^  
prepared to drain away from the 
module. Wetting can occur from 
the bottom regwdless of the care 
exercised to protect foe top.
A final reminder is that e a d i ' 

module represents a $1900-2500 
paycheck whidi is exposed to all 
foe elements. It is quite tkky  to 
bet on Texas weather at any time 
and poor business to gamble foe 
fruits of a year’s labor.

Texas employees o f the 
Fanners Home Administration 
(FmHA) have completed all in­
tensive training sesdon and are 
ready to implement the new farm 
credit initiatives announced 
recently by President Reagan.

FmHA State Director J. Lynn 
Futch said members of the state 
farmer programs staff and 
employees from all district and 
county offices participated in the 
training.

Under the new plan, FmHA 
can set aside up to 23 percent, to 
a maximum of $200,000 of a 
farmer’s FmHA debt for five 
years without interest. For non 
FmHA borrowers, the agency 
can guarantee up to 90 percent of 
a loan if the lender is willing to 
write off a minimum of 10 per­
cent of the debt.

In both cases the actions must 
improve the borrower’s cash flow 
position so he or she can make
payments on the remaining debt

FOOD PACKAGING COSTS 
CONSUMERS — After labor 
costs and farm costs, the third 
largest portion of our food dollar 
— eight percent — goes to 
packaging, says a Texas A&M 
University A^cultural Exten­
sion Service food and nutrition 
specialist. That includes not only 
the package on the shelf, but the 
shipping carton, other distribu- 
tion materials and the packaging 
equipment, explains Mary K. 
Sweeten. While the cost of 
packaging as part of our food 
dollar is small, some foods cost 
more to package than others, 
says Sweeten. According to the 
USDA, food packaging and con­
tainer costs average nearly one- 
third of the cost of ingredients. 
But in about a fourth of the 
foods and beverages sold, 
packaging costs are greater than 
the cost of the ingredients, 
reports the specialist.

INSTALLiNO. MAINTAIN­
ING A SEPTIC SYSTEM-The 
first step to a satisfactory work­
ing septic system is to study the 
soil and sdect the best site. Soil 
conditions will determine the suc­
cess or failure of a system, notes 
a soils specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension  ̂Service. 
Site limitations must also be con­
sidered, such as the depth to 
seasonal or perched wgpr tables, 
excessive surface or ftfosurface 
water flows, areas of cuts and 
fills, and the site’s position on a 
slope. When buying property, 
wastewater disposal should 
one of the first things considered. 
When installing the unit, dig tren­
ches when the soil is (fry. place 
them on the contour of the site, 
and score trench walls. Levd the 
distribution box, keep heavy 
equipment off the absorption 
area, and divert surface or 
drainage water away from the 
system.

AG LABOR AND WORKER’S 
COMP •— Effective Jan. 1, cer­
tain agricultural labor will no 
longer be exempt from worker’s 
compensation laws in Texas. 
Worker’s compensation ad­
dresses on-the-job injuries, and 
the corresponding insurance pro­
vides benefits to those injured or 
disabled while performing work- 
related functions, notes an 
economist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
Texas AAM University System. 
Recent Texas legislation brings 
agricultural labor under worker’s 
compensation while providing ex­
emptions ^for some employers 
under specific circumstances, 
mainly related to the payroll size 
of farming and ranching opera­
tions.

Some of the moat spectacu­

lar eights in the world can be 
seen in an ancient country 
that combines fairy-tale 
beauty and a rich heritage. 
That country ia Romania, 
which has be<»me one of the 
favorite vacation spots in 
Europe.

UsuaUy the first stop in 
this country of legend is 
Bucharest, a city o f gardens. 
More than 2fi million flowers 
are planted each year as weU 
as thousands' o f trees and 
shrubs. Romania’s  500 year 
(dd capital liea in a wooded 
plain just 37 m iles fkoin the 
Danube and 80 m iles from the 
Carpathian peaks. At one 
tim e the Romanian capital 
was known as the Paris the 
east. Along with its broad, 
cafe-lined boulevards, it even  
has an Arch of Triumph, a 
copy of the one in Paris.

Within an hour’s drive from 
Bucharest are a string of 
suituner and winter resorts in 
the Carpathian Mountairu, 
which run the length of the 
country.
