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Cotton Harvest
Is Resumed

Harvesting resumed when dry-
ing conditions improved on the
Texas High Plains. During the
past 10 days, mornings were
foggy but afternoons were sun-
shiny, according to Mack Ben-
nett, area Director for USDA’s
Marketing Services Office at
Lubbock.

Mostly calm winds gave air and
ground rigs opportunities to
spray harvest-aid chemicals.
However, most growers are ex-
pected to wait for a killing
freeze, Bennett continued.

Several gins operated 12 hour
days when moduled seed cotton
moved after fields dried.

USDA’s Lubbock facility
classed 5800 samples during the
week ended Thursday, Oct. 31.
This brought the season’s total to
7500 and compares with 19,000
classed by the same date last year.

The week’'s predominant
grades were grade 52 at 46 per-
cent followed by grade 42 with 38
percent. About 25 percent was
reduced one grade because of
bark.

Predominant staples were
staple 31 at 30 percent, staple 32
was 29 percent and staple 33 ac-
counted for 22 percent. The
average was 32.0 thirty-seconds
of an inch.

Micronaire 35-49 amounted to
81 percent, 33-34 was 10 percent
and 30-32 accounted for 6 per
cent. The average was 37.

habitat. Overgrazing reduces the
height and thickness of the
vegetation and makes it less
valuable to pheasants.

Don't disk or plow wheat and
grain sorghum stubble especially
where it is near a playa lake or
pasture. These acres can be an
important source of winter feed
for pheasants.

Don’t hunt out of season. This
will reduce the brood stock and
slow down the rgproduction pro-
cess. Another factor to consider
is that under the new Texas law
trespassing with a gun can be
quite expensive.

I'he Lynn County SWCD and
SCS encourages all farmers and
ranchers to leave good habitat for
pheasants, quail, and migrating
birds.

I'he most dangerous time as lfar
as the grazing of these plants is
concerned is following frost when
the plant material begins to wilt
Livestock should not be allowed
access to the wilted material until

it has dried completely. This
usually takes three or four days
of good sunlight. New plant

growth usually becomes nontoxic
and can be grazed within 10 days
to two weeks following a rain

As far as prussic acid poison
ing is concerned, the poison acts

rapidly and can kill animals
within minutes. In most acute
cases, animals become affected

within 10-15 minutes after eating
toxic material and can die in two
to three minutes. Symptoms may
include a brief period of stimula
tion followed by depression and
paralysis. Signs of colic may be
present. Stupor (loss of sensibili-
ty), difficult breathing and fre-
quent convulsions may result.
Death is caused by suffocation
since oxygen remains in the blood
and is not exchanged to the
tissues.

This may require
a week or more of good sunlight.

2. Feed animals hay or a sup
plement before turning them in
on plants that may contain
prussic acid. Animals that are not
hungry will not be affected as
seriously by toxic material since
their intake will be limited.

3. Remove all animals from the
pasture if one in the herd shows
any signs of poisoning.

4. Call a veterinarian im
mediately if an animal appears to
be poisoned. An antidote to treat
affected animals is highly effi
cient if given early. This product
is available from veterinarians.

5. Have suspect plant material
checked by the Texas Veterinary
Medical Diagnostic Laboratories
at College Station or Amarillo
