4-H SmaO Animal Prqlect Nat­
ural For Kids.

Kids feel a natural affection for 
animals-for all kinds of animals; 
cats, rabbits, hamsters, birds. 
You name it and they like it. 
That’s why a 4-H small animal 
project is such a natural.
But there’s another reason. 

Today, kids in towns and cities 
need more direct contact with 
nature and living, things. In 
surburban homes or city apart­
ments, a small pet can com­
pensate a little for the increasing 
mechanization of life. Small 
animal projects can and will do 
for city kids what larger animal 
projects do for farm kids.
Small animal projects include 

pets such as cats, guinea pigs, 
hamsters, mice, gerbils, cage 
birds, pigeons, doves and trop­
ical fish. Dogs and rabbits are 
generally in separate project 
areas of their own and are not 
included in the small category.
In the 4-H small animal project, 

youth learn things like b ree^  of 
animals, care and feeding, pur­
chasing animals and careers. 
4-H’ers lea^i about their project 
through project meetings, 
demonstrations, shows, tours 
and record books, all under the 
guidance of an adult volunteer 
leader.
In addition to volunteer lead­

ers, other resource people such 
as animal breeders, veterin­
arians. pet shop owners and 
animal control officers give their. 
iime l a  talk to local 4-U “
groups.

Also, literature on many small 
animal projects is available from 
libraries, veterinarians, pet pro­
duct companies and the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service.
If you’re a youngster who likes 

animals or an adult who can 
spare some time to teach kids 
about animals, there is a place 
for you in 4-H. Maybe )rou’ve 
never even owned a canary or a 
guinea pig. It’s really no prob­
lem. With community and Ex­
tension resources, you’ll soon 
fmd that small animal projects 
are a natural.

The D epartm en t o f 
Agriculture’s Fanners Home Ad­
ministration in Texas has made 
twice the number of guaranteed 
operating loans this year as it did 
at this time last year, according to 
FmHA, Texas State Director, J. 
Lynn Futch.

As of June 4, FmHA had 
guaranteed 11,024 operating 
loans totaling $1 billion during 
fiscal 1986. At the same time in 
fiscal 1983, FmHA had made 
3,931 guaranteed loans for $23 
million.

FmHA agrees to reimburse the 
lender up to 90 percent of any 
loss which may occur.
