Tuesday Session
On FmHA Loans,
Bankruptcy Set

“Operation Bootstrap,”’ an
association of attorneys and farm
loan counselors, will be in
Tahoka at the district courtroom,
Lynn County courthouse, at 6:30
p.m. Tuesday with information
on FmHA loans, both direct and
guaranteed, as well as the new
Chapter 12 Reorganization in
Bankruptcy.

Bruce Magness, director of the
project,-said that the group will
bring books and video tapes
designed to aid the farmer in ob-
taining a loan in this year of
meager FmHA direct loan funds.

Magness said the direct loan
funds for the State of Texas have
dropped frm $332 million in 1985
to $206 million in 1986, with only
$90 million in original funding
planned for 1987.

The guaranteed .loan fund
authority is increasing about as
fast as the direct loan authority is
dropping, he added.

Lynn County commissioners
Monday approved annual pay-
ments to several projects, in-
cluding five paid by revenue
sharing and noted that these
payments may be the last ones
to be made with revenue sharing
money. o
The gayments were made this®
year from money left over from
federal revenue sharing, a pro-
gram which for several years has
helped city and county govern-
ments pay for capital items.
From the beginning of the
program cities and counites
were cautioned not to count on
the funds for regular budget
items, and the program ap-
parently had ended, meaning
there probably will be no re-
venue sharing funds from now
on.

On Monday the commissioners
approved annual payments to all
. fire departments in the county,
$4500 to Tahoka, $1,875 to
O’Donnell, $1,125 each to Wilson
and New Home. Also okayed
were payments to Grassland
Community Center ($750), Sen-
ior Citizens transportation
($1500), the Soil and Water
Conservation District ($1500)
and the O’Donnell Ambulance
fund ($1875).

All of the above were paid from
revenue sharing funds, which
means, commissioners noted,
that next year there will be no
money from the county for these
operations unless other sources
of money are found.

Revenue sharing money also is
used to support the ambulance
opesations . in._Tahoka at Lynn
County Hospital and to pay the
City of Tahoka for use of the
sanitary landfill facilities and
equipment.

Payments were also approved
to the 7th Judicial District
($338.50), Lubbock Youth Cen-
ter (a facility used for juveniles
from Lynn County; $1201.50)
.and the county tax appraisal
district ($7,180.88). These items
all were budgeted, not paid from
revenue sharing.

With all commissioners and
Judge J.F. Brandon present, a

bid of Continental Electric Co. of
Lubbock, totaling $19,600 for a
jail lighting project was ap-
proved. This project, said Judge
Brandon, is necessary to bring
the jail up to the Texas Jail
Standards in the area of lighting.
Nine members of a salary
grievance committee were
named and members of the
county historical committee
were appointed. Historical com-
mittee members are Johnny
Wells, Thalia Burks, K.R. Dur-
ham, Winston Wharton, Elvin

Ray Moore, Mrs. Joe D. Unfred,
Vickie Summitt, Graham Hen-
sley, Dalton Wood and Dean
Bartley.

A schedule of holidays for
county workers in 1987 was
approved, and the group agreed
to seek bids for the county
depository, with the bids to be
opened at the Feb. 9 meeting.
Sheriff Clifford Laws presented
a monthly report showing 56
inmates in the county jail duirng
December, with an average of
4.4 inmates per day.

Pittman Named New
Tahoka City Manager

Barry Pittman, 32-year-old
former ranch manager who has
lived in the Tahoka area since
1980, was named city manager
for the City of Tahoka last Fri-
day.

One of 20 applicants for the
job, Pittman is a 1979 graduate
of Texas Christian University
Ranch Management program and
a graduate of Springlake-Earth
High School in 1973.

He and his wife, Retha, have
been married for 11 years and
they have two children. The Pitt-
mans are members of First Bap-
tist Church of Tahoka and
formerly taught the high school
Training Union class.

Pittman was ranch manager of
T-Bar Ranch from December
1980 to February 1986. Prior to
that he was with Neb-Tex Cattle
and P&M Farms in Muleshoe,
and also has worked for Vann-
Roach Cattle Co. in Fort Worth
and for Springlake Cattle Co.
and for the Lindamood Ranch in
Crowley, Tex.

“We (the mayor and coun-
cilmen) feel the city is fortunate
to get a person of Barry's caliber
in this job and we believe he has a
positive future in the position.
We also want to say that we had
three other really high-quality
local applicants, making the final
decision difficult,”’ said Mayor
Solomon.

Pittman was hired at a salary

of $24,000 per year to succeed
Carl Reynolds, who resigned in
mid-December after being city
manager for several years.

Tahoka City Council voted to
hire Pittman at a called meeting
Friday morning, after having met
for two nights during the week to
consider applications for the
position.

Pittman began his duties Mon-
day. The Pittmans plan to move
to Tahoka since the city charter
requires that the manager live in-
side of the city limits.

City Judge Melvin Burks has
been acting city manager.

Burglars Strike Again In

Burglaries near New Home, in
O’Donnell and in Tahoka were
investigated by officers during
the past week, and Crime Line,
998-5145, is offering $500 re-
wards in each of four burglaries.

Biggest loss was suffered by
the Marlo Rudd family, whose
residence 2.5 miles north of New
Home on FM 1730 was burglar-
ized in daylight hours, between
8:30 a.m. and 11:30 a.m. last
Friday. The burglars took many
items, including guns, jewelry,
microwave, Pansonic VHS VCR,
clothing and other articles total-
ing an estimated $5748 in value.
Another resident in the same
general area had reported a car
and occupants whose actions
aroused suspicion.

Sheriff Clifford Laws urged
residents of rural areas to keep a
close watch for vehicles which
apparently don’t belong in those
areas. '‘If residents will call
when they spot a vehicle they
don’'t recognize, we'll check it
out,”” he said. “‘If it's okay,
there's no harm done, but this
kind of information could lead us
to catching a burglar or perhaps
preventing one.”’

The Catholic church rectory in
O’Donnell has been burglarized
several times in the last two
months, with the latest occur-
ring Jan. 4. Among items stolen
were a cordless phone, cash on
two occasions, 300 feet of copper
wire and a 5-inch television set.

Bullock Sees Decline
In State Tax Receipts

AUSTIN--State Comptroller
Bob Bullock last Friday forecast
Texas will have an estimated
$35.1 billion to finance the state’s
1988-89 budget, down slightly
from the past two years.

‘““Whether this means there will
be a deficit--or what size it might
be--rests squarely with the
Legislature because they set the
level of spending,’’ Bullock said,
“‘but even if they hold the line as
suggested by the LBB, we're
looking at a $5.8 billion
shortfall.”

‘““Neither state finances nor the
Texas economy are as vibrant as
they have been in the past and the
state’s economy will expand
modestly in the next two years,’’

Bullock’s esfimate also cau-
tioned that there will be less
money available for general spen-
ding because of the state’s heavy
reliance on dedicated funds and
the $1 billion deficit being carried
over from the current budget.

‘““The final story will be deter-
mined by how the Legislature
mixes and matches income with
costs,”” he said.

The bulk of the money to
operate government will come
from tax collections, which are
expected to total about $20
billion.

Tax receipts are expected to be
about three percent less than cur-
rently being collected and the
drop is the first biennial decline
in some 30 years.

Sales tax collections, which ac-
count for more than half of all
collections, will increase by only
2.5 percent above the current
level because of modest economic
growth and the 1987 temporary
tax rates expire on Aug. 31, 1987.

Oil taxes are expected to fall
nearly 20 percent over current
levels because of low prices and
declining production. The

revenue estimate is based on an
average price of $15 a barrel of
oil.

The revenue estimate also
noted that Texas’' tax system is
out of step with the state’s
economic system.

‘““The state’s tax system leans
too heavily on oil and gas, barely
touching the service-producing
industries that will be growing in
1988 and 1989,” the estimate
noted.

Income from oil and natural
gas taxes amounted to 12,7 per-
cent of collections in the 1986-87
budget, but will only account for
a total of 10.3 percent in the next
two years.

Key economic assumptions in
forecasting revenue to Texas
government show the state’s
population is likely to grow only
2.3 percent in the next two years,
compared to 3.1 percent in
1986-87 and more than 4.4. per-
cent in the 1984-85 period.

suggests ways to
winter-proof your home

COLLEGE STATION — With Jack
Frost nipping at your nose, the Center
for Energy and Mineral Resources at
Texas A&M University says it’s not too
late to complete a winter checklist for
keeping the house warm and saving on
utility bills.

The list suggests checking windows,
doors and other obvious places where
air leaks begin, but also obscure places
such as wall outlets, switch plates and
attic doors that let cold air in.

To save money, lower thermostat set-
tings to at least 68 degrees during the
day and even lower at night before
going to bed for substantially lower
heating bills. Homeowners are also ad-
vised to check their heating equipment
for efficiency and safety or arrange for a
maintenance check by a heating and
cooling contractor or repair service.

Homeowners with a fireplace should
make sure to clean excess creosote out of
the chimney and lower the thermostat
to 50-55 degrees when the fireplace is in
use. Heated air from the rest of the
house will be lost, but the furnace won't
use nearly as much fuel.

In addition, the center suggests
changing heating filters at least once a
month for efficiency and to provide
proper attic ventilation to keep insula-
tion dry. Blocking or closing off turbine
ventilators with plastic bags or other
devices is not a good practice since it
hinders attic ventilation and moisture
control.

The annual Agricultural Chem-
cials breakfast meeting will be
held on Friday Jan. 16, be-
ginning at 7 a.m. in the Paris
Cafeteria, Tahoka.

Dr. Jagmes Supak, area cotton
specialist, will discuss herbicide
usage and weed control in row
crop production. He will review
the current chemicals that are
available as well as discuss any
new ones that are being de-
veloped. Also, the subject of
cotton seed quality will be
reviewed in light of the current
poor quality seed that was
produced by the crop of 86. Dr.
Michael Hickey, area soil chem-
ist, will be present to discuss soil
testing and crop fertility. This is
most critical since soil fertility is
the major factor that the de-
clining yields in cotton pro-
duction is attributed to.

Cotton Today

Bright Cotton Outlook Seen:
Speaking at the National Cotton
Council’s Beltwide Cotton Con-
ference in Dallas Jan. 8, Mem-
phis merchant William Dunavant
Jr., predicted the U.S. cotton
carryover at the end of the
1987-88 season would be down to
3.4. million bales.

““This is as low as it can fall
without jeopardizing supply and
quality distribution for our
domestic and foreign
customers,’’ he said.

Dunavant estimated next ses-
sion’s domestic consumption
would reach 6.8 million bales and
exports about 6 million for an
offtake of 12.8 million. He
forecast U.S. production would
escalate from about 9.6 million
bales in 1986 to 11.3 million next
season because some Far West
cotton wijll not be in the farm
program and average yields will
be up across the Cotton Belt.
World production was projected
at 73.8 million bales next season
compared with this year’s 68.7
million and consumption at 77.7
million versus this year’s 77.3
million. The resulting world car-
ryover would be 33.4 million
bales, without adjusting for
China’s true carryover. Although
China supposedly had an
18-million-bale carryover in
August, 1986, Dunavant said he
believes its spinnable cotton will
only be in the range of 7.5-8
million bales. If so, this would
make the world carryover of
spinnable cotton actually 26.9
million bales instead of the 37.4
million now relfected in world
cotton statistics, the merchant
said.

Awards Presented: Scientists
and educators making outstan-
ding contributions to cotton were
recognized with special awards
presented at recent Beltwide Cot-
ton Conferences in Dallas.

The Mobay Cotton Research
Recognition Award was
presented to Dr. Lambert H.
Wilkes, Texas A&M agricultural
engineering professor, for his
module design that allows more
efficient handling and storage of
cotton in the field. The award,
made through the Cotton Foun-
dation, meant a $15,000 check
for Lambert and $10,000 to the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station at College Station.

The Hoechst-Roussel Cotton
Extension Education Award went
to a four-man Georgia Extension
team whose combined efforts
resulted in a dramatic increase in
the state’s cotton acreage and
production over the past decade.
Team members are agronomist
Allen Fulford, entomologist Bill
Lambert, plant pathologist
Johnny Crawford, and

agricultural engineer Gene
Siegler. Team members will share
a $10,000 award, and $5000 will
be presented to the Georgia
Cooperative Extension Service in
Tifton as support money for the
group’s activities.

A $500 Cotton Genetics
Award, sponsored by commercial
cotton breeders, was won by Ray-
mond Shepherd of USDA’s Crop
Science Research lab in
Starkville, Miss., for his work in
developing cotton with root-knot
resistance.

ATMI President To Address
Cotton Council: Dewey L.
Trogdon, president of the
American Textile Manufacturers
Institute, and Larry D. Brady,
chairman of the National
Agricultural Chemicals Associa-
tion, will be among speakers at
the National Cotton Council’s
annual meeting Jan. 25-27 in San
Diego.

Trogdon, who is also president
and chief executive officer of
Cone Mills Corp., Greensboro,
N.C., is scheduled to address the

day morning, Jan. 27. He will
share the platform with
Agriculture Secretary Richard
Lyng.

Brady, vice president of FMC
Corporation’s Agricultural
Chemicals Group, Philadelphia,
will speak at the general session
Monday afternoon, Jan. 26.

for energy assistance

AUSTIN—Some low-income Texans
may be eligible for help in paying heat-
ing bills this winter through the Home
Energy Assistance Program, according
to Texas Department of Human Services
Commissioner Marlin Johnston.

Johnston said the one-time payment is
available to many low-income house-
holds. Applications for energy assistance
were mailed to households that received

.food stamps, Aid to Families with
Dependent Children, or Supplemental
Security Income in December. Other
low-income individuals may request an
application from local DHS offices dur-
ing the enrollment period of Jan. 15
through Feb. 18.

Eligibility is limited by gross income
and resources. This year, because of
budget cuts and participation rates, the
benefits for the winter program may be
lower than last year's. Aid is available
for a one-person household having less
than $555.49 gross income per month.

The gross income limits are $745.49 for
households of two persons, $935.49 for
three, $1,125.49 for four, $1,315.49 for
five, and $1,505.49 for six.

Households are eligible if the cost for
heating is included in the rent payment
or if the household pays a portion of its
home energy costs.

Energy assistance checks are sent
directly to the people who are eligible for
assistance. However, the checks are
made payable to the energy company.

Persons receiving one of these energy
assistance checks should mail it or take
it in person to the energy company bus-
iness office with their regular energy bill.
The check can be cashed only by the
energy company. If the HEAP check is
more than the energy bill, the additional
amount will be credited to the person’s
account for the next month’s bill. If the
energy bill is higher than the check, the
person is responsible for paying the
difference.

Conservation Service."’

We can appreciate Wayne's
concerns, especially since he is
not accustomed to using the
many services available through
the Soil Conservation Service.
As a matter of history the Lynn
County Soil and Water Con-
servation District was approved
in 1941. That same year we
signed an agreement with USDA
in Washington permitting them
to send SCS people to work with
the district and local landowners
in Lynn County. They have been
doing that now for 46 years.
Through the years SCS person-
nel have written and adminis-
tered nearly 400 Great Plains
contracts with land owners and
operators in Lynn County. SCS
has an excellent track record in
this area. Each year SCS per-
sonnel work with hundreds of
landowners and operators on a
variety of projects.

Wayne mentioned the Conser-
vation Compliance part of the
1985 Farm Bill. This aspect of
the bill is scheduled to start Jan.
1, 1990. The law will require the
carrying out of an approved
conservation program on the
land. That is all that is required
under the Great Plains contract
and the LTA. So if you are
among the 400 who have carried
out a GP contract or an LTA in
the past, be assured that you
won't have any trouble working
with SCS under the new pro-
gram. SCS responsibility will be

From Sept. 1, 1985 through
Aug. 30, 1986, Texas residents
and visitors traveled more miles
by automobile than ever before.
