Tahoka Man Joins Team 
Helping Philippine Farmers

project.)

My trip to the Philippines was paid for by 

USAID through a contract with ACDl. 
These funds are provided by our government 
using one-half of one percent of the food for 
peace appropriations. Congress has funded 
some projects, trying to help third world 
countries become self-sufficient in necessary 
foods. 1 think the reasoning behind this is 
that our country shouldn’t continue to 
donate food to these countries forever* but 
should help them with their own agriculture.

My service in the Philippine Islands was 
for six weeks. We had a four-man team from 
the U.S. The program is designed as a 
farmer-to-farmer program, but not all pro­
jects lend themselves to a pure farmer-to- 
farmer approach. In our case, 1 was the only 
farmer. My title was “ Farmer Organization 
Specialist.” The three other team members 
were not farmers. They were Darrel Baker, a 
farm credit specialist from Georgia; A1 
Boulay, a feed mill engineer from Florida; 
and Jack Proctor, computer specialist from

the farm credit system in Kansas.
Our job was to set up a marketing, mill­

ing, and storage co-op somewhat like what 
we have here on the Plains with our cotton 
co-ops. We were able to be pretty succeuful 
in our efforts. We left them with a new 
organization with a board of directors, a 
management team, a small rice mill in opera­
tion, a Financial package to enable them to 
purchase the raw rice from the farmer, and a 
computer bookkeeping system to keep up 
with their individual farmers.

It remains to be seen if we had any lasting 
effect, but 1 am fairly confident that we got 
them off to a good start. Their most serious 
need will be the working capital required to 
expand their operations. We are hopeful that 
the Dutch government is going to infuse 
some risk capital into the operation.

We arriv^ in Manila July 13. After 
recovering from jet lag, we spent a couple of 
days .in orientation, as well as calling on 
USAID and various officials in the Philip­
pines Dept, of Agriculture. Manila, a city of 
an estimated 12 million, is a large, fairly 
modern city, but- lacking many of the ser­
vices we take for granted in the U.S. Public 
transportation is provided by the famous 
jeepney. There are thousands of them. One 
can rkk anjrwbcrc for a peso, or 3 cents U.S. 
One of the great problems the Philippines 
government has is the squatters who have

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built shacks right on the curbside, in many 
cases in front of very nice modern buildings. 
The newspapers were jvriting about the 
problem almost every day but it didn't seem 
that anyone could do anj^hing about It. The 
people in Manila seem to be pleased with the 
new administration of Cory Aquino but also 
speak of her as being naive and almost 
powerless in the face of such massive prob­
lems. Almost every day the newspapers 
broke another story about the corruption 
throughout the entire government structure.

Smog, Pollution Problems
We in the U.S. often fuss about the en­

vironmentalists and the rules and regulations 
we have to live with, but after seeing the 
pollution in Manila I now realize that 
without them we would be like so much of 
the third world. The smog in Manila was just 
terrible. At times one cojuldn’t see two 
blocks. The river and streets are a giant 
sewer. We think our taxes are high, and they 
are, but when you see the results of only 28 
percent of the population paying taxes, 
maybe they aren’t too bad after all. The 
government simply doesn’t have the 
resources to spend on public projects such as 
sewers and garbage disposal and 1 can assure 
you that the alternative isn’t what we want in 
our country.

After spending four days in Manila, we 
flew to the Island of Negros, about a one 
and a half hour jet flight south of Manila. 
Our headquarters was the Sugarland hotel in 
Bacolod City, Negros Occidental. The city is 
located in the heart of the Philippine rice 
bowl but still they must import rice from 
time to time. The rice farms average about 3 
acres, very small and very poor. One of the 
purposes of our effort was to enable the 
small farmer to escape the almost feudal 
system of Financing their crop. The private 
rice traders Finance the production of the 
rice for a small interest charge of 20 percent 
per month. 1 think this borders on the 
criminal but it is the system that has prevail­
ed for years. The Philippine government is 
trying to help by establishing rural 
cooperative banks along the line of our Pro­
duction Credit Associations but the banks 
are also starved for capital.

Not Enough Money
Because of the high cost of production 

money, the small farmer isn’t able to apply 
the technology that is available to him 
through their extension service. The average 
production of rice is 100 bags of paley “ raw 
rice” per hectare. We saw model farms 
where proper fertilizer, insecticide, etc. was 
being used with yields approaching 400 bags 
per hectare. The farmers I visited with were 
well aware of the green revolution, but were 
not being allowed to participate because of 
the lack of capital.
"■ I spent‘m o st'o f my time visiting small 
rural villages and individual farmers explain­
ing about the beneFits and structure of a co­
op marketing system. We were able to show 
an individual farmer that by storing and

milling his rice he could at least double the 
value of his rice. You understand that the 
private traders are financing the crop, then 
buying the production at his own price. We 
saw evidence of at least 100 percent markup 
in the rice after it left the farm gate.

1 also found that because of some of these 
abuses, that the NPA “ New Peoples Army” 
was active in these villages. We were warned 
not to be in the rural areas at night because 
of the danger from rebel activity. We were 
very aware of the rebel army operating in the 
area we were working. One night while we 
were there they took over the local radio sta­
tions and broadcast their propaganda for 
about one hour before retreating back into 
the mountains. Also they executed an 
Australian farmer near Bacolad while we 
were there. We met the ■ lawyer from 
Australia who was in the Philippines trying 
to settle his estate. He was a very interesting 
fellow and 1 enjoyed visiting with him.

Food Is Different
Enough of my opinions, 1 would like to 

share some of my experiences with the 
culture, etc. I guess the biggest adjustment 
for me was the food. Most of it was pretty 
good but very strange. These foods ranged 
from strange fruits and vegetables to huge 
prawns, some of them almost a foot long. 1 
at First would order three of these tiger 
prawns but soon discovered that two was 
about all I could eat. We had lots of chicken, 
very good BBQ on a stick and available from 
small streetside stands as well as in the 
restaurants. Also quite popular was whole 
roast piglet. These were available also from 
streetside vendors. I thought the roast pork 
like this was pretty good but it was pretty 
fat. Of course, rice three times a day, usually 
just steamed but sometimes they would 
prepare the rice with garlic and other season­
ings. Another common food on Negros was 
the duck eggs, served just like we serve 
chicken eggs, as well as another bizarre way 
of serving them. 1 will not go into the rather 
gruesome method here but if anyone is in­
terested 1 will be glad to describe it in detail.
I guess the food wasn’t all that bad, I lost 4 - 
pounds as well as bringing my cholesterol 
level down to 188, the lowest since 1 have 
been tested.

We spent a month on the island of Negros, 
studying the structure of their cooperative 
system and helping to organize the new 
cooperative. 1 feel like we were well received 
and that the people were appreciative of our 
efforts. It would be nice to return in a couple 
of years, for a short visit to see if our efforts 
have any lasting effect.

After six weeks in the tropics it was really 
great to return to good old West Texas, even 
if the dryland cotton was burned up. One 
doesn’t realize how lucky we are to live in 
this great country of ours until he has been 
to some of these third world* countries and 
seen for himself the problems of these unfor­
tunate people.

Profitable Crops, Grapps 
To Be Field Day Features

Improved crop yields and 
increased profitability from con­
servation tillage and rotational 
systems will be featured here 
Tuesday, Sept. 13, at a 'stop of 
the 79th annual field day of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station.

Grapes, a new crop of the 
High Plains will also be featured 
at a stop. Experiment station 
scientists will explain effects of 
various rootstocks on adaptabi­
lity, winter survival, yield and 
quality.

Visitors will be transported by 
wagons to research sites at the 
Texas A&M Agricultural Re­
search and Extension Center. 
The facility is located on FM 
1294, just east of 1-27 at the 
Shallowater exit. Tours will be 
conducted from 11 a.m. to 3
p.m.

Conservation tillage and crop 
rotations are major features of 
the farming systems research at 
the center. Continuous cotton as 
well as wheat-cotton and sorg­
hum-cotton rotations are being 
evaluated for effects on cotton 
growth, yield, quality and pro­
fitability, said Dr, Wayne Keel­
ing, systems agronomist with 
the Experiment Station.

Keeling will disclose findings 
of weed control research stud­
ies in a conservation tillage 
system as well as experiments 
on weeds such as lakeweed, 
nutsedge, and lanceleaf sage. 
Keeling noted that there have 
been promising findings in work 
with experimental herbicides for 
johnsongrass control in corn and

, broadleaf weeds in cotton.
Commercial producers and 

home grape growers can learn 
more about this popular area 

• crop from Dr. William Lipe, 
professor of viticulture with the 

' Experiment Station.
Lipe will discuss findings of 

research which is focused on 
minimizing losses from severe 
cold. The viticulturist will touch 
on such topics as matching 
variety to rail type, rootstocks, 
plant popliiations, and ground 
covers. Availability of moisture 
and nutrients, as well as vine 
vigor which result from these 
cultural practices will also be 
discussed. ^

Other stops on the tour will 
feature cotton developed for 
high fiber quality, sorghum 

.breeding, oilseed improvement, 
and results of studies on the 
Russian wheat aphid.

The field day will also feature 
displays of equipment, farm 
supplies and information booths. 
The Texas Forest service will 
present red oak trees to 300 
landowners who take the field 
tours.

SAFE REFRIGERATION
How long will certain foods usually stay safe and 
nutritious in the refrigerator? Oysters should be 
kept no more than one day; pork chops 2 to 3 
days; washed and drained lettuce 3 to 5 days, un­
washed lettuce 5 to 7 days, hard-boiled eggs one 
week; cottage cheese 10 to 30 days; raw eggs 4 to 
5 weeks. Refrigerator temperature should be 
40°F or lower. In case of power outage, 
perishable food will stay safe about 24 hours, but 
open the refrigerator as seldom as possible during 
the outage.
