housed the old post office, one a 
bartier shop, one BkxJcer’s grocery 
and there where a vacant comer kx 
stands, was Uncle JJ*.*s variety 
store.

The street is dead, except for that 
nrndem post office which appears 
like an illegitimate son in a too-new 
car, freshly arrived from the city. The 
ghosts of memory still walk that 
street as their realities did 30 years 
ago. Then the street was a bustle of 
pick-ups tractors, wagons. Cadillacs, 
wet-backs, firm hinds in coveralls 
and straw hats mingled with land- 
owners newly rich from (he abundant 
cotton crops wearing grey felt hats 
and tailored western shirts. The dry 
goods Store had the best collection of 
men’s suits, hats and txxxs for 60 
miles wounL It was Slacked with hat 
boxes to the ceiling.

The old post office was constantly 
full of people n d  had metal win­
dows. One could mail a letter to 
anyone in O’Donnell addressed to 
‘Xjenera] Delivery” and the postmas­
ter who knew everyone would duti­
fully put the arrival in the right box. I 
remember my delight, as a child of 
the city, going in with GraiKbnother 
and her walking up to the window 
with a smile. The postmaster said, 
‘Xiood morning Dola”. and she said

and Mrs. Blocker sttyed and had a 
gentle friencOy manner. They were 
too much a pan of the town to leave.

Uncle j A ’s store was a ”S A 
dime” which had a little of every­
thing. From watohes and a watch 
rcpairdepanmemiotoysandguns.it 
was a grand place. Uncle J P . was the 
watch repainnin. gunsmith, store 
clerk, cashier and janitor. The store 
seemed huge then. JP . has a ping 
pong able set up in the stock room 
and won many a bet at that table with 
his defensive game.
