ABOUT A MONTH AGO, State Comptrolier Bob Bullock
estimated that another $210 million would be available for
state funding needs inthe 1990-91 budget because he had
underestimated the economic recovery of the state and
there would be that much more in sales taxes than origi-
nally estimated.

STRAWBERRY PIE
18 graham cracker square
1/4 cup sugar
6 ths. melted butter
1-8 oz. package cream cheese
1 cup of powdered sugar
1-8 oz. container of cool whip
2 cups of diced strawberries
Crust: Combine crushed crackers
and sugar in bowl. Add melted butter
and toss to thoroughly combine.
Press mixture into 9 inch pie plate to
form a firm crust. Chill 1 hour or bake
in a 375 oven for 6 to 9 minutes and
cool
Filling: Beat cream cheese and
powdered sugar til well combined.
Fold in cool whip and strawberries.
Tum into crust. Chill at least 1 hour
or up 1o 4 hours before serving. Gar-
nish with fresh strawberries if de-
sired.
