However, 
let’s not forget 1963, another 
off year.

Pay your poll tax every year 
and have a voice in your local 
government as well as your na­
tional government.

Ground School For 
Parachutists Here
Two instructors, Chet Soules 

and Louis Figueroa, from the 
Southwestern Sky Divers Club 
at Alamogordo, N. M., w'ere at 
the Muleshoe Airport Sunday 
conducting a ground school for 
parachute jumpers.

Howard Watson and Leon 
Smith, both local men, com­
pleted their courses and are 
ready to make their first static 
line jumps. Five static line 
jumps are required before a 
student is allowed to open their 
own parachutes. These two 
students, along with Rick Pu­
ente, a student member of the 
Alamogordo Club planned to 
make jumps Sunday, but gusty 
winds throughout the day kept 
the wind gage indicator jump­
ing from 10 to as high as 30 
miles per hour, never stabiliz­
ing long enough to complete a 
jump.

"In strict compliance with the 
regulations of the Parachute 
Club of America, no student 
drop will be made with winds 
over 8 miles per hour” , said 
Instructor Souls.
Morgan Locker said that plans 

have been made to begin a 
Sport Parachute Center here 
with Soules and Figueroa as in­
structors, featuring complete 
ground school courses and in­
structor-student jumps, in which 
the instructor jumps from the 
plane with the student, giving 
him instructions during the de­
cent, and as the student nears 
the ground, instruction is then 
taken over by the ground in­
structor who coaches the stu­
dent as to body and feet posi­
tion, preparatory to landing. 
Ground schools will be con­
ducted at the airport, while the 
actual jump sites will be fur­
ther outside town, the exact 
sixit is yet to he determined.
Locker began parachute train­

ing last December at Alamogor­
do w’ith Soules as his ground 
instructor and made his first 
leap with Bobby Hicks. He will 
continue his training here.

Looking over the area, the 
experienced parachutists be­
lieve that Muleshoe will be an 
ideal spot for a Jump Center.

Sky Diving is fast becoming 
a very popular sport and many 
new clubs are being formed. 
The clubs hold Invitational 
Jump Meets and compete for 
titles in air performances and 
spot landings.

Members of the club also par­
ticipate in air search missions 
and parachute to scenes of dis­
aster for the purpose of ren­
dering first aid w'hile mobil 
units are moving in.
Weather permitting, Soules and 

Figueroa will be at the Mule­

shoe Airport agai this weekend 
to make exhibition spot jumps, 
and perform in the air during 
“ free fall” on 30 second delay 
jumps. The ‘chutists wall be 
jumping from a Tri-Pacer pilot­
ed by Locker from an approxi­
mate altitude of 11,215 feet, and 
will be using a Double-T, highly 
maneuverable parachute.

Maybe More Snow

Nitrogen Boosted 
Castor Bean Yield

fn the castorbean fertilizer 
test a split application of ni­
trogen, totalling one hundred 
and fifty pounds, produced the 
highest yield and net return at 
the High Plains Research Foun­
dation at Halfway.

The split application consis­
ted of 100 pounds actual nitro­
gen before planting and 50 po- 
uds nitrogen sidedressed. Us- 
ig this treatment, 2,050 pounds 
of eastorbeans were produced. 
This yield was 501 pounds hi­
gher than the nan-fertilized ca- 
storbeans. The increased net 
income from this method was 
S15.20 per acre.

Of the nine fertilizer treat­
ments, the next highest profit 
came from a preplant applica­
tion of 50 pounds of nitrogen. 
This produced 1,838 pounds of 
eastorbeans per acre, an incr­
ease of 303 pounds, at a net 
profit of $12.21 per acre over 
ihe non-fertilized.

There was no increase in yi­
eld from phosphate applications 
Details of the test are in the 
bulletin by Delbert Langford, 
Associate Agronomist, who con­
ducted these tests.

Texas Deaths Up 
7 Per Cent Over
1959 Figure

Texas deaths during I960 show­
ed the most substantial increase 
in 25 years according to provi­
sional estimates compiled by 
Ihe State Health Department’s 
Records and Statistics Section.

Deaths for 1960 were seven 
percent above the 1959 figures 
with comparative death rates of 
821.2 per 100,000 population for 
1960; and 782.9 deaths per 100,- 
000 for 1959.

Over two-thirds of the in­
crease in Texas deatlis occur­
red during the first three 
months of 1960. This was dur­
ing tire peak period of last 
year’s influenza outbreak.

Health Department statisti­
cians point out that during the 
first three months last year, 
there were signficcant increas­
es in the number of deaths from 
influenza, pneumonia, ad heart 
diseases over the corresponding 
period (luring the previous year.

, Because of the rapidly in­
creasing numher of elders in 
the State population, Texas au­
thorities were not alarmed at 
the sharp rise in Texas deaths 
reflecting the overall trend for 
ihe entire United States during 
1960, including the startling in­
crease experienced during the 
early montiis.

Still the number-one killer, 
heart disease, accounted for 26,- 
000 of the total 79,000 deaths in 
Texas during 1960,

In second place on the 1960 
statistical sheets, was malign- 
nant eoplasms (cancer), which 
claimed over 11,000 Texas lives.

On the credit side was the 
noticeable drop in the motor 
vehicle accident death rate 
from 26.8 per 100,000 in 1959 to 
24.5 per 100,000 population in 
1960. All other accidents showed 
a slight rise in the death rate 
over the preceding year.

While the total number of 
live births for a single year was 
the second highest in history, 
the birth rate continued its 
slight decline over the past few 
years.
