Tech Professor Predicts Lynn
County Schools To Consolidate

“Tahoka will maintain its present
economic status, but the possibilities
of any physical growth is doubtful,”
said Dr. Donald Abbe of the Texas
Tech faculty, at the annual meeting
of the Tahoka Pioneer Muscum last
Friday afternoon.

He also said that “Tahoka may
become a ‘bedroom community’ 10
the Lubbock area, whereby people
will live in Lynn County and work in
Lubbock. The mandate to consoli-
date small schools into a county
school system will be implemented
in the not too distant future, thereby
providing better facilities for the tax
dollar.”

Dr. Abbe is an assistant professor
of history at Texas Tech University
and a research associate for the Cen
ter for the History of Engineeringand
Technology..He is a former resident
of Tahoka, and graduated from
Tahoka High School in 1968.

The proposed rate for the unlimited use
of the central office varies from $12.25 up to $18.90 per month for each
line termination depending on the rate group classification, deter-
mined by the customer's lodation. Southwestern Bell estimates
revenue of $2.1 million from this offering during the first year.

As proposed by Southwestern Bell, customers who currently
receive digital loop compatibility through facilities installed under a
special construction agreement will have the option to receive their
current digital loop arrangements pursuant to the Digital Loop Service
Tariff or continue to pay their current charges until they make a
change of location or account. Any increase In the number of line
terminations to a customer's current digital transmission loop arrange-
ment will be provided pursuant to the proposed Digital Loop Service
Tariil; however, the customer will continue to have the option of
paying current charges for the existing digital transmission loop
capacity.
