Tahoka Gty Council met in regu- 
ter session Mtmday mght, discussing 
dilapidated buildings, lease specifi­
cations for the Collection Station, 
and the City-County Library.

The fire marshAI submitted a list 
A  dilapidated buildings in down­
town Tahoka which the city will tA- 
gA for compliance with city ordi­
nances. City Fire MmshAl Jerry Ford 
listed seven dilapidaied buildings in 
downtown Tahoka which the City 
(Council will address in the new fu­
ture. Property owners will be con­
tacted and given an opportunity to 
speAt before the (council m a publk 
hearing. The City will have the op­
tion A  tearing down dilapidate 
buildings and charging the cost A  
such measures to property ownen 
who do not comply.

Nell Cotter, a representative for 
the Cky-County Library, talked to 
council memben about the need for 
incraaaed Amding lo provide for a 
computer printer, and the group 
voted to increaae the monthly fund- 
iiy  by $30 for the library. Ike library 
will belecAvingacompuier through 
the WeA Texas Library System, but 
must pay for the coA of the printer 
and software with its own funding.

County commissioners recently 
voted a $50 increase in monthly 
funds for the library, as well.

Police Chief Jerry Webster gave a 
monthly report on the department, 
noting thA 220 cAls were made dur­
ing the month A  May. Nine arrests 
were made, 12 tickets were issued, 
and 13 warning tickeu were issued 
durmg the month. One accident, two 
burglaries, and a theft were investi­
gated by depaitment personnel in 
May.

In other business, council mem­
bers voted to pay bills, and adjourned 
after the electricity to City HAI was 
CA o ff due to repair A  an elecfricA 
line downed by lightning during the 
evening's thunderstorm.

2nd sireett were 
without electricity for a period A  
time while the was being re­
paired by SPS penoand. Tahoka 
Volunteer Fire D ^  personnel were 
called to fee scene around 8:15 p.m., 
as the line was down in fee alley and 
sparks, flames and smoke continued 
to emaiute from fee hot wire for 
about an hour until feeelectricity was 
cA  o ff for repair.

A smaU insect, lecanium scales, 
can pose a big threat to live oaks and 
other area trees, but timely inspec­
tion and pesticide application can help 
protect valuable trees.

Lecanium scales are most promi­
nent on twigs and small branches 
during the spring and early summer. 
A single infested twig may have more 
than 100 scales on it, altlKiugh fewer 
scales are more conunonly present

These scales are hemispherical in 
shape and dark brown. They are about 
one-eight toone-fouith inch in diam- 
cicr.

Lecanium scales damage trees by 
reducing vitality and causing diebeck 
of infested branches. While they are 
most damaging to live oaks, they also 
occur on red oaks, maples, honey 
locus and crab apples.

Eggsare produced uralemeath the 
female in late spring. Hatching takes 
place in May on the South Plains. The 
immature insects feed on the under­
side o f leaves during the summer. 
They migrate to twigs in the fall and 
overwinter there. There is only one 
generation a year.

Scale insects are most susceptible 
to control soon after hatching, 
Schackelford said. Therefore, insec-

scales will be most effective if ap­
plied now. Heavily infested trees will 
require two applications two weeks 
apart

Insecticides recommended for 
control include orthene, dursban, 
sevin, malathion and diazinon. Thor­
ough coverage will improve the ef­
fectiveness of sprays. Always read 
and follow insecticide label instruc­
tions carefully.

The EPA mys the move is neces­
sary to protect the ozone layer from 
being farther depleted by a frunily o f 
chemicals known as chhxofluoro- 
cerbons -  chlorine, fluorine and car­
bon. These chemicals, also called 
CPCa, have been released into the 
atnunpheie in the manufacture, use 
and servicing o f a wide assortment of 
products, including refrigeration 
eiio^mient.

After July 1. the Gean Air Act 
win prohibit the release o f CPCs dur­
ing servicing by refrigeration com­
panies on atatioatty units, such as 
refrigeraton, freezers and cooling 
systems in homes and businesses.

Under the coming EPA guide­
lines, cooling contmctors and techni­
cians will need certification and G fC  
recovery equipment costing from 
$1,Z00 to SSjnO. No longer wiU a 
serviceman be able to rdease the 
CPCs into the atmosphere by simply 
pressing a rdease valve. Technicians

most have regulation equipment to 
capture the CPCs, and that cost will 
be passed on to the consumer.

The Bush Administration had 
propose^ phasing out CPCs by the 
year 2000, but alarm over extreme 
coocentratioos o f CPCs over the 
Northern Hemisphere prompted the 
administration to move up the elimi- 
natk)odatetol99S.

One owner o f a Lidibock air con­
ditioning firm said, *1 don’t think the 
public understands what’s going to 
happen and how expensive it’s going 
to be. For instance, if we went out to 
a customer’s home and added one 
pound o f refrigerant, it would cost 
$S0. After July, we have to pump the 
refrigerant out, fix the leak and have 
to be caiefiil and put in new or repro­
cessed certified refrigerant to avoid 
contamination. The cost will be 
$ 100.”

Those air conditioning techni­
cians who think they can ignore the 
new n^ulmions will be in for a rude 
awakening, because the EPA is con­
sidering a bounty o f $10,000. The 
maximum fine is $25 JXX) a day per 
occurrence. If someone witnesses it 
and proves it. then they receive a 
$10,000 bounty.

Dave Ryan, a national qiokesman 
for the EPA. said the agency would 
work with vkdaiors o f the new regu­
lations.

In a demographic survey released 
by the Texas Department ̂  Health. 
43.4% o f the population in Lyrm 
County wm estimated at below pov­
erty levels for the year 1988. That 
compared with 18.3% for the Stateof 
Texas the same year, although the 
unemployment rate for the state was 
at a higher percentage than that of 
Lynn County, with 6.7% compared 
to the county’s 43%.

The Bureau o f State Health Data 
and Policy Analysis estimated the 
population o f Lynn (bounty as 7,747 
in 1989. Lyrm Coimty ranked num­
ber 187 in population Texas’ 254 
counties. The median age in the 
county wm 30.3 with an estimated 
8.7 persons per square mile.

Population distribution in the 
county w u  estimated at 50.4% 
Anglo. 46.3% Hi^umic, and 3.3% 
Bladt. For the State o f Texas, those 
numbers are estimated at 65.6% 
Anglo, 23.0 Hispanic, and 11.4% 
Black. In 1989, the population of 
Texas was estimated as 17,470,679.

Other figures released included 
the average number o f monthly food 
stamp participants for Texas 
(1JJ27.848) and for Lynn County 
(1312), and various other socio-eco­
nomic indicators.

Other statistics for Lynn Ipou^ 
include the following:

• The Bureau o f Vkal Statistics 
reported 111 births in Lyiui County 
for 1988, and 84 deaths to residents 
o f all ages.

• In 1988, there was one reported 
case o f syphilis and two reported 
cases o f gonorrhea in Lyrm County, 
according to the Sexually Transmit­
ted Disease Control Division. In 
Texas, there were 2,613 reported 
cases o f AIDS aiKl 45369 reported 
cases o f gonorrhea in 1989.

When most people think o f the 
Conservation Reserve Program 
(CRP), they think erosion control 
on highly erodible land. However. 
CTRP also plays an important rde in 
wildlife b m fit and management.

The grass cover o f CRP fields 
provides food and cover for many 
wildlife species, including game 
birds, such as bobwhite quail. Cer­
tain grass species, like plains 
bristlegrass and kleingrass, produce 
seed that makes a good food supply 
for these small birds. Some CRP pro­
ducers include annual plant species, 
such as German millet, in their grass 
mixtures, to enhance the diet o f local 
wildlife populations. Armual food 
plots of grain cropscan also be idanted 
onCRPcotMiacts.

CRP fields also provide good 
cover for wildlife. Quail require dif­
ferent types of cover, which must be 
located in close proximity to each 
other and to food sources. CRP can 
provide just such an environment. 
Nesting cover can usually be found 
around clump grasses, such as 
kleingrass or some species o f 
bluestems. Loafing, or escape cover 
is where the birds stay between feed­
ing periods. Cover should be thick 
enough to hide birds from predators 
and to shade them on hot summer 
days. Feeding cover should be sparse 
enough to allow quail to walk around, 
butthick enough loproteetthem form 
predators. Roosting cover is the last 
type of cover required. Roosting cover 
should have low. sparse vegetation.

so that birds have room to flush 
straight up when disturbed.

In edition to quail, mourning 
dove and ringneck pheasant receive 
great benefit from CRP. CRP can 
provide desirable nesting and roost­
ing habitat for dove populations. In­
stallation o f shallow wittering facili­
ties will greatly enhance dove popu­
lations as well as other wildlife spe­
cies. Ringneck pheasant used to be 
scarce in Lynn COunty. Now, with 
the establishment o f CRP ffelds, 
pheasant populations are found in all 
parts o f the county. Annual food plots 
and watering facilities are key factors 
in pheasant management Pheasant 
must have a constant water supply. 
Although there is no hunting season 
for pheasant in Lynn County, mmy 
producers appreciate the aesthetic 
value of there beautiful birds. CRP 
also has proven to be beneficial to the 
more than 1,000,0(X) ducks arxl geese 
that migrate through our area each 
year.

(TRP producers cannot graze or 
hay their fields during the life o f the 
contract They can. however, lease 
CRP land for hunting purposes. 
Therefore, good wildlife manage­
ment including annual food plots 
and watering freilities, could inean 
additional profits for there producers 
during hunting season.

There will be mother CRP signup 
soon. The 12th CRP signup will b^ 
gin on Monday, June IS and will 
continue through Hriday, June 26. If

Cotton Producers Can Expect 
Bad Year For Boll Weevils

Two mild, wet winten in a row 
may seem like heaven for Texas 
rmchen. bat the state’s cotton fmn- 
en Bksly will play havoc with the 
bofl weevil thia saromer.

An eniomologiat with the Texas 
Agrteakaeri Extension Service says 
the boll weevil proUem is shaping up 
to be at least two or three times worse 
this growing season dim last year.

It’ s not just here, but everywhere 
in Texas south of Lubbock,” said Dr. 
Tom nichsofSm Angelo, who moni­
tored weevil numbers since 1979.

Conrideredconon’s worstenemy, 
boO weevils in such high numbers 
could ruin millions clL dollars worth 
o f cotton and cost millions more to 
control.

IVaps monitoring the emergence 
o f boll weevils from duqiaure. their 
overwitueting fiaie, this spring are 
findiug huge populations. For ex­
amine, the 177 trq » monitoring boll 
w e ^  activity in 15 counties south 
o f Lubbock found 21,152 weevils in 
the last six wedis conqnred to only 
123 during the same period a year 
ago.

“ If population growth continues 
on this plane, we will see m ex­
tremely serious ptoMem by fall,”  said 
Roger Haldenby (tf Lubbock, coordi­
nator for the Texas High Plains Boll 
Weevil Diapause Control Program 
for Plains Cotton Growers Inc.

Haldenby, however, does not ex­
pect the High Plains above Lubbock, 
where half o f the state's cotton is 
grown, lo be hit by the boll weevil. 
Thediapaurecontrol program, which 
carefully sets plmting dates late 
enough to avoid the b(dl weevil, has 
been effective in preventing the 
qxead o f the insect into that area for 
die past 28 years.

Ftichs said the last winter that 
knocked weevils back hard was in 
1990. The ceddest weather last winter 
came in early November after a di­
sastrous October freeze. The icy Mast 
stopped development on a crop al­
ready hampered by unseasonable 
rains.

“The good news about the freeze 
was that mmy weevils went into dia­
pause eariy,” said Extension Sm ke 
entomologist Rick Minzenmayer of 
; BaDinger.whomonitocB weevil num­
bers with Piichs. “Those that didn’t 
were left with little to survive on. 
Weevilsentering duqNMire early usu­
ally emerged early this spring, when 
there was nothing to eat Those that 
made the winter should survive for 
only a short time if cotton squares are 
not available.”

Minzenmayer said the bad news 
is that huge numbers of weevils 
moved from cotton fields to pastures

and other overwiniering areas las< 
fidl, which grew lush with the rains 

The two entomtdogistt are the 
only ones in the ttate who annuHly 
conduct leaf litter surveys for wee­
vils. These are done to compare likely 
overwiniering boll weevil popula­
tions to previous years. The counts 
and weather data are computerized to 
helpcoiton fumera decide how much 
land toplant, budget coittroi expenses 
and est^lish a uniform planting dale.

Overwintering areas remain a 
prime concern of the entomologiiu. 
These include fence tows and native 
pasture, but some of the worst cul­
prits are old abandoned farmsteads. 
These three-to ft ve-acre sites usually 
grow rank with weeds and create 
excellent overwintering areas. Wee­
vils that survive in one o f these small 
areas can infest from 100 to 5(X) acres 

cotton, Fuchs said.

“Fanners in this area avetageed 
$17 per acre for weevil coittixrf in 
1989, a year compuable so f v  with 
this one. That amounted to $3.4 mil­
lion expense over a nine-county cot­
ton producing area (around San 
Angelo).

“The only economical defense in 
breaking the cycle at this point is to 
plant Rolling Plains cotton unifonnly 
after mid-May and pray-that most 
weevils emerge early and die of stv- 
vation,” Fuchs said.

The prime attack for boll weevils 
is40-45daysafter the cotton isplanied 
- or around July 1 in West Central 
Texas, he said.

1fihisstraiegydoesn’tworic.then j
we can expect a rqpett of 1989,” 
Fuchs said. “That year, according to 
the National Cotton Council, the 
Rolling Plains lost an estimated 
40,000 bales of cotton to the b(41 
weevil alone. At just 50 cents per 
pound that’s roughly $250per bale or 
a $ 10 million loss to Texas farmers.”

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Rural Land Values Should Increase 
According To A&M Economist

Rural land values in Texas should 
rise gradually throughout the 1990s 
after decreases in the previous de­
cade. according to a Texas AAM 
University agricultural economist

“Baring some unforeseen eco­
nomic problems, it would appear that 
between now and the year2000, we're 
going to have ̂ ipreciation generally 
in farm land values across Texas,” 
said Dr. Ivan Schmedemann, a pro­
fessor of agriculuiral economics at 
Texas A&M and a researcher with 
the Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station.

Much o f that increase will be 
caused by improved net returns to the 
land. That, Schmedemann said, in 
turn depends on what happens to de­
mand for agriculuiral products.

“ Indications are that demand will 
increase somewhat during Ute 1990s,” 
he said.

Farm subsidies also have a posi­

tive impact on net returns and land 
value, ^hmedemam said, although 
they will be reviewed by the federal 
government during the 1990s.

“ I'm assuming that energy costs 
and other production costs, inflation 
and rising interest rates all contrib­
uted to falling land prices, he said. 
The statewide average cost per acre 
by 1991, figures at the Real Estate 
Center at Texas AftM  indicate.

“The only thing that could give 
was land values,”  he said.

Some regions began bottoming 
out by 1988, he said. While the 
center’s 1991 figures are not yetcom- 
plete, indications are that the state­
wide average price per acre will not 
rise for the year.

This means that ova  the long 
term, investors could And the rural 
land marka attractive, he said.

“Prices have fallen to the extent 
that net returns are competitive with

many ahernativeconservative invest­
ments, such as oerdficaies o f deposit 
and treasuiy bills,”  Schmedemann 
aaid.“Landisoneof thefew vkuially 
indestractible asaeu available to bal­
ance a portfolio.”
