T H IS  IS T H E  W E E K  that most of the county’s seniors gradu­
ate. Once they have their diplomas in hand, do you suppose they 
run out looking for work or for some college to attend, so they can 
delay going to work for four years?

Well, maybe some of them will do those things later (a few will 
get married), but I was really wondering what most of them 
would do that night after the graduation exercises.

Some probably will go drink all the beer they can find, but most 
of this county’s graduates, I believe, are better citizens than that 
and it’s these responsible young persons I was wondering 
about. How will they carry out their well-earned celebration?

I asked one young woman who graduated here just two years 
ago, and she said she just went hom e-and started to college just 
five days later.

Usually there is some kind of school-sponsored function for 
seniors and their dates, but these have not been attended as 
well as some private parties, which usually go all night or far into 
the night.

That sounds more like what we did when we graduated, both 
from high school and college.

I remember that several guys (most of us would be called 
“nerds" these days, because we were all pretty good students) 
stayed up all night after graduating from high school. W e spent 
most of the night in an all-night cafe, playing the juke box (songs 
by the King Cole Trio and tunes like “There Ain’t Nobody Here 
But Us Chickens" by Louis Jordan, a black saxophonist-vocalist 
who later was stabbed by his girl friend) and eating hamburger 
steaks and french fries. There were no girls in the group; we 
heard later that some of the girls who graduated had slumber 
parties. And although we were 17 years old, girls were still pretty 
much strange and mysterious, but very desirable creatures to 
us.

Anyway, we talked about the mysteries of life, our hopes and 
ambitions, and ate a lot of stuff so we could stay in that restaurant 
all night. Finally, bloated and sleepy, we all went home about 
dawn. Somebody in the group must have had a car, but I don’t 
remember who. I know it wasn’t me; my first car was bought for 
$300 the day after I graduated from college.

I don’t remember celebrating at all when I got my degree 
(major in journalism and minor in pin-ball machine operation). I 
probably was just tired of the grind and ready to find a job.

I did, too. It paid me $15 less a week than the job I had quit four 
-years earlier so I could go to college and get smart and make a 
lot of money.

. teaching students ginnl sound moral 
characteristics," Alcoin said. "I am 
very supportive o f  athletic and v w a- 
tional programs because I feel these 
programs teach students characteris­
tics needed for life such as responsi­
bility, dedication, motivation, and 
pride," he explained.

He was recognized by tbc Texas 
Education Agency in 1992 and 1993 
with a Texas Successful .Schools 
Award for Eula I.S.D.

D ear M r. Editor,
I am writing to you in regards to 

the articles that have appeared in the 
M ay 12 and May 19 editions o f  the 
L ynn C o un ty  N ew s co n cern in g  
“County Agent Shackelford Relieved 
o f  Duties Here” and “Expense Ac- 
cQunt for County Agent Discussed 
Ajgain” .

.. First I would like to clear up some 
iilaccuracies stated in both articles. I 
have received $2780.73 in travel re­
im bursem ents todate. There was a lsa  
$214.99 taken from my 1994 budget 
that was from December 1993. There­
fore, since January, I have spent 
$2565.74 in actual TRAVEL expen­
ditures. I have spent 36 days ckit o f 
the county at stockshows with Lynn 
County 4-H er’s and adults since Janu­
ary, w ith a total expenditures o f  
$ 2 118 ,19. This makes an average o f 
$58,838 spent each day for meals and 
motels. If  you have ever spent that 
many days away from home in cities 
sdeh as Odessa, Ft. W orth, San Anto­
nio, Houston and San A ngelo then 
thb actual travel figures should speak 
fix  themselves.

■ As for the remaining $662.54 that 
I ^ v e  received, $78.27 was for fuel 
eiCpciises in the county vehicle when 
I was out o f the county and needed 
gqs and there was no Texaco station 
aibund (A Texaco credit card is pro­
vided by the county). O ther m i^ . 
expenses are asfollows: $65.00Texas 
C6unty Agents Association Annual 
D |ies, $113.00 for motel deposits, 
$ I7 j0 0 fo rs to c k s h ^ ^

for stockshow grounds addmission 
and $7.54 for airport parking (trans­
porting county clientel to and from 
airports at stockshows). If  you are 
following along with your m athem at­
ics, we now have a total o f  $375.88 
unaccounted for. Since January, 1 
have spent 28 days and 8 nights out o f 
the county at district extension m eet­
ings (in which I am required to at­
tend) and searching for cattle and 
swine projects for the 1994/95 show 
season for L y n a  County 4-H mem­
bers. I have driven approximately 
10,730 miles searching for projects, 
only 6280 miles were in the county 
vehicle since January !, 1994 .1 have 
had at least one and som etim es as 
many as ten adult leaders with me at 
all tim es on these project searches 
and I have had a valid receipt for 
every penny that I have spent in the 
com bined 64 days that I have been 
outside the county. Yes, I’m sure the 
bulk o f  any agent’s travel is spent in 
January-M arch and in O ctober be­
cause this is when all the stockshows 
arc held.

Mr. Editor, in regards to this seg­
ment o f  your article, it sounds like 1 
have been on vacation at the “Beverly 
Hills Rt»lo C lub” in which I have not. 
I feel that it is my responsibility to the 
youth o f  this county to hustle my tail 
o ff to find them the very best projects 
that their funds will allow them  to 
buy. I also, at the same time, try to 
travel as cheap as possible and yet 
still eat and stay at the same motels 
and restaurants that the majority o f 
my 4-H families do. I’m sorry, I per­
sonally sec these things as my joband  
find nothing wrong with that!

Secondly, I was not informed o f 
last weeks court meeting in which 
my travel was again discussed. Fur­
thermore, I was never asked by any­
one to relinquish my duties as County 
Agent on M ay 10, 1994. The real 
story is tat during the entire court 
meeting I was in my office working. 
At 2:30 p.m. I received a phone call 
w hile I w as out checking swine 

. projects and was informed that as of 
5:00 p.m. that day I was relieved of 
my duties in Lynn County. I do real­
ize however that this topic was on the 
com m issioners court agenda for that 
meeting but I had no other notifica­
tion. Always before when 1 have been 
on the court agenda, I have been 
asked 2 or 3 days prior to that meeting 
to please be in attendance.

Third, I am allocated $4500.00 
per year for out o f  County travel and 
$ 1500.00 per year for fuel and oil for 
a total ‘T rav e l” budget o f  $6(X)0.(X) 
per year not $4500.00 which was 
^previously printed. In my last years 

^budget I was allocated $5800.00 in 
travel expense. This year both agents 
travel allocations were increased 
$200.00. 1, in no way asked for a 
$1500.00 per year vehicle m ainte­
nance fund. When I left my offices 
budget hearing for the 1994 physical 
year with the County Com m issioners 
Court, it was understood that $4500 
would be used for travel only and 
$ 1500 would be used for gas and o il. 
Any vehicle maintenance expenses 
would come from other lin items. I 
have no control over what kind o f 
fuel mileage the counties vehicle gets 
and 1 am sure your figure o f  $39(X) 
p re v io u s ly  re p o rte d  and now  
$4224.74  included  fuel, o il, oil 
changes, vehicle repairs and upkeep 
on a vehicle that has approximately

chanical problems. A new motor was 
put in at 90,000 miles, however the 
rest o f  the vehicle is “Flat W orn Out”. 
M aintenance and upkeep on the ve­
hicle are not travel expenses and 
should not have been reported as 
travel. If my fuel, oil and travel reim ­
bursements don’t add up to $4224.74 
then extension funds are not being 
spent in the correct manner. Actually 
people were flat-out lied to when you 
printed the fact that the budget only 
had “approximately $600 left in it”. 
W hen in reality, at the lime o f your 
article it should have had in excess of 
$2000.

In fact, the only thing that is to­
tally true and correct in your articles 
is the fact that I have resigned my 
position as County Extension Agent 
in Lynn County effective June 1,
1994.1 realize that in today’s society 
false rumors, false accusations and 
dow n right trash sell and make the 
m edia money, but I would hope that 
your paper would always want to 
print the truth. I challenge you the 
editor, o f  the Lynn County News, to 
give this letter the same front page 
notoriety as you did in the May 12 
edition and not the 6th page coverage 
as you did last week.

In closing, I would like to say to 
the people o f  Lynn County that these 
are the facts and nothing more. They 
are not hacked up by “hearsay" hut 
by docum entation. I applaud those of 
you that have stood by me over the 
past two years and I can honestly say 
I have enjoyed working with you and 
your families.
