Tahoka City Council Monday 
night had a called meeting to conduct 
a public hearing on the 1994-95 bud­
get and tax rate, and to have a budget 
workshop.

be more than 59 cents per $ I (X) valu­
ation, and above the published 58- 
c6nt “rollback rate,” meaning that if 
enough taxpayers signed a petition to 
roll the rates back, an election could 
be called on whether to roll back the 
rates or not.

If the rate were raised 5 cents, a 
person with property valued at 
$40,000 would pay about $20 more a 
year in city taxes.

Dream Taking Shape For Proposed Lynn County Retirement Village
by JUANELL JONES

The dream of a retirement village 
in Tahoka to house elderly Lynn 
County citizens who seek indepen­
dent living is slowly taking shape, 
with an architectural concept which 
sketches out preliminary designs of 
the proposed facility adjacent to Lynn 
County Hospital.

The dream began last year for Lynn 
County Hospital, when members of 
the Lynn County Committee of Wes- 
Tex RC&D (Resource, Conservation 
and Development) put forth the idea 
of a hospital-owned retirement facil­
ity to hospital board members and 
admi nistrator Louise Landers as a way 
for the hospital to expand their facili­
ties to meet the needs of area citizens, 
as well as giving a long-term boost to 
the local rural hospital’s economy.

The RCAD group is working with 
the local hospital in searching for 
grant funds to build the proposed fa­

cility. Already, the hospital has proof 
of the need for the retirement facility, 
from research conducted by Dr. Zane 
D. Curry of Tahoka, a Texas Tech 
professor who has conducted several 
studies on independent living for the 
rural elderly. Dr. Curry surveyed 300 
Lynn County residentsover the age of 
60 in his study last March, which 
showed the need for a retirement vil­
lage facility instead of nursing-home 
type care.

A preliminary sketch of the pro­
posed facility has been done by 
Condray Design Group, Inc. of Lub­
bock. Tlie total cost of the facility is 
estimated at $1,200,000, and a grant 
writer from Sweetwater has been re­
searching possible sources of grant 
funding for the project.

The recommended name for the 
facility is Lynn Villa Retirement Cen­
ter, and it would be a subsidiary of

“I’ve got a quart jar of salt water 

from the Atlantic Ocean that I’m go­
ing to dump into the Pacific ... I 
heard they were a quart low of water 
in California,” said Finisia Medrano 
with a smile, an Idaho woman travel­
ing across the United States in a cov­
ered wagon who passed through 
Tahoka on Hwy. 380 last Wednesday 
morning.

Ms. Medrano left Council, Idaho 
in March, 1993, beginning her jour­
ney with three horses, three dogs, and 
a covered wagon which she said con­
tained all her earthly possessions.

“I read in the book of Matthew 
that we should give up all our earthly 
possessions, take up the cross and 
follow Jesus, and that’s what I did,” 
she said, explaining that everything 
she owned was in her wagon. “It 
seems to be plenty ... I might want 
more, but I don’t think I need more,” 
she added.

Along the way, however, she re­
ceived a little more than she expected, 
when her mare Tammy gave birth to 
a colt four months ago. “Yeah, some 
friends of mine thought that would be 
a pretty good joke to breed that marc 
-  I giicss you’d call that cowboy 
humor.” she said with a grin, pulling 
the foal called Little Soldier out of 
the smaller covered wagon which 
trailed along behind her own. and 
leading him to his mother where he 
got down to the serious business of 
eating.

Her covered wagon looks pretty 
authentic on the outside, except for 
the rubber tires rolling along under­
neath in place of w(K)den-spoked 
wheels. And, she has another modern 
convenience inside her wagon which 
pioneers of old didn’t carry -  a CB 
radio, which she says she doesn’t 
really use except to listen to truckers 
talk about her when they pass by.

She carries fence stakes,wire and 
electric charger to set up an electric

fence to allow her 
horses (Tammy,
Cup Cake, Katie 
and Little Soldier) 
to graze during rest 
stops.Ms. Medrano 
occupies her time 
during rest stops by 
doing bead work on 
trinkets and jewelry, 
which she sells 
along the way to 
make money to pur­
chase horse feed and 
other supplies. She 
says people also 
donate funds or 
meals to her during 
her travels.

She camped out­
side Tahoka 
Wednesday after­
noon, just outside 
the city limits near 
Lynn County Hos­
pital, where she said 
she planned to stay 
the rest of the day 
and work on a por- 
cupine-tail hair 
brush with a headed 
handle.

When I asked her 
where she got the 
porcupine, she grinned and said, “1 
found it on the road ... Yeah, I pick 
up dead animals on the road and 
brush my hair with ‘cm,” demon­
strating the unusual brush with her 
own porcupine-tail hair-brush intri­
cately detailed with bcadwork on the 
handle. But. she figures she can sell 
the brush she is currently working on 
for about $150 to a western gallery 
somewhere down the road.

She says she left Idaho and went 
to the coast of Florida to begin her 
coast-to-coast trek, where she 
scooped up a quart of the Atlantic 
Ocean. She plans to stop for a two- 
month period before attempting to

cross the Mojave Desert in Arizona, 
which she must cross before achiev-. 
ing her California destination. She. 
figures she'll reach the Colorado 
River and cross into California some 
time in December, 21 months after* 
she began her journey.

“People don’t know whether tO' 
admire my courage or marvel at my - 
stupidity,” said Ms. Medrano, add-* 
ing that she really had not had any 
problems with people during her trav­
els, “except for some rude people -  
but no major problems.”

She plans to spend a few months* 
in California before returning to 
Idaho.

Lynn County Hospital District, gov­
erned by the same board of directors 
and operating under the same admin­
istrative procedures.

The self-contained facility would 
be erected just north of the hospital 
(facing east, like the hospital), and 
consist of 16 housing units under one 
roof. Eight units will consist of one 
bedroom and one bath, four units will 
have two bedrooms and one bath, and 
four other units will feature two bed­
rooms and two baths.

Each unit would be equipped 
with kitchen capabilities for those 
who prefer to prepare theirown meals. 
In addition, according to Mrs. Land­
ers, there would be a main kitchen 
with dining room facilities where 
those who choose would have the 
option of two meals per day available 
to them.

The plan also includes a main 
activity area, laundry facilities, vend­
ing machines, and two parking spaces 
per unit. Several units would open 
onto small patios, and a central activ­
ity terrace would offer a place for 
residents to get together, as well as a 
small dining terrace located off the 
main dining/activity room.

“We’re very pleased with the 
architectural design of the proposed 
facility, and are excited to be looking 
into the possibility of building a fa­
cility where our elderly citizens can 
live independently, but at the same 
time enjoy the security of a facility 
such as this, with professional health 
care facilities available right next 
door,” said Mrs. Landers.

The process, however, is a long 
one, with months of researching fund 
sources to be conducted before the 
hospital can give the green light on 
the proposed facility. Grant writer Al 
Cogbum of Sweetwater is optimisti­
cally inclined after completing an 
extensive initial resource search, and 
says he has approximately 30 fund 
agencies identified on a regional, state 
and national level who have priori­
ties similar to the proposed project.

Hospital Board President Leland 
White is also optimistic about the 
proposed facility. “Lynn County 
needs a place for older citizens who 
may need minimum assistance in their 
daily living, but are not ready for a 
nursing home. We’re hoping that the 
majority of the funds for the project 
can be found from private or govern­
ment grants, without the need for 
local tax-dollar support in building 
the facility,” said White.

“We believe this is a worthy

project, and will continue to look at 
all options,” said Mrs. Landers. A 
liaison committee composed of mem­
bers of the Wes-Tex RC&D is work­
ing with the hospital administrator on 
the project.

The Wes-Tex RC&D is an orga­
nization designed to assist communi­
ties in obtaining government grants 
and private assistance for construc­
tion of recreation facilities, healthcare 
resources, fire prevention and fight­
ing resources, roadside erosion con­
trol, flood prevention, wildlife pro­
motion and various other projects 
that will benefit the area as a whole.

To date, the Lynn County Com­
mittee of the Wes-Tex RC&D has 
obtained grant funding for Lynn 
County EMS communications equip­
ment, aCPR mannequin unit for Lynn 
County Hospital, and eight rural fire 
hydrants attached to irrigation wells 
in Lynn County for use by volunteer 
Are departments within the county. 
The innovative fire hydrants, de­
signed by members of the Tahoka 
Volunteer Fire Dept, and John 
Edwards of New Home, captured the 
interest of the Texas Forest Service, 
who not only fully-funded the ven­
ture but sent representatives to view 
the design for use by other rural ar­
eas.

“The retirement village project 
is by far the most ambitious under­
taking by this group,” said Barry 
Pittman, president of the local RC&D 
group. “We’re confident, however, 
that the funding resources are avail­
able -  it’s just a matter of finding 
them,” he said.

Lynn County 
Hospital Board 
Approves Budget

Lynn County Hospital Board of 
Directors approved an annual budget 
based on the same current effective 
tax rate during last Thursday’s board 
meeting, and discussed the proposed 
hospital-owned retirement village 
project, among other routine busi­
ness items.

Four of seven directors were 
present for the meeting, and after 
some discussion the board voted 
unanim ously to contract with 
Cogbum Consultants of Sweetwater 
to research and apply for grant fund­
ing for the proposed retirement cen­
ter. The hospital already has prelimi­
nary architectural plans for the facil­

ity from Condray Design Group, Inc. 
Estimated cost of building the retire­
ment center is $1,200,000.

Hospital Administrator Louise 
Landers told the board that brick work 
is in progress on the emergency en­
trance breezeway construction, and 
directors voted 4-0 to contract with 
LDC Construction Co., Inc. of Lub­
bock to enclose an adjacent parking 
area (formerly used to park the am­
bulance) to house Home Health ser­
vices at the hospital, at a cost of 
$9,836.

Mrs. Landers reported that Dr. 
Griff Thomas of Ohio, who has con­
tracted with the hospital to practice 
family medicine at Lynn County 
Hospital-Clinic, has received his 
Texas physician’s license and is in 
the process of purchasing a home in 
the Tahoka area. Dr. Thomas has a 
wife and two children, and hopes to

open his family practice here on Oct. 
I.

Directors discussed hospital em­
ployee retirement bencilts, and ap­
proved monthly bills and the finan­
cial statement.

Present at the meeting were Mrs. 
Landers and directors Virginia 
Griffing, Boyd Barnes, Norman 
Ledbetter, and Leland White. Absent 
were directors Jackie Stidham, Harold 
Barrett and Billy Tomlinson.

‘‘The people of Texas are con­
cerned with education, crime, high 
taxes and the breakdown of the fam­
ily.

The student would be 
placed in an alternative learning set­
ting indefinitely. If the student exhib­
ited good behavior, they might be 
allowed to reenter regular classes but 
not at the location of the original 
offense.

“District 70 current Representa­
tive David Counts has refused to sup­
port the legislation. If we don’t (each 
kids early on that (heir actions have 
consequences, it will only further our 
ongoing prison system problems,” 
said Hogan, the Republican Candi­
date for the legislature.

The board voted 5-2 against a 
motion by Dan Cook, seconded by 
Tony Villarreal, that two additional 
member positions be considered, 
rather than only one, thereby adding 
both alternate cheerleaders to the 
squad. Cook, in making (he motion, 
noted that the compromise and settle- 
tnent agreement stated that “both 
parties agree (hat mistakes were made 
in the cheerleader selection process” 
and (hat voting for (he motion could 
"contribute good will ...and make 
amends for the mistakes made by the 
schm)l district.”

However, the motion failed, and 
Supt. Nancy Teriiplcton later pointed 
out (hat although the parties agreed in

the settlement that mistakes were 
made in the cheerleader selection 
process that the school district denies 
(hat the mistakes made any differ­
ence in the selection results.

The superintendent noted that in 
the settlement agreement the school 
district denied all allegations made 
by the plaintiffs-”all defendants de­
nied any liability and the execution 
of the settlement agreement did not 
admit any liability.”

“The parties in the lawsuit agreed 
(hat the claims asserted by the plain­
tiffs were doubtful and disputed; the 
settlement was reached to avoid liti­
gation.” said the superintendent.

The other girl in the lawsuit was a 
junior high student, Cynthia Mender., 
and her attorney reportedly said that 
(here was little that could be done 
about her missed opportunity this 
year.

Cook later noted that anyone who 
wishes to see a copy of (he settlement 
agreement from the district court 
should be able to view a copy at (he 
district clerk’s office in Tahoka, at 
the Wilson school, or from him or 
any other board member.

Tahoka Independent School Dis­
trict Board ofTrustees Monday morn­
ing voted unanimously lo set the 1994- 
95 school tax rate at $ 1. 17.379, a tax 
hike of Just over two cents from the 
current rate of $1.15. For a home 
valued at $25,000, a homeowner will 
pay $6.29 more than last year, or 
approximately $12.50 more for a 
$50,000 home. A public hearing on 
the proposed tax rate was held last 
Thursday, with no citizens present to 
address the board.

Voting for the tax rate were five 
trustees who were present at the meet- 
ing, including Greg Henley, Clint 
Gardner, Dan Stone, Juanell Jones 
and Brad Hammonds. Absent were 
trustees Rex Rash and Myrtle White.

In other business, trustees drew 
lots for the order in which districts 
will be implemented in the Single 
Member Redistricting plan currently 
under consideration by the U.S. Jus­
tice Department. U SD  submitted a 
redistricting plan to the Justice De­
partment in December, 1993, which 
mapped out five precincts, or dis­
tricts, within the school district. Five 
trustees would be elected from the 
five single-member districts, and two 
trustees would be elected at-large.

Trustees drew lots to determine 
which districts would be represented 
in the 1995 school trustee election, 
drawing Districts 1,2 and 5. Districts 
3 and 4 will be represented in the 
1996 election, and the remaining two 
at-large positions will be up forelec­
tion in 1997.

District 2 has a 70 percent minor­
ity population, and District 5 has a 57 
percent minority population. Trust­
ees had originally drawn for districts 
by lot in 1993, naming Districts 1,3 
and 5 for the first election, but the 
Justice Department rejected the draw­
ing because both minority districts 
had not been drawn for the first year’s 
election process in the redistricting 
plan. y

Candidates desiring to run forelec­
tion for the school board must choose 
which district to run for. Candidates 
do not have to reside in the district for 
which they run, but only the regis­
tered voters residing within that dis­
trict may vote in that district’s elec­
tion. All registered voters within the 
Tahoka Independent School District 
area may vote for the two at-large 
positions.

In other business Monday morn­
ing, Superintendent David Hutton 
informed trustees of the resignation 
of Manuela Sanchez, who taught

Secretary of Agriculture Mike 
Espy announced recently that pro­
ducers holding Conservation Reserve 
Program (CRP) contracts expiring 
Sept. 30, 1995 will have the option to 
modify their contracts to extend the 
expiration date for a period of one 
year.

All participants with 1986 CRP 
contracts will be notified by their 
local Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service (ASCS) office 
of the dates when they may apply to 
modify their contracts. Espy said. 
About 2 million acres of cropland 
were enrolled in the 1986 CRP con­
tracts.

Secretary Espy is utilizing author­
ity provided in the Ftxxl Security Act 
of 1985 to authorize the contract 
modification.

“Today’s action will enable pro­
ducers whose contracts would have 
expired in 1995 to continue to keep 
this highly ertxlible and other envi­
ronmentally sensitive cropland out 
of prtxluction, the secretary said. Espy 
said he is announcing his decision 
now so that producers can consider 
this extension option while making 
long-term decisions concerning this 
land.

The continuation of the CRP and 
the extension of contracts will be one

of USDA’s top priorities during the 
1995 Farm Bill discussion. “We plan 
to work closely with the Congress to 
continue the CRP in order to achieve 
our conservation, wildlife and agri­
cultural objectives,” Espy said, 
“However, these first CRP contracts 
will likely expire prior to passage of 
the 1995 Farm Bill. To provide the’ 
maximum flexibility in continuing 
the CRP and extending contracts I 
am offering producers whose con­
tracts expire Sept. 30, 1995 the op­
portunity to modify their contracts to 
extend the expiration date."

About 36.4 million acres have been 
enrolled in the CRP, a program Sec­
retary Espy described as “tremen­
dously beneficial for producers and 
the general public.” He said the C ^  
has saved soil, expanded wildlife 
habitatl and populations, improved 
.soil, air and water quality, enhanced 
wetlands, and encouraged tree 
plantings.

“At the same time, it has reduced 
deficiency payments, strengthened 
farm income, and helped balance the 
supply and demand of agricultural 
commodities,” he said.

The one-year extension will be 
voluntary. County ASCS offices will 
notify contract holders when they 
can apply.

The specially designed Plaza has 
been set aside for area universities 
and local, state and national agricul­
tural agencies to update citizens on 
the latest research and helpful ser­
vices.

The Texas Farmer-Stockman 
Show, the state's first working farm 
show, will be held at the City of 
Lubbock farm, just cast of Loop 287 
on Farm Road 835 (East 5()th Street). 
Show hours will be from 9 a.m. to 6 
p.m. each day, Oct. 11-13. Adult ad­
mission will be $3. Persons underage 
18 will be admitted free.

S O M E TIP S  H AVE A R R IV ED  from Texas Tech Health 
Sciences Center about eating fruit and drinking water. 
Many of us don’t consume enough of either.

Seems to me I have heard that adults should drink eight 
8-ounce glasses of water every day, or 64 ounces of the 
wet stuff, which is, I think, a half gallon. Of course, unless 
you have bottled water or one of those reverse cirrhosis 
things, you may not be able to drink that much Canadian 
River Water in a day. And if you do, your insides will rot, like 
the pipes on my washing machine.

Texas Tech’s bigbrains didn’t address that problem, 
however. They just said you ought to drink a lot of water 
during strenuous exercise. They were talking about people 
who do exercise things during warm weather, noting that 
Htness fanatics should remember that replacing the water 
their bodies use while working out is as important as the 
exercise itself. “

The release added that “it is good to drink 4 to 8 ounces 
of water every 10 to 20 minutes during strenuous exer­
cise.”

The story also told about cranberry juice being effective 
against urinary infections in older women (I decided not to 
comment on that one) and gave some Health Sciences 
pesticide guy’s opinion about eating fruit.
