Vinegar, says the dictionary, is “an impure dilute solution 
of acetic acid obtained by fermentation beyond the alcohol 
stage". Th e  ad claims that from the book, you’ll learn how 
to:

Control your appetite to lose weight with a meal-time 
vinegar cocktail.

Find trusted hogie remedies to beat colds, ease arthri­
tis pain and other joint diseases-”vinegar is nature^s own 
drug-free anti-inflammatory.”

“Scientific tests show organic vinegar is a natural 
storehouse of vitamins and minerals, including beta caro­
tene” which, it says, lowers the risk of getting cancer and 
boosts the body’s immune system.

It also claims that vinegar aids digestion, helps lower 
cholesterol, helps middle ear problems, conditions prob­
lem skin, fights age and liver spots, provides amazing hair 
treatments, relieves nighttime leg cramps, gives relief to 
headaches, corns and calluses, insect bites, urinary prob­
lems, coughs, colds, high blood pressure, is good in pie 
crusts and chicken soup, and will help you win the Lottery.

Well, I made up that last one, but you get the idea. And 
If you’re afraid you might alienate all your friends with 
powerful vinegar breath, the,solution is offered in the 
second ad: move to Mexico.

It says that you can “Live in Mexico on $14 a Day,” 
because living costs are very low. This ad also is trying to 
sell you a book, for just a little more than one day’s living 
cost south of the border. It says that more than a million 
Americans now live in Mexico in good climates and in 
communities of other Americans (most of whom may have 
jumped bond on DWI and burglary charges in the states). 
Okay, so the part in parentheses is mine; the ad didn’t say 
that.'

B.T. Smith, principal of one of die local schoob and holder of aCAA  
ground bistructor’s certificate and commercial pilot’s hoense, has just 
completed the third year o f pre-flight aeronaiMicai training for the 
students Tahoka H i^  School, oiie of the few aviation courses offered 
in a Texas school.
, The  course this yesor was termirrated by giving the students the 
regular CAA private i ^ ’s examiTMtion by u i ^  questions furnished by 
the CAA and the test corkkicted in the same manner as one given a 
carKbdate for a private license. The papers were sent to Washington for 
grading.

One hurxlred per cent of the pupils received a certificate of 
aeronautical knowledge and som e of the grades ranged well up in the 
9 0 s .

The term “pre-flight'' cannot be applied in its fullest meaning for the 
past year because every student taking the course had been up on 
dorrKMistration flights and sbe had received their solo certificates and are 
now practicing for their private license. These students are in the 17-, 
18-year*old age groups.

Plans are now being formulated by Smith for expansion of the
course during the coming school year throu^  the use of surplus
government aircraft and by the addition of a considerable anxxmt of
flight training.

Pfggly Wiggly Is Damaged By Fire

O n July 5  while a  passenger on the Queen Qizabeth on her way to 
Eurof)e, she wrote a letter hom e, but the family had received no further 
word from her. A news report prublished in the daily newspapers about 
July 20, however, chronicled the fact that the Queen Elizabeth had 
arrived from France at an  American port with about 14 ,000  returning 
soldiers aboard. It was known therefore that it had made the trip across 
and then back, and that the p>assengers who had embarked on it before 
it left America were somewhere overseas.... - Aug. 3, 1945

COLLEGE STATION — Homework 
straggles for chikhen are a part of growing 
up. Persisient proUenu with schoolwork 
may lead parents to ask w hn  it is appropri­
ate to have their child tested for p o te n t  
learning or behavioral problems.

According to Dr. Pam Grossman, direc­
tor of the Texas AAM University 
Counading and Assessment Clinic, a child 
should be tested when the parent thiiikt a 
child is not doing as well in school as he or 
she could, ifthe child contimially complains 
about school or the parent thinks the child
may be "gifted and talented.”

Testing a child for aduevement and 
behavioral problems, also called a 
psychoeducatkmal assessment, can have 
usehd results. It gives paiemsmoredetaikd 
iafbrmatioa about their child than they could 
get from group testing at school. A 
psychoeducational assessment also can tell 
about a child’s IQ or intellectual ability, 
something generally not tested for 1^ 
schools.
