tahoka School District 
Commended In TEA Report

The Texas Education Agency 
(TEA) released its conclusions re­
garding its on-site review o f Tahoka 
ISD conducted Sept. 29-Oct. 2. The 
report com m ended the school district 
on its program s and even recom ­
mended that the district be consid­
ered as a m entor school for other 
districts.

T E A ’S on-site visit, called the 
District Effectiveness and Com pli­
ance Review, focused on Tahoka’s 
decision-m aking and planning pro­
cess as it related to the quality o f 
services provided for students in spe­
cial program s. The secondary focus 
o f  the visit was to  review the extent to 
which the district was in com pliance 
with state and federal requirem ents 
for special programs.

Am ong the programs examined 
were special education, gifted and 
talented, dyslexia, bilingual, English 
as a .second language, prekinder­
garten , state compensatory programs, 
career and technology, federal inter­
vention program s with at-risk stu­
dents, m igratory student programs, 
profe.ssional developm ent programs, 
safe and drug-free program s, and 
extended year programs.

Extensive interviews were con­
ducted with the district decision-m ak­
ing and planning com m ittee consist­
ing o f  com m unity and business mem ­
bers as well as school staff. C om ­
ments regarding the effectiveness o f 
the school were solicited during meet­
ings with parents o f  students in the 
various special programs. In addition 
to the various interviews with com ­
munity and staff members, TEA staff 
interviewed school trustees regard­

ing school operations.
The TEA report states in part, 

‘T h e  peer review team notes Tahoka 
ISO ’s innovative application o f  all 
Title funds and the delivery o f  nu­
m erous well-planned programs, ini­
tiatives and strategies. It is evident 
that the past as well as current pro­
grams are having a positive impact 
on student success for all special 
populations as evidenced by the 
steady im provement o f  TAAS scores 
for all special populations.”

The report concludes with a sec­
tion listed as “Significant Factors 
Im pacting Student Perform ance.” 
The report states, “The peer review 
team recommends that the district 
consider the m entor school program. 
The peer review team, based on inter­
views throughout the district, con­
cluded that the district could assist 
other districts in implementing pro­
grams designed to meet the needs of 
special population  students. The 
district’s success rate with special 
populations is viewed as significant.** 

The TEA team consisted o f  four 
Austin staff members and two trained 
administrators from other school dis­
tricts in the state.

The on-site review was the final­
ization o f  an extensive process that 
required Tahoka ISD to submit a self- 
evaluation docum ent discussing the 
impact o f  all programs effecting stu­
dent perform ance and the catalogu­
ing o f  numerous docum ents verify­
ing the district’s com pliance o f  state 
and federal education laws.

t e a ’s evaluation and review of 
each school district generally occurs 
every six years.

Eradication Program Passes:

Producers In Western High Plains Zone 
Vote To Establish Boll Weevil Program
^  . ’The Texas Department o f Agri- r 
culture announced last Thursday that 
cotton producers in the Western High 
Plains Boll W eevil Eradication Zone 
have voted to establish a boll weevil 
e rad ication  program  in the five- 
county zone. Final results were 1,309 
voting “ for” and 347 voting “against” 
establishing an eradication program.

In addition to establishing the 
eradication program, producers voted 
to set a maximum annual assessment 
for the program  not to exceed $ 12 per 
land acre for irrigated cotton and $6 
per land acre for dryland cotton.

To officially establish a boll 
weevil eradication program in the 
W estern High Plains Zone and set an 
assessm ent, the proposition had to be 
approved by a two-thirds vote, or 
those voting in favor needed to farm 
more than 50 percent o f the zone’s 
acreage. Both propositions passed 
with m ore than 78 percent o f the vote, 
and the percentage o f zone acreage 
voting in favor o f both propositions 
exceeded 50 percent in each case.

In proposition#I (establishment 
o f  the eradication program ) the totals 
were: 1,309 “for” , or 79 percent of 
the vote; 347 “against”, or 2 1 percent 
o f  the vote; and 53.17 percent o f all 
the zone’s acreage voting in favor of

the proposition.
In proposition #2 (setting maxi­

mum annual assessment) the totals 
were: 1,286 “ for”, or 7 8 .1 percent of 
the vote: 360 “against” , or 2 1.9 per­
cent of the vote: and 52.47 percent o f 
all the zone’s acreage voting in favor 
of the proposition.

The Texas Department of Agri­
culture issued 3.145 ballots to cotton 
producers in the zone who were eli­
gible to vole on the referendum. Some 
1,670 ballots were postmarked by.the 
Dec. 9 deadline and counted.

“Growers in the area have done 
a tremendous job of putting this plan 
together,” said Texas Boll Weevil 
Eradication Foundation Executive 
Director Lindy Patton. “This is not 
only a p<isitive vote for eradication, 
but positive for the economy of the 
Western High Plains and the cotton 
industry o f Texas.” said Patton.

Cotton prrxlucers also elected 
Don Parrish o f Yoakum County to 
represent the Western High Plains 
Zone on the statewide board o f direc­
tors for the Texas Boll Weevil Eradi­
cation Foundation. He received 1,237 
votes with write-in candidates receiv­
ing 87 vtUes. Parrish is a cotton pro­
ducer who farms in the zone and has 
been serving as the commissioner-

apppinted director for the zone.
“The overw helm ing  positive 

vote is prtmf that w e’ve all been af­
fected by the boll w eevil," said 
Parrish. “We all know we have a 
problem, we just had to com e up with 
a plan that addressed farm ers' con­
cerns —  one they could trust.”

As indicated in the referendum, 
the initiation o f the program is con­
tingent on obtaining financing and 
state or federal cost-sharing funding. 
The program and assessment arc ex­
pected to begin in 1999.

“Now we are going to wtirk to 
get finaneing and eost-sharc fund­
ing." said Parrish. “A partnership with 
the state would ensure that the pro 
gram will see a successful end to (he 
brill weevil in the W HP.”

“This vote is an affinnation that 
W HP producers arc ready to begin an 
eradication program.” said Founda­
tion Program Director. Osama El- 
Lissy. “We arc committed to doing 
our best and are liKiking forward to 
working with the W HP producers,” 
he said.

The W estern High Plains Zone 
consists o f approximately 875.(X)() 
cotton acres in A ndrew s. G ains. 
Yoakum and p a l s o f  Lynn and Terry 
counties.

Fluoride at the appropriate levels in the drinking water of children up to the age of nine, 
reduces cavities. However, children exposed to levels of fluoride greater than I Oto 2.0mg/l may 
develop dental fluorosis in their permanent teeth. Dental fluorosis, in its moderate and severe 
foims, is a discoloration (brown staining) and pitting of teeth.
