didates (Vice Pmidem Gore and

No Precipitation
Reported In November

The weather across the Texas
South Plains during the month of
November was significantly warmer
and much drier than normal with no
record of precipitation from any re-
porting stations, according to the
National Weather Service in Lub-
bock.

This has been the driest Novem-
ber since 1960 in Lubbock and the
second driest since records began in
1914.

Precipitation averaged 0.76
inches below normal and ranged
from 1.03 inches below normal at
Paducah to 0.75 inches below nor-
mal at Lubbock. Tahoka had no mea-
surable precipitation.

Temperatures averaged 5.9 de-
grees above normal and ranged from
6.6 degrees above normal at Snyder
to/11 degrees above normal at
Abernathy. Average temperature for
the month in Tahoka was 56.7 de-
grees.

Locals Are Generous With
“Christmas For Kids” Program

Christmas is a time for sharing and
giving, and Lynn County residents
are showing that they have that
Christmas spirit by their generosity
in providing gifts and funding for the
Lynn County “Christmas For Kids”
program.

The non-profit volunteer program
provides Christmas gifts for Lynn
County children ages 14 and under
whose families are in financial situ-
ations where they cannot afford to
purchase extras, such as Christmas
gifts, but who still want their children
to experience the joy of receiving a
special gift for Christmas. These
families contact the “Christmas For
Kids” coordinator, Lynn County
Treasurer Janet Porterfield, who in
turn determines that the family quali-
fies for the program and adds the
children’s names to the list.

To date this year, 184 children are
on the list for providing Christmas
gifts — a number which is signifi-
cantly less than last year’s record
number of 243 children. Of those 184
children, 74 have been “adopted” by
various individuals, organizations,
church groups or businesses who get
the children’s names, clothing sizes
and wish lists and provide gifts for
them. The remaining 110 children on
the list are provided gifts by dona-
tions of toys and money to the pro-
gram, and volunteers such as Mrs.
Porterfield go shopping with the
funds to purchase two clothing items
and one toy for each child.

“We have had fewer children on

this year's list, and more adopted this
year than last, and $2,831.62 has been
donated to the program,” Mrs.
Porterfieldggported this week, ex-
pressing her appreciation for the gen-
erosity of area residents and organi-
zations.

“It is not the same people year af-
ter year in the program, although of
course we do have several whose fi-
nancial situations don’t change and
who need help every year,” Mrs.
Porterfield explained. “But this year,
I have had several call me whose
families were on the list last year who
explained that they did not need as-
sistance this year, and they wanted
to say thank you for all the help. And,
and I had one mother call whose chil-
dren were provided for last year, to
say that the family was better off this
year and did not need any help, and
in fact wanted to ‘adopt’ a child to
buy gifts for — that really made us
feel good,” she said with a smile.

This week , she said, families on
the list may begin picking up the
Christmas gifts from her office at the
courthouse, but they may want to call
first (998-4055) to see if the pack-
ages are ready for pickup. Those that
aren’t picked up are delivered in time
for Christmas by volunteers.

“Every year we worry that we
won’t have enough toys or funding
to provide for so many children, but
every year the people here have al-
ways come through for us, and we
do so appreciate everyone’s help,”
said Mrs. Porterfield.

“We know that about 90% of
successful quitters do so on their
own. We also know that quitting
smoking is not easy, so we want to
provide the “Stop Now—Heres
How” quit kit to assist smokers who
are trying to stop,” stated Sharon
Kohout, chair of the American Can-
cer Society’s Tobacco control Com-
mittee in Texas.

According to surveys, smokers
often try to quit more than once be-
fore they succeed, with 70 percent of
ex-smokers making one to two quit
attempts, and 22 percent making 3-5
quit attempts. Smokers should not

give up trying, since most ex-smok-
ers cycle through the quitting process
several times before becoming long-
term quitters.

People who quit smoking live
longer lives than those who continue
to smoke. “If you or someone you
know tried to quit during the Ameri-
can Cancer Society's Great Ameri-
can Smokeout, but didn’t quite make
it, New Year's offers another chance
to begin he year on a healthy note,”
offers Kohout.
