Tells How To Prepare For Y2K

Americans wondering how they 
can prepare for the Year 2000 date 
change now have more information 
at their disposal, through a new book­
let on the Y 2K  issue from the 
President’s Council on Year 2(XK) 
(Tonversion.

Y2K and You is a free, 31-page 
informational booklet that discusses 
the Y2K  issue and its potential im­
pact on utilities, health care, finan­
cial and government services, travel, 
and consumer products. The booklet 
also features a “Y 2K  Preparedness 
Checklist” that offers common-sense 
tips on personal readiness for the date 
change.

Individuals can obtain copies of 
the booklet, which was prepared by 
the Y2K  CkHincil in cooperation with 
the Federal Emergency Management 
Agency and the Federal Trade (Com­
mission, through the (Council’s web 
site <www.y2k.gov> or by calling the 
Federal Government’s toll-free Y2K  
information line at 1-888-872-4925.

“We do not believe the Y2K  is­
sue will create significant problems 
in the United States, but individuals 
should bo prepared for the possibil­
ity that there could be temporary dis­
ruptions in some services,” said 
Council Chair John A. Koskinen. 
“The Y2K an d  You booklet and 
checklist can help individuals and 
their families to be ready for the date 
change.”

The preparedness checklist is an 
expansion of the Council’s previous 
guidance on personal readiness for 
the Year 2(XX). Checklist suggestions 
include preparing for the long holi­
day weekend by having a least a

three-day supply o f food.,juid water, 
keeping copies of impoMant records 
before and after Jan. 1 ,2000, and 
checking with manufacturers to make' 
sure that home electronic equipment 
is Y2K ready. Individuals am advised 

40 adapt the recommendations in the 
checklist to their own personal situ­
ations and Y 2K  information made 
available by their local service pro­
viders.

“The most important Y2K  infor­
mation any o f us can have is about 
the readiness of our own communi­
ties.” said Koskinen. “People need to 
take the time to read Y 2K  notices 
being provided by local govern­
ments, banks, phone and power com­
panies, supermarkets, and others so 
that they have a better understand­
ing o f what to expect in their neigh­
borhoods and can prepare accord­
ingly."

The Y 2 K  C ouncil has an­
nounced that the Federal 
Government’s toll-free information 
line (1-888-872-4925) is available to 
respond to caller inquiries Monday 
through Saturday, during regular 
business hours. Pre-recorded infor-. 
mation is available 24 hours a day, 
seven days a week.

The President’s Ck>uncil on Year 
2(X)0 Conversion, established on Feb. 
4, 1998, by Executive Order 13073, 
is responsible for coordinating the 
Federal Government’s efforts to ad­
dress the Year 2000 problem. The 
Council’s more than 30 member 
agencies are working to promote ac­
tion on the problem and to offer sup­
port to public and private sector or­
ganizations within their policy areas.

Santa and TxDOT we targeting 
millions of Texans with Santa’s spe- 

'pid plea for safe driving. Thirty holi­
day-themed billboards are being 
posted on interstate highways in ma­

jor Texas cities and throughout Texas, 
and don’t drink and drive radio pub­
lic service announcements will air 
statewide this month. Thousands of 
convenience stores, liquor stores and 
restaurants are placing red and yel­
low Santa decals on their front doors 
and beverage cooler doors remind­
ing customers not to drink and drive.

Rylander Delivers 
Sales Tax Rebates

Texas Com ptroller C arole 
Keeton Rylander this week delivered 
her final sales tax rebates for 1999 
—  a total o f $222.9 million to 1,105 
cities and 119 counties.

December’s rebates bring the 
total sales tax allocated to local tax­
ing entities in 1999 to $3.5 billion, a 
new one-year record for local sales 
tax revenue and an increase of 7.1 
percent compared to sales tax allo­
cations in 1998.

“Local sales tax allocations for 
1999 confirm the message I have 
been delivering across the state this 
year. The Texas economy is robust, 
consumer confidence is high, and 
economic growth is creating pay- 
checks and jobs for Texans,” Comp­
troller Rylander said.

Rebates to Lynn County com­
munities reflect the upward trend 
shown around the state. Wilson re­
ceived $840.11 this year compared 
to $473.63 last year for an increase 
of 77.37 percent. Tahoka showed an 
increase of 39.34 percent, receiving 
$7,475.05 this year versus $5,364.37 
this year. O’Donnell show the only 
decrease this month (16.47% ), re­
ceiving $851.65 this year compared 
to last year’s $1,019.68.

The next sales tax allocation is 
scheduled for Friday, Jan. 14.
