;-'M 400/Cemetéry Bﬁ'dges
Closed Beginning Monday

Contractors will close several
overpasses next week in Tahoka to
complete work on bridge decks over
U.S. 87, according to the Texas De-
partment of Transportation
(TxDOT).

The FM 400 overpass on
the north edge of Tahoka
and the cemetery bridge
on the south edge of town
will both be closed for two to
three months while workérs lay
concrete on bridge decks and install
traffic rails. The overpasses will be
closed on Monday, June 18, and work
will begin on Tuesday. Main lane
traffic is already detoured to front-
age roads, but cross traffic will need
to find an alternate route.

TxDOT will also close two lanes
on the south side of the Hwy. 380
overpass, with cross traffic reduced
to one side of the bridge. Both east

and westbound traffic on Hwy. 380

will have access to the overpass,

but lanes will be moved to the

north side of the bridge.

Drivers are urged to use

caution in all construction

areas, and to obey speed limit
reductions.

The closings are part of a 4.6-mile
construction project that includes re-
habilitation of U.S. 87 main lanes
from the north city limits to the south
city limits. This $8.1 million project
is expected to be completed in Janu-
ary 2002.

Financing Hits Snag

On New County Jail

Lynn County Commissioners hit
a snag Monday morning regarding fi-
nancing of the proposed renovation
of facilities for the Lynn County Law
Enforcement Center, when financial
consultant Vince Viaille informed
them that one of the local banks had
withdrawn their portion of certifi-
cates of obligation (CO’s). The with-
drawal of one of the three local banks
-~ Wilson State Bank, and First Na-
tional Banks of Tahoka
O’Donnell — will delay the financial
aspects of the project for at least an-
other two weeks.

“Wilson State Bank has with-
drawn their portion of CO’s because
of arefunding issue.” said Viaille, of
First Southwest Company, a finan-
cial advisory firm which is represent-
ing the county in the financial aspects
of the jail remodeling venture. He
explained that the bank withdrew due
to a lack of a commitment from the
county to refund the issues if they
lose their tax-free status, noting that
the Attorney General’s office would
not allow commissioners to make
such a commitment which would af-
fect future commissioners courts.

Viaille told commissioners that he
would renegotiate sel]ing the issues
(CO’s) and present a proposal at the
next commissioners meeting, on June
25. Local banks will again be able to
participate if they so desire, he noted.

The county is seeking $2.4 mil-
lion in certificates of obligation, to
be paid off over a 20-year period, to
finance the renovation of the former
S&K Implement building on Hwy.
380 into a 48-bed jail facility which
would also house county and state
law enforcement offices. Commis-
sioners hope the facility will pay for
itself, with revenue brought from
ho' - "~e other state and federal pris-

and

oners, as well as savings realized
from no longer having to pay for in
mates which could not be housed
here in the current 14-bed jail

The general obligation certificates
would be paid annually. first from
revenue raised from the facility
However. if that revenue doces not
meet the loan payments. commis
sioners are obligated to pay the CO’s
from tax revenue. and can. if needed.
raisc taxes to meet those obligations
without incurring a rollback election

In other business, the county re
ceived a clean audit report presented
by Jim Kingery, CPA. which com-
missioners unanimously approved

Commissioners voted to assist the
Lynn County Pioneers Sentor Citi-
zens Center, which is in need of fund-
ing in order to continue operating
Each commissioner voted to give
$500 apiece from each of the four
precincts, and County Judge J.F.
Brandon said the general fund would
match precinct funding, for a total of
$4,000 for the Senior Center.

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Lynn County Ground Water Levels
Show 1.23’ Decrease In Year 2000

Lynn County ground water levels
decreased an average of 1.23 feet in
2000 in 82 privately-owned wells in
the observation network maintained

by the High Plains Underground

Water Conservation District No. 1 in
its 571,613 acre service area within
the county.

Ground water levels within Lynn
County declined an average of 0.60
of a foot annually during the 10-year
period from 1991 to 2001. An aver-
age annual decrease:of 0.90 of a foot
was recorded during the five-year
period from 1996 to 2001.

Ground water levels in the
Ogallala Aquifer within the 6.8 mil-
lion acre Water District service area
declined an average of 1.14 feet dur-
ing 2000. This decline is 0.46 of a
foot more than the 0.68 of a foot de-
cline recorded for 1999.

A network of 1,215 privately-
owned observation water wells is
used to determine the annual change
in the quantity of water in the
Ogallala Aquifer within the High
Plains Water District. The depth-to-
water measurements are generally
taken in January and February of
each year to allow water levels to sta-

bilize from pumping during the pre-
vious growing season. Once col-
lected, these data are compared to the
previous year’s measurements to de-
termine the change in ground water
levels.

Two counties within the Water
District recorded water level in-
creases of less than one foot last year.
Nine counties showed average an-
nual water level declines of more
than one foot, while four counties had
average annual water level declines
of less than one foot.

Maps showing the location and
well number of observation wells in
each county or portion of a county
have been published in the Water
District’s free newsletter, The Cross
Section. This issue includes tables
listing observation wells in each
county within the District and the
water levels at one year, five year, and
10-year intervals.

VA Insurance Hoax Resurfaces

A message on the internet has
caused some confusion among vet-
erans who have VA insurance poli-
cies. False information about divi-
dends appear periodically, according
to information released by the Veter-
ans News and Information Service.
These announcements declare that
Congress has recently passed a bill
that entitles veterans and service per-
sons to a dividend based upon their

prior years of service, and are part of -

a recurring problem of misinforma-
tion that dates back to 1965. Unfor-
tunately, this misinformation unnec-
essarily raises the expectations of
veterans and service personnel.

“The dividend ‘hoax’, as we refer
to it, had its origins in a special divi-
dend that the Department of Veter-
ans Affairs (VA), then known as the
Veterans Administration, did pay to
World War II veterans who had Na-
tional Service Life Insurance poli-
cies. Approximately $2.7 billion was
paid in 1950 to over 16 million of
these veterans under the ‘1948 spe-
cial dividend’,” said a VA spokesper-
son. .. o 5

Some time in 1965, the special
dividend news announcements of 15
years earlier resurfaced and were
mistakenly published by several
newspapers. The special dividend
had already been paid out to virtu-
ally all eligible government life in-
surance policyholders and there was
no new special dividend. VA moved
quickly to educate the news media
but some well-meaning individuals
and organizations began to publish
the announcements in smaller publi-
cations, newsletters, and flyers. The
actual scope of the original dividend
became fictionalized and some pub-
lications declared the dividend avail-
able to all veterans (not just WWII)
and even to those who never carried
government life insurance while in
the service. The latest rumor is that
active service persons, reservists and
personnel separated within the last
few years, are eligible.

The 1948 special dividend pro-
gram required veterans to apply for
the payment. Over the years the divi-
dend story has prompted hundreds of
thousands of veterans to write and
“apply” for this benefit. Although the
amount of letters has fluctuated, the
VA has received as many as 15-
20,000 inquiries per week about the
dividend in the past. Because of the
volume of these requesters for a non-
existent benefit, Congress passed a
law in 1970 that prohibited payment
of any special dividend declared prior
to 1952 unless the application was
received before 1954. There has been
no recent legislation authorizing any
“special” dividends.

Dividends are not payable to cur-
rent service members insured under
Serviceman’s Group Life Insurance
(SGLI) or Veterans’ Group.Life In-
surance (VGLI). SGLI and VGLI are
group policies and therefore, do not
pay dividends.

VA continues to pay routine divi-
dends on several policy series, but
only to veterans who have kept their

ceive their dividends automatically
on the anniversary date of their indi-
vidual policy. They do -not have to
apply.

- Severe Storms Batter
South Plains Crops

Hail, high winds, and blowing
sand from four severe storms dealt a
heard blow to South Plains crop pro-
ducers from mid-May to early June,
according to information released
this week by the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service. As a result, the
region may lose more than half a
million acres of its irrigated cotton
crop and several thousand acres of
other crops.

Warm temperatures and good soil
moisture potential spurred many cot-
ton producers to begin planting in late
April and early May. By May 25,
they had planted almost 95 percent

of the region’s irrigated cotton crop.-

A 20-county area surrounding Lub-
bock comprises the South Plains, and
annually produces roughly one-half
of the state’s five- to six-million acre
cotton crop.

High winds and blowing sand
damaged several thousand acres of
young cotton in eight counties on
May 20, and a May 26 storm hailed
out several thousand additional acres
in western Dawson County. The larg-
est storm occurred May 30 - rolling
northwest to southeast, and leaving
crops, livestock, barns, houses and
equipment in nine counties damaged
in its wake. A June | storm then
caused considerable damage in three
counties north and west of Lubbock.

seem to attract the worst when it
comes lo repair companies.
Homeowners need to watch out for
the fly-by-night roofers and repair
contractors. Don’t hire the first con-
tractor to come by without checking
their history and be sure to get sev-
eral references and prices or bids. Be

you might even call the Better Busi-
ness Bureau for more information.
Most important of all, never pay any
money in advance to the contractor
(especially in cash). Remember, you
already have storm damage — you
don’t want to get burned on the re-
pairs as well.

It is still too early to tell the exact
extent of crop damage from these
storms, but preliminary estimates
from county agents, Extension spe-
cialists, and agribusiness point to a
projected loss of 360,000 to 500,000

acres of irrigated cotton and more ~

than 10,000 acres of.crops such as
sunflowers, wheat and hay.

Early reports from USDA Farm
Service Agency (FSA) offices across
the re%i*:m point to a dollar loss of
more than $77 million in crops,
equipment and buildings, but the ex-
act total is not yet known. These re-
ports are often used to help federal
and state officials designated “disas-
ter areas” after severe weather events.

The value of cotton losses from
the low estimate of 360,000 acres is
estimated at more than $60 million.
When economic multipliers are, fac-
tored in, the total regional economic
impact could rise to more than $180
million, according to TEAS informa-
tion. Economic multipliers are often
used to acceunt for the ripple effect
of currency spending as it passes
through a regional or state economy.

“For many producers, the latter
storms came right on top of the final
cotton planting date for crop insur-
ance coverage,” said Randy Boman,
Extension cotton agronomist-Lub-
bock. “They may not be able to re-
plant an insured crop. Those farm-
ing south of Lubbock have a little
more leeway. Their crop insurance
planting deadline ranges from June
10 to about June 20.

Even though the South Plains’
year-to-date rainfall total is well
above average at slightly more than
8 inches, many dryland producers are
still waiting for a rain to provide
planting moisture or to get their
planted crop up.

If that rain doesn’t come, the
region’s lost or abandoned cotton
acreage (irrigated and dryland) could
exceed one million acres, says TAES.

Even producers with no weather
losses are facing a tough year. Higher
input and energy costs, low market
prices, and the prospect of higher
costs for pest control could stretch
producers’ crop budgets dangerously
thin.

“Economically, it is a bad year to
have to nurse a sick or damaged crop
along,” Boman said. “In that situa-
tion, your crop can rapidly become a
money pit.” .

During the next week, many pro-
ducers will have to make crucial de-
cisions on acreage abandonment, re-
planting or switching to another crop
entirely, he said.

Producers can get information and
assistance in assessing crop damage.,
and in making crop replanting deci
sions, from their local county Exten
sion office. '
