“By the end of the year, about
1,100,600 Americans will be able

|to say they have been cured of

cancer,” said Mrs. J. W. Fain,
Littlefield volunteer told a meet-
ing of Bailey County cancer lead-
ers Tuesday afternoon here.

“This is nearly seven times as
many people as were cured of

| the disease in 1937.”

“That’s the bright side of the
cancer problem”, said Mrs. Fain.
“On the other hand, there are
many thousands who die of can-
cer needlessly. About 87,000 mgen
women and children will probably
die in 1962 who might have been
saved by earlier and better treat-
ment. A much greater effort must
be made to urge people to see
their doctors in time."’

To emphasize this point, Mrs.
Fain announced that the familiar
slogan of the American Cancer
Society, ‘‘Fight Cancer With a
Checkup and a Check’’, will have
a companion slogan in 1962—"To
Cure More, Give More.”

“To cure more,” Mrs, Fain said
“more funds are needed to give
people life-saving facts about can-
cer and to keep physicians in-
formed of latest methods of dia-
gnosing and treating cancer.
