Texas homeowners now have a 
variety of homeowners insurance 
policies from which to choose and 
not all of them provide coverage for 
water damage caused when frozen 
water pipes burst or leak.

should insulate pipes, especially 
those close to outside walls, in attics 
or crawl spaces where the chance of 
freezing is greatest. If you have an 
outside electrical water pump, don't 
forget to insulate it as well. The more 
insulation you use, the better pro­
tected your pipes will be. Wrap oul- 
dottr pipes and faucets with news­
paper. foam, rags, or any other insu­
lating material. Cover them with 
plastic and secure with string, wire 
t)r tape. Hardware stores sell prod­
ucts designed to fit over an outside 
faucet providing insulation.

If your pipes burst, shut off the 
water immediately to prevent addi­
tional damage and call your plumber. 
Take an inventory of any damaged 
property or possessions. Donotdis- 
ptjse of any items withpul the prior 
approval of your insurance adjuster. 
If you don't know whether your 
homeowners insurance policy pro­
vides you with coverage for water 
damage, contact your insurance 
agent or company.

Parenting Tips Offered  
For Responding To 
C hildren’s M isbehaviors:

• Time Outs -  briefly send your 
child to a safe, quiet place in the 
home. Give one minute of time-out 
for each year of your child's age.

• Tuning Out -  ignore misbehav­
ior that is aimed at getting your at­
tention.

• Remove Privileges -  take away 
something that your child values.

• DO NOT USE PHYSICAL PUN­
ISHMENT -  Spanking may stop the 
misbehavior for a while but it does 
not teach a child how to control his 
or her own behavior.

Tips for Handling 
Specific Behaviors:

• Temper Tantrums -  ignore the 
tantrum. Let your child know you will 
respond when he or she regairfs con­
trol.

_ vi-Stealing and lying explain the 
right way to get things. Teach hon­
esty by example. Help the child see 
that the behavior is bad -  not the 
child.

• Aggressive Behavior -  stop the 
behavior and explain why it is not 
allowed. Teach nonviolent problem 
solving.

• Talking Back -  understand that 
this may be a child’s way of having 
some control. Teach polite ways to

, say no,^ignore the misbehavior or 
seek compromise.

Holiday Season Fire 
Safety Tips Offered

The holidays are a tim e fo r 
brightly colored lights inside and 
out and neatly wrapped packages 
under the C hristm as tree. But, 
im proper care, use and disposal of 
these holiday trappings can ruin  
the holiday season.

To help ensure happy holiday 
memories, the Texas Forest Service 
is encouraging all Texans to use 
proper fire safety precautions this 
holiday season.

"Christmas trees, holiday light­
ing and gifL wrapping can add to the 
pleasure of the season, hut (hey can 
atso lead to destructive tires it  not 
used safely ordispr>sed of properly.” 
says Mary Kay Hicks, state fire pre­
vention ctwrdinator with the Texas 
Forest Service.

Hicks offered the following tips 
for a fire-safe Christmas holiday:
• Keep natural Christmas trees wa­
tered and away from heat sources.
• Inspect lights for frayed wire, bro­
ken plugs and sockets, and avoid 
overloading electrical cords that 
could deteriorate and cause a fire.
• Use only non-comhustible decora­
tions.

• Turn tree lights off when the tree is 
unattended.
• Be sure to remove your Christmas 
tree s(H>n after the holidays and dis­
pose of it properly. • Consider com­
munity tree recycling projects. Pos­
sible uses of Christmas trees include 
mulching, dune stahili/atipn along 
beaches and underwater structure for 
improved fish habitat.

• Dispose of wrapping paper, boxes 
and t)ther Christmas waste pro|X’il\. 
Recycle these materials, w here pi ac- 
lical

Residents who elect to hum 
their com bustible waste such as 
boxes and wrapping paper should be 
sure to use a covered trash barrel or 
other covered burn container. Use of 
a metal scrCfcn or grid over the burn

barrel will help prevent burning de­
bris from blowing into nearby grass, 
brush or w iKKicd areas or onto struc­
tures. |•rosl-culcd vegetation par- 
licularly grasses — will d r\ quickly 
during dry, windy w eather, said 
Hicks. She added that careless burn­
ing of holiday debris could allow 
sparks or burning material to spread 
into grass and weeds.

The Texas Department pf Agri­
culture announced today that cotton 
producers in the Southern High 
Plaini^aprock Boll Weevil Eradi­
cation Zone have voted to continue 
program operations. Pinal results 
were 2,083 voting “for” and 487 
voting “against” conpnuation.

TDA issued 5,371 ballots to cot­
ton producers who were eligible to 
vote in the referendum. A total of 
2,570 valid ballots were postmarked 
by the December 7 deadline and 
counted. *

In addition to deciding that the 
program be continued in the zone

with a maximum annual assessment 
of $ 12 per land acre of irrigated cot­
ton and $6 per land acre of dryland 
cotton, voters elected Joe Alspaugh 
of Lubbock County to represent the 
Southern High Plains/Caprock Zone 
on the statewide board of directors 
for the Texas Boll Weevil Eradica­
tion Foundation Inc.

The Southern High Plains/Ca­
prock Eradication Zone consists of 
approximately 1.2 million acres of 
cotton in all of CtKhran, Hockley 
and Lubbock counties and parts of 
Terry, Lynn, Crosby, Garza and 
Dickens counties.
