I AM ABOUT to criticize (mildly) the Lubbock Avalanche-Journal 
for a couple of its policies. In a way, I don’t like doing this, because 
newspapers get enough criticism from readers without having to 
suffer adverse comments from other newspaper people.

We get criticized once in awhile at this newspaper, sometimes 
unjustly, we think. When that happens, we get all out of sorts. We even 
get perturbed if we deserve the criticism (if something we did wrong 
can’t be undone, we don’t want to hear about it).

It’s sort of like when two guys were hauled up before a judge for 
fighting. The judge asked one of the men, “What was this fight all 
about?”
