Reports at Annual Meet

The Bailey County Irrigation
Gas Users held their annual
meeting at L. B,’s Restaurant,
Monday night, January 15, B,
H. Black, president of Bailey
County Gas Users, presided,

D, L. Carmichael, president
of the Plains Irrigation Gas
Users (the parent organization)
gave a report from the directors
of 15 counties, He reported
they were pleased over a re-
cent decision of the Federal
Power Commission rendered
December 15, 1967, directing
El Paso to sell - Tri-County
Gas Company in Lamb County,
gas at 22,44 cents, and direct-
ing Trans-western Pipeline
Company to make nine addi-
tional taps to Plains Gas Farm-
ers Cooperative Society over
the strenuous objections of Pio-
neer Natural Gas Company,
Pioneer has made a motion for
rehearing which was denied by
the Federal Power Commis-
sion, “This,’’ he said, “means
that a good number of farmers
will buy gas at a much cheaper
price than theyhave been paying
Pioneer,”’

He stated “prior to the or-
ganization of the Irrigation Gas
Users in 1961 we had consis-
tently been getting gas rate
raises every few years, since
this date we have not had a
raise, although we were pro-
mised a gas raise in about two
years by C, I, Wall, president
of Pioneer Natural Gas, Dueto

But the number of these cases
involving failure to report for
induction into the military ser-
vice decreased from 547 to
511, the summary of delinquen-
cies to the director of Selective
Service showed,

viz, both for failure to comply
with Draft Board regulations.

Analysis of the reports from
the state’s 155 draft boards
revealed that 569 men were list-
ed as having been reported to
United States attorneys for var-
ious failures to comply withthe
draft law and its regulations.
All these were not reported in
the final quarter of 1967, as
the list is cumulative,

Honored by Group

For providing research to
enable young farmers to stay
in agriculture, and for revital-
izing farm production, Dr,
C. L. Lundell, director of
Texas Research Foundation at
Renner, has been honored by
the State Association of Young
Farmers of Texas,

Dr. Lundell recently was pre-
sented a distinguished service
award from the state associa-
tion for his contributions to the
advancement of the Young
Farmer program in Texas,

The Young Farmer Associa-
tion noted that ‘‘farmers from
throughout the state have bene-
fited from information gained
and dispensed at the Texas
Research Foundation at Ren-
ner,”’

The association pointed up
the many difficulties in getting
established in agriculture,
“Had it not been for the fine
work carried on by Dr, Lun-
dell and his co-workers at
Texas Research Foundation, no
doubt many, many farmers now
on the land would have been
forced to a living elsewhere.
The knowledge which Dr, Lun-
dell has made available to
countless thousands of farmers
has enabled them to cope with
these seemingly unsurmount-
able problems and manage to
develop profitable farming
operations,’”” the Young Farm-
ers Association noted,

Dr. Lundell, a renown bo-
tanist and agricultural scien-
tist, established Texas Re-
search Foundation in cooper-
ation with Southern Methodist
University during World War II
years, Later, the Foundation

was separated from the Univer-
sity in 1946,
Texas Research Foundation

is visited each year by thou-
sands of farmers looking for
new and better waystoincrease
crop production and improve
pastures, Research at the sta-
tion developed the Renner
Farming System and the Renner
Pasture System,

Basically, the Renner Farm-
ing System is a three-year
rotation of row crops, includ-
ing cotton and small grains
or grain sorghum, plus use of
fertilizers and returning crop
residues to the soil for organic
matter and soil improvement,

It’s a “get paid as yougrow’’
program, It returns cashtothe
farmer at the same time it
builds up his soil,

The Renner Pasture System
utilizes improved and intro-
duced varieties such as DeSota
grass, Ermelo lovegrass and
Coastal Bermuda grass with
the use of fertilizers.

Renner now has its own ex-
tension service, headed by Huey
Whitehurst, to disseminate in-
formation in farm and pasture
research obtainedat the station,

Texas Research Foundation,
located near Dallas, isprivate-
ly financed and gets no federal
money,

More than 50 demonstrations
by farmers in cooperation with
local business firms are now in
progress throughout north,
east, central and west Texas,

This past year, cotton farm-
ers in the Blacklands in these
demonstrations averaged 365
pounds of lint per acre, which
is nearly double that estimated
for the Blacklands by the Texas
Crop and Livestock Reporting
Service,

This is the sort of research
that is paying off big for Black-
land farmers and all of Texas,
Young Farmers noted,

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This week the new session
of Congress has begun, and

We had an unexpectedly long
congressional session last year
because a great many problems
piled up for our nation --~-chief
among them crime, inflation and
continuing war. Unfortunately,
the new congressional session
resumes with crime, inflation
and war still with us and of
even more serious dimensions,

I regret that it was impossible
for our nation to begin serious
attacks on these problems last
year, but the current Admin-
istration was committed to a
policy of ‘“‘gradualism’’ in each
of the problem fields.

The Administration did not
allow really vigorous prosecu-
tion of our Vietnam effort until
a few months ago, It only
gradually recognized the na-
tional breakdown of law and
order, and it allowed anti-
crime legislation to remain
bogged down. The Administra-
tion made only half-hearted at-
tempts last year to curtail red-
ink spending and to protect our
dollar’s value,

Because of last year’s
‘‘gradualism’’ approaches to
crime, inflation and war those
same matters will be of priority
concern this year,

There has been a gratifying
Administration reawakening to
these things within recent
weeks, Some rather elaborate
new policies have been sug-
gested, Initial evaluation of
the Administration’s reawaken~
ing leaves me hopeful that at
last we may come to grips with
our nation's compound-crisis,
but I have a nagging fear that
in place of last year’s waste-
ful ‘‘gradualism’’ policies, we
now may be confronted by at
least equally unwise ‘‘panic’’
policies,

For instance, although Tex-
ans know well my longstanding
opinion that we must maintain
unrelenting pressure on the
enemy to close the ‘‘peace gap’’
in Vietnam, I would not like to
see us panicked into some un-
defined new policy of ““hot pur-
suit’’ which could widen the
war in a manner military men
tell me is neither wise nor
necessary, I'm glad ‘‘gradua~
lism’’ has been abandoned in
our war effort, But, there still
are plenty of useful steps we can
take -- such as closure of the
Haiphong port -- before the
matter of widespread ‘‘hot
pursuit’’ arises,

I expect this year’s Congress
will insist on vigorous prose-
cution of the war and much of
our time will be devotedto pro-
viding money and material for
that effort. But, Congress is
not likely to be panicked into
an unnecessary widening of the
conflict,

For too many past months
our Justice Department has
turned a cold shoulder on the
crime crisis, Lacking leader-
ship and solid backing, a num-
ber of anti-crime bills were
left unperfected when Congress
adjourned in December, Then,
suddenly this year we were sub-
jected to a number of near-
panic solutions such as exten-
sive wiretapping and the mount -
ing of citizen vigilante groups
in the streets,

Here, too, I expect Congress
to responsibly rejectover-rea-
ction while at the same time
ending ‘‘gradualism,”

Early this year the Senate will
pass anti-crime legislation ofa
sort I have advocated for years,
We will provide funds to fight
organized crime and for police
anti-riot training, There will
be cooperative federal-state
programs to improve law en-
forcement communications and
training, We likely will over-
rule the Supreme Court deci-

start,

sions barring voluntary con-
fessions as evidence,

It is in the field of finances
where past laxity has most
caught up with the Federal Ad-
ministration, The cost of city

living is up 39 percent since
1959, It’s going on up at an
annual rate that, if unchecked,
will make this year’s 100-cent-
dollar worth only 75 cents in just
10 years,

Inflation alone cost Texans
more than two billion dollars
last year, and that’s about the
same thing a 10 percent sales
tax would cost us,

But, rather than confront this
inflation with a reduction in
federal red-ink spending for
non-defense purposes, the Ad-
ministration has suggested that
just another Band-Aid be
applied to the sick economy -=
and the wrong Band-Aid at
that,

It has been suggested -- again
almost in a panic --that Amer-
icans be taxed for travel a-
broad and that U, S, business
be penalized for overseas in-
vestment in a sort of ‘“‘anti-
Marshall Plan,”” These sug-
gestions blithely ignore the fact
that overseas investment brings
us a trade profit and that tour-
ism is only a minor factor in
our financial equation,

It is overseas government
spending that has caused us a
gold outflow, It is government
spending that must be control-
led, not private spending. And,
I expect Congress will insist
that the government get its own
fiscal house in order before
uselessly taxing its citizens
further,

So, this year, Congress is
faced with the big job of tem=-
pering both gradualism and
panic with reason,

It is a year during which Tex-
ans will want to keep a close
watch on their federal govern-
ment,

COTTON TALKS

FROM PLAINS COTION GROwWERS, INGC.

Slack demand and declining
cotton prices in the closing
weeks of 1967 and since the
turn of the year are hamper-
ing prospects for much of an
increase in cotton acreage on
the Texas High Plains in 1968,
according to Don Anderson,
Crosbyton President of Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc,

Through October and No-
vember of 1967 farmers saw
cotton prices advance faster
than at any time since Novem-
ber, 1951, Dependingon staple,
micronaire and other factors,
the market was paying out from
200 to as much as 1500 points
over loan rates and almost all
qualities were finding ready
buyers.,

And during that period there
was much speculation,anda few
predictions, thata high percent-
age of growers on the Plains
would plant the maximum per-
missible 95 percent of allot-
ments in 1968,

But, as more and more mills
acquired sufficient cotton to fill
their needs well into the coming
year buying interest and prices
dropped off quickly in the early
part of December, Not much if
any improvement in the situa~-
tion has been seen since the
first of the year, and this is
causing some second thoughts,
even among producers who were
the most enthusiastic about
maximum plantings in 1968,

“If a farmer is going to plant
the 30 percent of Yis allotment
on which he has an option in
1968 he needs to have some
indication that the price of cot-
ton grown on those acres will
justify the risks and ex-
penditures involved,’’ Anderson
says, ‘‘and the loan price just
isn’t enough to do the job,”

Just about everyone in the
industry agrees that additional
cotton production is needed in
1968 to assure adequate sup-
plies for domestic and export
market requirements, And most
are of the opinion that even with
high-level planting the supply-
demand situation by August,
1968, will be conducive to strong
markets,

“But growers will be requi-
red to make their planting inten-
tions known to Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
offices between February 5 and
March 15,”" Anderson points
out, ““and I fear that a majority
of them will be swayed by
market conditions during that
period rather than by supply-
demand projections that might
indicate a change later in the
year,’’

Considering what might be
done to encourage more planted
acres in 1968, Anderson said
‘““Merchants and mills alikeare
crying for more cotton to be
produced, and it would seem to
me they could get more cotton
produced if they would offer a
few contracts togrowers around
the country at prices that would
pay them to plant additional
acreage,’’

The cotton futures market,
too, can be a significant indi-
cation to growers of what might
be expected in the wayofprices
for the 1968 crop, and in some
instances can be used to hedge
prices, But this factor, too,
has been disappointing, with fu-
tures prices in a steady decline
since the second week of De-
cember,

“And here again,”” Anderson
says, '‘not too many producers
are thoroughly familiar with
futures trading, and the cur-
rent market will have a much
greater influence ontheir plant-
ing decisions than will com-
modity exchange quotations
even if these should substan-
tially improve before the end
of the sign-up period,”’

He concluded by saying “It
is well and good to talk of
growing more cotton to protect
our markets against synthetic
fibers and foreign growths, but
too many of our producers are
in a financial position that pre-
cludes their growing more cot-
ton for that reason alone,”

“They’ve got to make ends
meet from each year’s crop,
however much they'd like to
promote and protect the mar-
kets of the future, And unless
they can see prospects for pro-
fit out of increased plantings,
many of them will be inclined

to continue planting at the 65
percent level,”’

Improvements in both staple
and strength of the 1967 cotton
crop on the High Plains turned
out even better than early-sea-
son predictions,

This was revealed January
17 with the publication of the
final quality analysis of the crop
by Plains Cotton Growers, Inc,

Based on estimates of acre-
age planted to longer, stronger
varieties, it was expected that
about 30 percent of the crop
would staple an inch or longer
and about half would have ten-
sile strength, or pressley, of
75,000 pounds per square inch
or better,

The final report shows 39.2
percent stapling one inch or
longer and a big 67.1 percent
pulling apart at 75,000 pounds
or above, These percentages
are up from 13,3 percent and
37.5 percent, respectively, in
1966,

Texas Draft Board

To Supply 1,165
Men in February

AUSTIN=---State draft boards
will be called upon to furnish
1,165 men for the armed forces
in February, Colonel Morris S,
Schwartz, state Selective Ser-
vice director, said Tuesday,

This compares with quotas
of 1,659 for January, 924 for
December, 1,159 for Novem-
ber, 977 for October, and 1,180
for September,

The Texas quota of 1,165
for induction in February is the
state’s share of a national call
for 23,300, all for the army,

The Selective Service Boards
will forward 4,590 men in Feb-
ruary for pre-induction exam-
ination, Colonel Schwartz said,
and they have scheduled 5,455
for this examination in January,

Local draft boards for in-
duction and pre-induction ex-
amination in February were
mailed from state Selective
Service headquarters on or
about January 10,

Average staple came to 31,6
thirty-seconds of an inch, as
compared to 30,4 thirty-
seconds in 1966, and average
pressley was 79,100 pounds, up
from 73,000 pounds the pre-
vious year,

Seed sales estimates, by var-
iety, for 1968 planting are a
strong indication that this trend
will continue, Most cotton lead-
ers believe at least half, and
maybe a great deal more, of the
1968 crop will staple at least
an inch, and that over 75 per-
cent will be in the stronger
pressley range,

Better lines of communica-~-
tion to make certain every
handicapped person in the South
Plains region knows what ser-
vices are available to him, , .
and where, have been recom-
mended by a Regional Voca-
tional  Rehabilitation Study
Group,

Bailey County Judge Don Ci-
hak is associated with the study
group and is working toward the
effecting of the plan,

In a final report adopted Sat-
urday, January 13, as part of
the development of a statewide
plan, the group also called for
establishment of a comprehen-
sive rehabilitation center on the
Texas Tech campus,

Other most important recom-
mendations included a call for
legislation to ease wage law
restrictions which now dis-
courage employers from hiring
persons whoneedtobe rehabili-
tated.

Speakers at the 20-county
gathering said persons in many
smaller towns now are unaware
of existing resources, pro-
grams, facilities and spon-
soring agencies which are
available to the handicapped.

In a final report which Mrs,
Jack Kastman, regional chair-

man, will deliver to state
planning officials, the regional
board urged development of a
strong educational program to
overcome that information gap,

The group further endorsed
the proposed rehabilitation cen-
ter at Tech to serve all of West
Texas, plus all or parts of
nearby states,

It’s facilities, including the
services of specialists from a
variety of schools and depart-
ments at the university, would
be for the benefit of all phy-
sically and mentally disabled
persons in the region,

As a pilot program for other
parts of Texas, the center would
play an important role in the
plan to make comprehensive
vocational rehabilitation ser-
vices available to every handi-
capped person in the state by
no later than 1975,

Skyride

Gives Excellent
Pavillion View

SAN ANTONIO--An average
of more than 1,000 visitors
per day to the already oper-
ating skyride at HemisFair 1968
have raised the ancient art of
sidewalk superintendency to an
all-time high,

Crossing the 92-acre site
from southeast to northwest,
the ride gives the visitors an
excellent view of the many mo-
dernistic pavilions nearing
completion, It soars above the
web of elevated walkways, the
mile-long lagoon, many bou-
tiques of foreign nations and
some of the 19th-century man-
sions which have been restored
by concessionaires,

The ride starts just east of
the $10 million Institute of
Texas Cultures, the largest
single pavilion on the site, It
terminates between the foreign

government sector and the $6,75
million United States Con-
fluence Theater,

A highlight of the ride is
passing close to the 622-foot
Tower of the Americas and
watching the 1,500,000-pound
tophouse inch its way skyward
much like a doughnut sliding
up a broomstick, The six-
